VA named the three outstanding 
graduates in a press release given 
to the nation’s newspapermen and

Washington.

Leblanc is now taking a vaca­
tion at his home in Gulfport but 

| intends to follow his new profes­
sion o f architect. Monroe plans to 
stay on at Baylor for his master's 

| Uegree, and then teach religion in 
college.

Monroe flew more than 80 mis- 
s’ons as a radio operator with the 
air force in Korea before being 
stsh-ken with polio. Before enter­
ing the air force he attended 
Crozier Tech in Dallas. The explos­
ion which crippled Leblanc occur­
red at Camp Shelby, Mississippi, I 
while he was serving as a staff 
sergeant with an infantry regi­
ment.

VA pointed out that ail three 
veterans waited until they had ad­
justed to their handicaps before 
enrolling in school under Public 
Lav 16, the Vocational Rehabili­
tation Act for Disabled Veterans.

The two southwestern veteran* 
were given counseling and other 
assistance by VA Regional Offices 
at Jackson, Mississippi, New Or­
leans, Dallas and Waco.

Tha National Safety Council's 
statistical yearbook, “ Accident 
Facts,”  just o f f  the press, shows 
there were 38,300 traffic deaths in 
the United State* in 1955. Official 
Defense Department records list 
the battle deaths in the Korean 
War at 33,629.

"W e don't for a moment want 
to imply that the highway is as 
hazardous as the battlefield," said 
Ned H. Dearborn, president o f the 
Council. "But the fact is that the 
loss to the nation from the 1955 

i traffic toll is greater in terms of 
human life than the loss sustained 

i in the Korean War. Therefore, 
j it’s rertainly worth getting excit­

ed about."
Approximately 1,350,000 Amer­

ica n s were injured in motor vehicle 
accidents during the year, t h e  
Council said.
