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Federal Grant
For Irrigation
of Valley Asked

HARLINGEN, Texas.—A $4,«
600,000 federal grant has been

asked for the construction of a gi-
gantic i
ditches to drain 2,969 square miles

network of canals anc
in the “Magic Valley” of the Low-
er Rio Grande,

The drainage program calls for
491 miles of ditches, of which 3561
miles would be in-* Hidalgo and
Willacy cbunties. The complete
project would affect also Starr
and Comeron counties.

Counties have agreed to furnish
right-of-way and maintain the
drainage system, including ditches,
siphons, flumes and bridges, if the
federal government can be per-
suaded to finance construction,

In Cameron county alene,
through which many canals would
lead surplus water to the gulf, ap-

proximately 200 acres will be
needed for the 140 miles of
ditches. Engineers have estimated

the annual maintenance cost there
at $14,000.

The project contemplates dig-
ging series of master ditches
throughout the valley, inte which
lateral or feeder ditehes would
empty. Siphons or flumes would
be used to conducet the waste water
or under existing irrigation
canals,

The system would require the
excavation of more than 19,000,
000 cubic yards of earth, accord-
ing to present plans.

Irrigation and drainage district
directors have estimated that
right-of-ways for the ditches will
average $£100 per mile.

The state legislature appropri-
ated $15,000 for preliminary sur-
veys and negotiations for fereral
aid. Of that sum less than $3,000
had been spent up until March.

Much of the area involved in
the drainage project was wrecked
by hurricane and typhoons from
the gulf last fall. The drainage
system will avert similar disasters
in the future, it is believed.
