AUSTIN__ One of the state’s
most vigorous strokes for econom­
ical county government has been 
warded o ff by self-appointed 
guardians of the Texas treasury.

The so-called “ economy bloc’’ 
of the legislature struck out an 
enabling appropriation in Senate 
Bill 48, enacted to authorize the 
state comptroller to prescribe and 
prepare forms to be used by all 
county officials in collection of 
county revenues, funds, fees and 
other money*.

, counts shall Ire installed in the 
counties of Texua.

Fate o f the act, made toothless 
' by removal o f the appropriating 
: clause, is uncertain unless some 
! “ better business” bureau or a 
Carnegie foundation makes a fi- 

i nancial rescue.
A. P. Dooley, assistant state 

comptroller, favors a uniform and 
adequate bookkeeping system for 
county governments. As one argu­
ment for it, he points to a mass of 
county reports that vary in size, 
shape, contents, and perhaps ac- 

' curacy.
University o f Texas’ bureau of 

research in the social sciences an- 
| derscored the need of the modern 
accounting system in county gov­
ernments, in a bulletin entitled 
“ County Government and Admin­
istration in Texas.”

Taxpayers set up a huge cry for 
economic county government about 

' two years ago, reminds Author W< 
C. Murphy. The cry brought reduc- 

‘ tions in the salaries o f county of­
ficials and plans for collection of 
delinquent taxes.

That, in Murphy’s opinion, only 
scratched the surface o f the prob- 

| lem.
The crux o f the matter lies 

much deeper than that, declared 
1 Murphy who listed six conditions 
as largely responsible for hit-or- 
miss, antiquated methods of coun- 
y administration:

1. Lack of a directing head for 
the system. Under the present set­
up. each county official is largely 

i his own boss.
! 2. The state’s supervision over
. important financial functions per- 
I formed by the county is so slight 
i as to be of little assistance. Bonds 
are issued and the state makes no 
inquiry into the financia condi­
tions of the county or the eco­
nomic capacity to retire the obli­
gations when they are due.

3. No attempt to define county 
functions as opposed to state func­
tions.

4. The legislature attempts to 
direct the whole system o f county 
government through the enact­
ment o f laws rather than hy set­
ting up certain regulatory agents, 
trained for that particular work.

5. In some sections o f the state 
i the county is too small in area and 
i too poor in resources to provide 
i the services that a county should 
| provide.

6. There are a few instances in 
[ the state where the burden of
maintaining local governmental 

; units is out o f all proporation to 
the services rendered. Murphy

Dec. 18.— The 
federal government today resumed 
the advance in its domestic gold 
price by increasing the rate five 
cents to $34.Ofi per ounce. The 
price of $34.01 had been effective 
since Dec. I.

The new advance came on the 
heels of disclosure that domestic 
and foreign gold purchase* o f the 
government had risen to unexpect­
ed piooortions.

There were no official indica­
tions as to the immediate reason 
for today’s advance, but it was in­
terpreted as evidence the adminis­
tration still has faith in the theory 
of its monetary advisors that the 
general domestic price level can 
be improved by forcing the price 
of gold upward.

FIVE TEXAS PROJECTS APPROVED BY 
SECRETARY ICKES

Texas is not being overlooked by the New Deal admin­
istration. Five non-federal public works projects were giv­
en approval by Harold L. Ickes, secretary of the depart­
ment of the interior and C W A  administrator. Corpus 
Christi was given a loan and grant aggregating 8200.000 
to  navigation district number one for construction of a ship 
canal and a new turning basin with a protective earth 
le v e e  at the south side of Nueces bay. Matagorda county 
received land and a grant totaling $104,500 for construc­
tion of an 18-foot concrete pavement on completed sub­
grade from Markham to Buckeye. A grant of $10,000 was 
made to Galveston county to aid in the asphaltic mat sur­
facing of approximately 14' miles of existing shell sur­
face roads.

A loan and grant of $400,000 was made to the city of 
Austin for a project backed by the municipal authorities 
which will provide 125 jobs for seven months. Rosenburg 
was given a loan and grant for $85,000 for extensions to* 
existing water distribution system as well as extensions to 
sewage collection system. All in all it was a day of recog­
nition for Texas projects.

ing in the winter that it now on. Nothing staggering about 
the sum. This government spent $80,000,000,000 to en­
gage in a foreign war. It loaned upwards of 12.000,000,- 
000 to foreign nations for the purpose of winnnig that war. 
After peace came, another $11.000.000,000 were loaned in 
European and South American countries by the investment 
bankers of the United States. Those loans have not been 
paid. Billions in securities were floated in the United 
States and purchased by the vast army of small investors. 
Then the crisis came.

Then stagnation came. Then a vast army of idle work­
ers walked along the streets of the cities and towns and 
the highways and byways of the nation. Something had 
to be done. Wise or unwise, the New Deal administration 
inaugurated its plans and marched onward. Truth should 
be told. It may not be palatable, but it is truth just the 
same. America is out of the ditch. America is battling on 
the march to the top of the hill. It required heroic— nay 
drastic— effort. It required many sacrifices on the part of 
all. An old year is passing out. A new year is coming in, 
and the America of the fathers is just as certain to return 
in its new civilization as the America of bygone years kick­
ed aside all the barriers and surmounted all obstacles and 
ever marched forward in the broad highway of traffic and 
travel and happiness and prosperity for those who had 
been willing to make the sacrifices and do the thinking 
and planning for the uplift of mankind and the perpetuity 
of the republic of the western world.
