BELGIUM TO

PARIS, Aptil 20.— Belgium has 
decided definitely to extend along 
the German frontier to the sea the 
“ wall o f steel" that France has 
built on her part of the border 
from Switzerland to Belgium, it 
was learned today.

It was understood the Belgians 
submitted the plans to the French, 
which made suggestion for further 
strengthening.

As plans are now, military en­
gineers believe, with Germany on 
one side und France and Belgium 
on the other, there will be an in­
visible wall which no army can 
pass.

French circles said the Belgian

Repeal of Federal Gas Tax Urged Before Oil Men

FORT WORTH, April 20. Re­
peal of the one-cent federal tax on 
gasoline and “ shifting of the tax 
burden from the shoulders of high­
way users”  was urged here today 
by W. R. Boyd, executive vice 
president of the American Petro­
leum Institute.

NEW ORLEANS.— Reverting to 

simple barter with scrip as a 
medium of exchange, two "eco­
nomic self-help communities” have 
lifted 150 Louisianans from fed­
eral relief rolls to a stage of eco­
nomic independence, Harry J. 
Early, state executive secretary of 
the emergency relief administra­
tion, has announced.

The associations, numbering 75 
members each, are located at Ba­
ton Rouge and Covington. Since 
these two experiments have proved 
successful. Early said, their mem­
bership will be increased and other 
similar organizations launched 
with ERA financial aid.

Each association maintains a 
trading post, a canning factory, a 
needlecraft department, ami a 
woodworking department. It is 
planned to add other divisions as 
the need develops.

Members are paid in scrip at 
the trading post for products they 
raise or make. If there is a mar­
ket. they receive the market price; 
otherwise, a fair appraisal is given. 
The post then offers these articles 
for sale for scrip. In addition to 
using scrip to buy articles at the 
post, members may pay "outside 
bills”  with the token money. In 
the latter case, the new holder 
buys at the post.

Both articles produced by mem­
bers and merchandise manufac­
tured otherwise are stocked at the 
exchange. If a surplus of associa­
tion products accumulates, it is 
disposed o f through the ERA. 
which needs a large amount of 
supplies for farm rehabilitation 
and transient divisions. A large 
amount of surplus foodstuffs is 
canned for winter use.
