RRECKENRIDGE, April 5.—  

Following an address of welcome 
from Judge Earl Conner o f Kast­
land Wednesday morning. 65 rep­
resentative* of relief officers of 
this district began an all-day study 
of government instructions.

"Where do we go from here?” 
has been the question the millions 
o f relief rolls have bene asking all 
comers. The federal government 
announced all CWA projects 
would cease and that another re­
lief setup would take it* place by 
mid-April. Workers gathered in 
Hreckenridge today from Stephen*, 
Eastland, Callahan, Shackelford, 
Jones, Taylor, Palo Pinto and Par­
ker counties expected to get the 
“ drift”  o f this new relief system.

Definite instructions in correct 
systems o f auditing, case-working, 
relief-handling were given all day.

F. H. Bushick Jr. in Charge
The meeting today was under 

the guidance of F. H. Bushick Jr. 
Director Bushick has 16 counties 
for which he is responsible and is 
in close touch with the state and 
national relief policies. W. K. 
Jackson of Eastland acted as sec- 
retary.

The new system o f relieving 
hard-pressed families will not con­
sist o f roadbuilding-or construc­
tion, it is generally conceded.

Rehabilitation of families, mak­
ing relief count for permanency, is 
the object toward which the gov­
ernment now looks. "What can 
the government do to save men 
and families from forever holding 
on the dole?”  This is a question 
the nation is asking itself, and that 
Federal Relief Director Hopkins 
will attempt to solve in the set-up 
that supplants the CWA.

Of interest to Eastland and Ste­
phen counties, whore abnormal 
hundreds of families who once 
earned a livelihood from oil activi­
ties, are now living in shacks and 
destitution, is the prevailing view 
that a special relief situation will, 
and can, he worked out to enable 
these stranded families to become 
self-sustaining.

President Roosevelt and Federal 
Relief Dispenser Harry Hopkins 
are on reeord as favoring a perma­
nent rescue of oil-stranded fami­
lies, o f similar thousands who live 
in worn-out! mining centers, and 
industrial mal-adjustment general­
ly. The heads of many of these 
families arc too old for a return 
to industry predicated on any form 
o f recovery.

RICH FEES FOR RECEIVERS AND THEIR 
ATTORNEYS

Rep. Hatton Sun.ners of Texas is the chairman of the 
house judiciary committee. That committee is delving into 
federal receiverships in the city of Chicago. Thus far the 
investigation has disclosed evidence that $4,500,000 in 
fees was shared among lawyers, receivers and masters in 
chancery in two cases in the court of Federal Judge James 
H. Wilkerson. The fat sum of $2,476,088 was divided in 
one railroad receivership case. Testimony was drawn from 
witnesses in the Chicago city street railway case that $4,- 
000,000 was raised by-assessment of the Milwaukee Rail­
way’s 25,000 stockholders to be divided by interested at­
torneys without first consulting Judge Wilkerson. One law 
firm was awarded $250,000 and another $175,000.

ANCIENT LIQUOR CALLS FOR NEW STAMPS

Those who own ancient liquor meaninjr the stuff that 
was placed in cellars and warehouses before the coming 
of the 18th amendment are reminded by a Chicago collec­
tor of internal revenue that “simple antiquity is no excuse 
for existence in the eyes of the revenue law.” Chicago 
stores argued the liquor was preprohibition and had been 
cased before the new revenue laws were enacted. Speak­
ing for I'ncle Sam the Chicago collector of revenue ruled 
that it should have been recased and the proper stamps 
afixed. All of w hich is a hint or a warning to Texans who 
•  re the possessors of ancient liquors that the stamp act is 
here and the law is equipped with a double row of shark’s 
teeth.
