H.J.R. No. 9 — DENIAL OF
BAIL. Allows judges to deny bail
to professional criminals, A judge
may keep a person charged with
a felony (less than capital) in
jail without bond if he has been
convieted of two previous felon-
ies. However, if the defendant is
not brought to trial within 60
days, the judg's order is auto-
matically set aside.

H.J.R. No. 11-—No person shall
be committed as a person with
unsound mind except on compe-
’tent medical or psychiatric testi-
| mony. It allows waiver of trial
by jury in cases other than those
tinvolving a eriminal offense.

H.J.R. No. 15—RELATING TO
COLLEGE FINANCES. This pro-
posal has a threefold purpose:
