Sterilization of 
State’s Insane Is 

To Be Revived
I

AUSTIN'/— A revival of efforts 
to sterilize the insane can be ex­
pected at the next session of the 
state legislature. Surveys being 
made -by the state board of control 
preliminary to drafting a state 
budget, show overcrowding of 
asylums, and increasing waiting 
lists for them.

Depression has had its effect in 
increasing the state’s burden in 
caring for insane. Those who 
have ability to pay are required to 
assist in maintenance of insane 
relatives. Major Clark Wright, El 
Paso, former secretary o f the con­
trol board, for more than a year 
has given his time to looking after 
this source of aid. But it has been 
found that many who formerly 
contributed ao longer are able to 
do so; others have been forced to 
reduce their contributions.

Records of the state hospital. 
Wright said, show indisputably 
that insanity is hereditary There 
are several instances of three 
brothers, all in state institutions. 
Other relationships show persist­
ence of such strains. Relationship 
data is considered so important 
that it is the first taken by phy­
sicians.

Recent establishment o f a state 
psychiatric hospital is counted 
upon in time to help reduce the 
asylum load. Its operation has 
been too limited to have reduced 
appreciably the demand for asy­
lum care.

HOUSTON, T ex .-Th ere  may 
be something in a name after all.

Take the name of Terrell, for 
instance It is said that utmost 
anybody can get elected to any 
office iii Texas, if his name ia Ter­
rell.

At present there are two Ter­
rells in high office in Texas and 
one more natural und one syn­
thetic Terrell running for office. 
And with the forthcoming State 
Democratic primary only a few 
weeks r ff, the discerning voter is 
asking, “ Who .-tarted the Terrell 
business in Texas politics?"

Three of the Terrell* now be­
fore the public got their names 
from their fathers and one of 
them got his name from a district 
court. Railroad Commissioner C. 
V. Terrell, Congressman George 
B. Terrell and Candidate K. Ter­
rell were born Terrells and Can­
didate (ieorge B Terrell of Dal­
las got a judge to change his 
name to Terrell.

Wtmt is there about the name 
of Terrell that would make a 
man change his name from Jeffer­
son T. Baker to George B. Terrell 
before announcing for state treas­
urer?

There certainly must be some­
thing in a name like that if exam­
ples substantiate any possible an­
swer.

The men who made the name of 
Terrell *o powerful politically in 
Texas so that anybody named 
Terrell, almost, could be elected, 
are; |

C. V. Terrell of Bowie county, 
state senator, treasurer and now 
ruliro.nl commissioner; H. B. Ter­
rell of McLennan county, former 
legislator and comptroller; Ches­
ter Terrell of San Antonio, former 
sneaker of the house; John J. 
Terrell of Wise county, former 
land office commissioner; George 
B. Terrell of Cherokee county, 
legislator, agriculture commis­
sioner and now congressman-at- 
large; J. M. Terrell o f Bowie 
county, former state senator, und 
A. W. Terrell of Austin, author of 
the Terrell election law and for­
mer minister to Turkey.

In addition to tne apparent 
hereditary political domination of 
the Terrells in Texas, a Terrell 
wrote the law creating the pri­
maries, a Terrell wrote the bill 
which built the state capitol and 
a Terrell created the job of rail­
road commissioner which another 
Terrell now holds.

A suggestion was made in the 
senate at Austin recently that all 
Terrells he prohibited from seek­
ing office.

“Criminal procedure in Texas courts will remain slow 
and costly to taxpayers as long as legislative committees 
•n criminal jurisprudence are made up of criminal law­
yers." remarked A/tty. Gen. James V. Allred facing an 
audience at Ranger. This is the finish: "There is an im­
perative need for reform. It should be taken as quickly as 
possible." He pointed out that for a long time the attorney 
general, judges of Texas courts, the state bar association 
' ‘and leading citizens have been urging reform in criminal 
procedure.” His verdict: "Almost without exception their 
proposals have been pigeonholed in the musty files of our 
state capitol. The people of Texas should send to the leg­
islature only those men who will pledge themselves un­
equivocally to support actively and make into law the pro­
gressive reforms which will make justice swifter, surer 
and less costly to the taxpayers."
.  Well, the lawmakers are not jurors. Reform in crim­
inal procedure should come. But many criminals are turn­
ed loose by jurors who are either in ignorance of the law 
or the evidence or are sympathetic with the criminal on 
trial. It is important that criminals should be run down 
first and captured by the agents of the law; that they 
shuold be sent to trial: that if guilty they should he con­
victed and if innocent given their liberty. As for the high 
court of criminal appeals, the record shows that a large 
percentage of those who appeal from the trial courts are 
fciven scant sympathy unless there has been a miscarriage 
pf justice "down below.”

High class men should be sent to the legislature. Law­
makers enact laws. If they are weak and faulty, the courts 
of the state interpret the laws and toss them aside because 
they are unconstitutional or contain other grave defects—  
without the force of logic or based on common sense. There 
are many problems awaiting the lawmakers to he nomi­
nated and elected this year. The people are said to be the 
masters. If they haven’t sufficient sense to pick the right 
men for state senators and representatives, then it will be 
their funeral and they will continue to pay the freight—  
speaking of the cost of government and the cost of crime 
in this commonwealth.
