STATE TAXES 
ARE MOUNTING

i AUSTIN, Dec. 19— The old 
| saying that “ there is nothing sure 
but death and taxes," was explod­
ed today before the state senate 
tax research committee so far as it 

j applies to taxes.
L. P. Gabbard, chief of the farm 

and ranch economics division of 
A. & M. college, said a report be­
fore the committee showing a total 
delinquent tax bill o f  $141,000,000 
in Texas and little chance of col­
lecting much o f it.

Gabbard, who made it plain to 
the committee that he is not a 
“ doctor”  or a preacher, said that 
fully one-fourth o f delinquency is 
insolvent so far as tax collection is 
concerned.

Since the state last cleared o f f  
old delinquencies, Gabbard report­
ed that $90,000,000 new tax de­
linquency has accumulated, 32 per 
cent of which has been paid.

His report was based on a sur­
vey of 120 counties scattered to 
reveal varying conditions. In 
these, taxes have become delin­
quent on 364,000 farms since 1927 
and only 932 collections have been 
hy tax sales.

LINERS CREW

ABOARD S. S. NEW YORK, 
AT SEA, Dec. 19.— A lifeboat 
manned by volunteers from this 
Hamburg-American liner, snatch­
ed 1C members o f the crew o f the 
sinking freighter, Sisto from death 
early today in a dramatic breath 
taking exhibition o f  courage and 
seamanship.

While a gale piled up mountain­
ous seas, the little craft, propelled 
by 10 oarsmen, fought four hours 
to get to the Sisto, listing heavily 
and in sinking condition. Time 
after time it seemed about to 
crash against the steel sides o f the 
freighter.

Twenty times nr more the life­
boat was within 10 feet o f the 
Sisto. Sixteen times a man had 
jumped from the ship to the open 
sea and was carried1 within reach 
o f the boat's crew and hauled to 
safety.

Despite rcavy seas and gale and 
rain that changed to snow, not a 
man was lost or injured. The 16 
from the Sisto wfere semi-hysteri- 
enl when the lifeboat was hoisted 
onto this liner. Their ship had 
been in a sinking condition for 36 
hours and each minute they ex­
pected to be hurled into the sea.

Standing by and forming a lee 
for the lifeboat was the giant 
North German Lloyd liner, Eu­
rope. Her powerful searchlights 
lighted the sea. Other ships stand­
ing by were the Cunard liner Au- 
r.tnia, the Gerolstein and the Mo- 
biloiL .

A worried scowl was on the face 
of Don Diego Ortix de Parrilla. 
He had just had another quarrel 
with Father Francisco do los Do­
lores, in charge of Mission San An­
tonio de Valero. He had failed 
again in his attempt to convince 
Father Dolores that his judgment 
could be trusted to prove the best 
for everyone concerned.

Don Diego Ortix de Parrilla was
| a well-trained soldier, familiar 

with his surroundings, and able 
to lead any group he was with. He 
was commander of the San Xavier 
mission when it was moved to the 
San Marcos River. When the mis­
sion to be built near the San Saha 
liver was considered, he was ap­
pointed to make a thorough in­
vestigation of the territory. In 
1756 he had come from Mexico 
with four priests, and nine fami­
lies from Saltillo, then 'had moved 
the San Marcos church to San An­
tonio. It was in San Antonio that 
Father Dolores and Don Diego con­
tinually crossed in their desires 
and opinions.

1 Messengers were sent out to 
the Apaches, asking them to come 
meet their future friends at the 
mission. Ten days later some" In­
dians came. Captain I’arilla smok­
ed the peace pipe with them, then 
gave two chiefs elaborate wooden 
canes as insignia o f the office of 
alcalde, thus creating a strong 
bond o f good will.

Feeling that he knew the coun­
try better, and knownig that he 
had excellent knewledge of the 
habits o f the Indians, Father Do­
lores was keenly distressed when 
Captain Parilla disregarded his 
every suggestion. Parrilla refused 
Dolores not once, but many times, 
to let the Indians o f old San 
Xavier form the nucleus o f another 
group on the Guadalupe. That, was

not the only cause of discord. Fa­
ther Dolores thought the journey 
to San Saba should be begun im­
mediately. Don Diego had no wish 
to risk the lives o f his people by 
coldness, hunger, or enemy tribes, 
by making the trip in the middle 
of the winter. Besides, the cattle 
were yet to come— they were be­
ing brought from the Gulf Coast 
region.

By March, all was in readiness 
for the journey. Fourteen hundred 
head of cattle and 700 head of 
sheep had been collected. That 
month the whole delegation moved 
up to San Marcos again, then they 
began their nine days’ march to 
San Saba. In all probability they 
took the path that led past the 
Peder Pedernales River, past the 
Llano river, and no northwest. 
April 18 they had reached the 
present site of Menard.

There the group paused to make 
further plans before continuing 
their march. The travelers were 
happy, for they believed that with­
in a few moons their homes would 
be the center of another presidio 
on the Texas frontier.

»  *  *  •

Captain Don Diego Ortix de 
Parrilla watched the men laying 
o ff plots o f land near the site se­
lected for the mission on the San 
Saba river, and thought about the 
work which they were doing.

Since the group of priests and j 
settlers from San Antonio had i 
first arrived, there had not been a 
sign of an Indian. Not an Apache,

I not a Comanche, not a Tejas; 
j neither friend nor foe had appear- 
| ed. The fathers had protested at 
j Parilla’s idea o f going elsewhere 
and after threatening to wash 
their hands o f the whole affair 
Captain Parrilla ceased his argu­
ments and followed their advice. 
So it was that crops were being 
planted, plots o f land were beinj 
measured, and the mission and 
presidio were being built, thre< 
miles apart.

Day after day as the walls o 
the mission took shape, and the 
presidio stronghold neared com­
pletion, scouts were kept on the 
lookout for Indians. Still none 
came. Even after the Spaniards 
had been settled in their new 
homes, no Indians appeared. A 
council o f the priests and Captain 
Parilla ended by having some 
messengers sent to the Apaches 
asking them to come greet their 
friends. The messengers had re­
sults in the number of Indians, but 
not in attitude. By the middle ol 
June, 3,000 Indians had come 
with many horses strangely fami­
liar to former residents o f Coa- 
huila and the Rio Grande.
