nearly two years, the United 
Press learned today.

The legislation was drafted by i 
the war policies commission set up 
by former President Hoover and 
has the approval o f the war and! 
navy departments. It awaits only I 
a sponsor to bring it actively be­
fore congress.

It includes bills to draft both 
manpower and capital in time of 
war, to limit profits o f munitions 
and war material firms to about <5 j 
per cent, and to set up o special j 
government agency to co-ordinate j 
all manufacturing, purchasing, dis­
tribution and other war-time ac­
tivities o f the government.
