CENTENNIAL TROUBLES
PARALLEL CURRENT PROB-
LEMS

This week in May nearly a
century ago, one hundred and
fifty thousand people crowded
onto the acres of Philadelphi-
a's vast Fairmont Park for the
opening of the Centennial Ex-
position,

They were in search of a
reason to celebrate, And de-
spite a vast array of social,
political and economic prob-
lems confronting the young na-
tion, these Americans celebra-
ted their hundredth anniver-
sary, not with despair, but with
hope,

As we now approach our na-
tion’s 200th anniversary, we
can learn much from their op-
timism, We can learn much
because despite the quagmire
our country seems to have sunk
into these days -- despite the
economic chaos, the corruption,
the bitter legacy of the war in
Southeast Asia -- a closer look
shows that our present crisis
is hardly more severe than the
one our ancesters met and ov-
ercame a hundred years ago,

The parallels, in fact, are
remarkably similar,

All the indications are that

doings, disillusioning countless
of our ancestors about the in-
tegrity of this war hero’s ad-

An investigation into the
