'Education Here 
Costs $1.70 A 
Day—Marshall

“ It takes just about S1.70 a 
day to educate Eastland children,”  
Charlie Marshall, Eastland High 
School principal, told Lions Tues­
day at therr regular noon luncheon.

Marshall said that compared to 
a national average of $1.53 a day, 
pointing out that some schools are 
a lot higher, some a lot lower.

“ The strength of America today 
lies in our education,”  he asserted. 
“ What we think and what we know- 
will determine what we do.”

Marshall pointed out that East- 
land students must have 16 units 
or credits to graduate. “ Some 
schools are now making the mini­
mum requirement 20,”  he said. H 
pointed out that the more that 
students have offered them, t h e  
more the cost of schooling becom­
es. “ The school is the kind of 
school you want it to be,”  he de- 
elased.

Marshall urged Lions to vote for 
Amendment 4 when they go to the 
polls. The amendment increases 
the state teachers retirement pay­
ments.

"Slow Down At 
Night," Current
Safety Program

•
“ Drive rjght, slow down at 

night."
In these words, E. C. McFadden, 

President of the Texas Safety 
Association, Inc., today emphasiz­
ed the necessity of reducing speed 
at night. McFadden spoke on be- ' 
half of the current safety-after-1 
dark program of the Texas Safety 
Association. I

1 "Darkness reduces visibility, so | 
the distance you can see at night 
is greatly limited,”  he said. “ A 
good rule of thumb is to travel at 
a speed that is slow enough to en­
able you to stop within the distance 
covered by your headlight beam."

“ Even when traveling at a low­
ered speed, the driver is still in 
greater danger of an accident at 
right than in the daytime, so he 
must increase his vigilence,”  Mc- 

, Fadden said. He especially cau­
tioned drivers to watch out for 
pedestrians dressed in dark cloth­
ing and for vehicles with dim 
lights or no lights at all.

“ Be sure your own lights are in 
good condition,”  he warned. “ Make 
it a habit to turn on your driving 
lights at the first hint of dusk, and 
always use them properly. Use the 

! upper beam only on rural high­
ways when no approaching car is* 
within 1,000 feet. Dim your lights’ 
even though an oncoming driver, 
fails to dim his."

It’s also important that all parts 
j of your car be in top condition. 
Because danger is much closer be­
fore you can see it in the dark-1 
ness, night driving makes sure 
mechanical response a must, Mc­
Fadden said.

Here are a few more do’s and 
don’ts the president mentioned. Be ! 
sure your lights are turned on be­
fore you pull onto a thoroughfare | 
at night. Don’t wear tinted glasses 
at night. Never stop on the travel­
ed portion of the highway at night; 
pull completely o ff  the road, leav­
ing parking and dome lights oiC I f  
you must have full headlamps on, 
dim them. It's also a good idea to 
have your directional light flash­
ing. Carry flares for use in em­
ergencies. All o f these precautions 
help to let other drivers know 
you’re stopped.

“ And remember," McFadden 1 
said, “ The most important rule of 
all is: ’Be your brother's keeper’. 
At night it’s twice as important to 
give the other fellow the benefit 
of the doubt in traffic.”
