Definite Plans for
Paris Expedition

By United Press

PARIS, Definite to
make the 1937 International Ex-
position of Paris the biggest and
best of its kind ever held in Eu-
rope are being completed here.

Being organized at an estimated
cost of $54,000,000, part of which
\will be defrayed by a municipal
lottery, the exposition will spread
over an area of 70 acres on both
sides of the Seine. Historic build-
ings and old shops that long have
been landmarks of Paris will be
torn down to make way for the
erection of edifices representative
{of French art and architecture,

Art and the works of artisans
throughout the world and ages
will be the general theme around
which the exhibition will be de-
{veloped. Practically all nations in
the world have been invited to
participate and the acceptances
received thus far indicate that the

OR GOOD
LIGHTING

Students have enough problems to over-

come during their school careers with-
out the added handicap of eye-strain
resulting from inadequate artificial
lighting. Modern school buildings
usually are well equipped with proper
lighting, but what of the home? Most
studying is done after dark, and unless
there is a good light the result is tired
eyes, ruined dispositions and poor
grades.

And the remedy is so simple and
inexpensive. Here are a few rules for
proper lighting: Each member of the
family who reads or studies should have
a separate reading lamp, properly
shaded, so that there will be no glare.
The single-socket lamps should contain
a 100-watt globe, the two-socket lamps
should have two 60-watt globes, and
the three-socket lamps should be filled
with three 40-watt globes, or better,
three 60-watt globes.

The cost of adequate lighting is in-
signicant when it prevents eye-strain,
headaches, and possibly permanent

damage to young eyes.
