Mad dog scares are not unecom-
mon in any community. Several
have already cropped up in East-
land. Timely warning has been
issued by the city commission as
to paying licenses and keeping
dogs where they can do the least
harm. The price of a dollar and
a half for license is too much. Lots
of dogs are not worth nothing like
that in money, but some kiddie
wouldn’t take any kind of money
for the commenest beast. Dogs
are not a general menace and are
really and truly man’s best friend
whether of the highest breed or
just plain dog. The one compul-
gory thing that should be enforced
is to see that dogs are vaccinated,
all of them-—that's more important
than making folks pay a license.
The license tag should only be giv-
en to people who have had their
dog vaecinated which will inform
the general public when a dog is
at large and his collar shows a tag
that it has been done. A general
survey should be made to see that
every dog has been properly treat-
ed and if the owner refuses some-
thing should be done about it,

Now at a time when gar-
dens are in full swing, the neigh-
bors chickens should also be kept
where they can do no harm, and
what a bunch of chickens can do to
a garden is plenty. There are just
lots of folks that don’t want any
kind of trouble with their neigh-
bors and they just put up with
these menaces. Trying to sleep
with a bellowing heifer in the
neighborhood is also ahard job to
do. These little items (lun'f al-
ways bring out the inward feelings
of some folks, and anything that
may tend to disturb their peace of
mind and cause unpleasant reac-
tions is not good for the soul in
any instance. Just a little thought
and consideration is all it takes.
We're not mad at anybody, but
when an irate individual calls over
the telephone and asks if some-
thing can’t be done about it, then
we know they're mad at somebody.
Why make folks mad?

Its certainly fly time sure
enough these days. The recent
rains have left rubbish in a stag-
nant state and that's where flies
breed by the millions. Chicken and
stock lots are also a greater breed-
ing place for flies. It is well known
that flies are disease carriers as
well as mosquitoes. With a little
forethought and elbow grease lots
of things can be done to prevent
this menace which cannot help but
increase if not curbed. The city
sanitary inspector will be glad to
cooperate with anybody in the in-
stance of telling them what to do
to keep places properly disinfected.

Your doctor
or your druggist will tell you what
to get,

safe and know just where your boy
or girl is see that they go in swim-
mmg at some swimming pool that |
is properly protected with lnfe
guards, ete.

HUNDREDS DIE
AS AFLOOD
HITS CHURCH

SAN PEDRO ACTOPAN, Mex.,
June 4.—A tremendous cloudburst
and flood striking this federal dis-
trict area on the day of the annual
religious festival, left a toll of at
least 310 known dead. Many of
them are children.

The scene of greatest disaster
was at the church where the water
caused a collapse and mud and
sand were borne on rushing waves
over the worshippers,

The United Press correspondent,
inspecting the ruins, found hun-
dreds of relatives seeking bodies
of the dead.

San Pedro, a village of few more
than 1,000 inhabitants was crowd-
ed yesterday by visitors from near-
by towns who came for the fes-
tival.

Part of the entrance to the
church collapsed the walls cracked,
but the main cause of the disaster
was the wall of water that flooded
the town and poured into the
church, trapping almost everyone
inside.
