
A Stinnett Rattler team that

final decision in the state Class A 
playoffs in their "second home 
field” at 'Childress.

The Rattlers passed for two 
touchdowns and set up three other 
tallies via the air route, made one 
other on a pass interception and 
got o ff two long runs for another 
pair. Stinnett showed champion­
ship form all the way except for 
one momentary defensive blunder, 
however, and kept the Mavericks 
o ff balance all the way.

In 
seven plays they moved from their 
own 34 to the Mav 4.'! and at that 
point Keadale raced 43 yard to 
paydirt. Dawson’s conversion 
made it 41-0.

O I K “ BILL OF RIGHTS"
With December 15 being observ­

ed as ‘‘ Bill of Rights Day”  
throughout the land, many per­
sons are (or should be) thinking 
about what this important “ docu­
ment" means to them. This column 
will attempt a brief explanation of 
its meaning.

The American "Bill of Rights,” 
consisting of the first ten amend­
ments to our federal constitution, 
all adopted at one time in 1791, 
specifies in some detail a number 
of basic civil rights of the indivi­
dual citizen. Unaltered by subse­
quent amendments and jealously 
guarded by our courts, these priv­
ileges must still be respected by 
our governing bodies today.

Among the most familiar of 
our constitutional guarantees are 
those relating to freedom of re­
ligion, speech, and of the press. 
The same article protects the 
rights o f peaceable assembly and 
the privilege of petitioning t h e  
government for redress of griev. 
ances.

Another amendment secures our
persons, houses, papers and e f­
fects against unreasonable search­
es and seizures, and specifies that 
no warrants shall issue but upon 
probable cause, and unless sup­
ported by oath or affirmation.

The due process of law amend­
ment encompases not one but sev­
eral guarantees. Every American 
is secured against being placed 
twice in legal jeopardy for the 
same offense; against being com­
pelled to be a witness, against him­
self in a criminal case; and against 
having his private property taken 
for public use without just comp- 

| ensation.
He is also secured against be­

ing held for trial for a capital 
(duath penalty) or other infamous 
crime, unless upon a presentment 
or indictment of a grand jury. 
And, o f course, no person may be 
deprived of life, liberty or proper­
ty without orderly court procedur­
es, on due process of law.

The right to a speedy and public 
trial, by an impartial jury, in the 
locality where the crime was com­
mitted, the right to be informed of 
the nature and cause of the ac­
cusation, and the rights to compel I 
attendance of defense witnesses 
and to have the assistance of de­
fense counsel in all criminal pro. 
seoutions are secured by another 
section of the "Bill of Rights.”

Excessive bail and fines, a n d  
cruel and unusual punishments, 
are prohibited in Amendment 
VIII. Other articles insure t h e  
right to bear arms and ban quart­
ering of soldiers in private homes 
during peace time .

Then, to make quite clear to our 
governing bodies the underlying 
intent of the preceding provisions, 
the Ninth Amendment states: “ The 
enumeration in the Constitution, 
of certain rights, shall not be con­
strued to deny or disparage oth­
ers retained by the people.”

The Tenth Amendment further 
emphasizes this basic theory by 
providing: “ The powers not deleg­
ated to the United States by the 
Constitution, nor prohibited by it 
to the States, are reserved to the 
States respectively, or to the peo­
ple.”

Thus, that fundamental philoso­
phy expressed in the Declaration 
of Independence, that men are en­
dowed with certain unalienable 
rights, and that “ to secure these 
rights, governments are instituted 
among men, deriving their just 
powers from the consent o f the 
governed,”  has been carried for­
ward into the highest law of our 
land.

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INCOME TAX AIDS
One of a Series of 12 Articles Prepared by 

The Internal Revenue Service

This is the second in a series of 
12 articles prepared by the Inter­
nal Revenue Service to assist tax­
payers in avoiding errors that 
cause tux audits. Here are the 12 
most common reasons for the In­
ternal Revenue Service having to 
disallow or adjust Travel a n d  
Transportation Rxpenses:

( 1) The cost of transportation 
between the taxpayer’s residence 
und his place of employment is not 
deductible for tax purposes. This 
is true even though he may have 
to rarry working tools to und from 
the job.

(2 ) Where a person has two 
posts of duty, his principal post of 
duty is his home for tax purposes; 
and only the expense of transporta­
tion between the principal and 
minor posts of duty Is deductible. 
Tire expense o f traveling between 
his residence und his principal post 
of duty is not an allowable deduct­
ion.

(8 ) Where an automobile is us­
ed for both personal and business 
use, an allocation between the two 
uses must be made ill arriving at 
the amount deductible for tax pur 
poses.

<4) Where the taxpayer’s em­
ployer makes transportation uvuil 
able but the taxpayer chooses to 
furnish his own, the expense in­
curred by him fof- transportation 
is not deductible.

(5 ) Where a taxpayer's employ­
er will reimburse him for traveling

'expenses, but the taxpayer does 
not claim all the reimbursement 
that he is entitled to, no deduction 
is allowable for the amount of 
such expenses for which reimburse­
ment was not claimed.

(«i) The cost o f meals is deduct­
ible only if incurred in travel 
away from home overnight in con­
nection with the taxpayer’s work. 
I f  he did not travel away from 
home overnight in his work, no de­
duction is allowable for meals ex­
pense.

< 7 ) Where a taxpayer’s work in­
volves travel over a regular route, 
such as in the case of railroad em­
ployees or truck drivers, and the 
taxpayer spends only a Short time 
at the turn-around point but is 
not released in order to secure 
necessary sleep or rest, he is not 
entitled to deduction for the cost 
of meals to or from or at the turn­
around point.

(8 ) In the case of'an itinerant 
worker who customarily moves 
from one job to the next, und does 
not maintain a fixed place of abode 
and is not regularly associated 
with any particular locality, his 
tax home is considered to be where- 
ever he happens to be working. No 
travel expense is allowable.

(St) Whose a person is employ­
ed at a location away from his 
home fo ran indefinite or indet- 
ermined period, such location be­
comes his home for tax purposes. 
Kinployment of expected or actual

duration of a year or more at a 
particular location is generally 
considered indefinite employment 
there, and travel expenses in con­
nection therewith are not deduct­
ible.

Ill) In the case of an employee, 
only an outside salesman may de­
duct business expenses other than 
transportation expenses, (such us 
for telephone, entertaining, etc.) 
on page one for computing adjust­
ed gross income. An outside sales­
man is defined us a salesman who 
solicits for his employer away 
from the employer’s place of busi­
ness, and who devotes his full time 
to such efforts.

(11) Travel expenses do not in­
clude cleaning anil laundry, which 
are non-deductible, personal ex­
penses.

(12) I'nder Section 162 of the 
Internal Revenue Code, a deduct­
ion claimed for traveling expenses 
must be substantiateil by evidence 
showing in detail the amount und 
nuture of the expenses. If the tax 
payer does not substantiate the 
amount of expenses claimed, nor 
the number of days he traveled in 
connection with his work so that 
we can make a reasonable deter 
mination of the amount, if any, 
that is allowable, the entire umount 
climed is disallowed.

Thousands of Dallas District 
i taxpayers made these errors. The 
law requires the Internal Revenue 
Service in cases like these to re 
tiure the amount of the refund the 
taxpayer has claimed in the case of 

I a “ I’re-Refund Audit”  or to assess 
additional tax in regular audits..

The Internal Revenue Service 
has a publication entitled ‘Travel 
and Transportation Kxpenses” 
IRS Publication 200. I f  you need 
additional information ufter read 
ing your tax instructions, you may 
secure a copy of his publication 
from your local Internal Revenue 
Service Office. You may find it 
advisable to consult a qualified tax 
practitioner on complicated prole 
lems.

| questionable items, then you will 
j probably be notified that your re­
turn must be audited before your 
refund check can be mailed to you.

Many of the "Pre-Refund Audit” 
returns were examined because of 
erroneous dependency deductions. 
Here are the 13 mont common 
reasons for the Internal Revenue 
Service having to disallow a de­
pendent :

( 1) The dependent had gross in­
come of $800.00 or more during 
the year and was not the taxpay­
er's child, who was either a full 
time student or was under 19 years 
o f age at the close of the taxable 
year.

(21 The dependent was not a 
close relative and did not live in 
the taxpayer's home as a member 
o f his household for the entire tax­
able year.

(31 Cousins and other lateral 
relatives more distant than nephew 
or niece are not close relatives as 
defined in the Internal Revenue
Code.

(4 ) The dependent filed a joint 
return with his husband or wife.

(5 ) The taxpayer did not sub­
stantiate that he furnished more 
than 50 per cent o f the dependent’s 
total support for the entire year.

(6 ) The taxpayer failed to sub­
stantiate that the dependent’s 
gross income for the taxable year 
was less than $800.00.

( 7 1 The taxpayer failed to fur- 
, nish multiple support statement 
from all the other persons who 

i contributed over 10 per cent o f the 
i total support o f the dependent.

(81 The dependency credit was 
not allowed under the multiple 
support provisions o f the Intern­
al Revenue Code since the taxpay­
er did not furnish over 10 per cent 

1 of the total support of the depend­
ent.

(91 The dependent was not al- 
I lowed because another taxpayer 
furnished more than 50 per cent 

| o f the dependent’s total support 
for the year.

(101 The dependent was neither 
a citizen of the U- S. nor a resi­
dent of the 1’ . S., Canada, Mexico, 
1‘anama Canal Zone or the Re­
public of Panama.

(11) The taxpayer did not 
furnish information to substanti­
ate the dependency credit even 
though he was given ample oppor-

, tunity to do so.
(12) The dependency credit was 

I claimed on the return o f another
taxpayer. Two taxpayers may not 
be allowed the dependency credit 

I for the same person.
(13) The amount contributed 

by the taxpayer may not be con-
' ,-idered as support for the depend­
ent only, because the contribution 

I was made to the family of which 
i the dependent is a member. The 
total contribution would be con- 

I sidered to have been contributed 
I to each member of the family on 
a pro-rata basis. Therefore, it 

i could not be concluded that the 
j taxpayer contributed more than 50 
per cent o f the support of any one 
member of that family.

These 13 errors were made by 
; thou.-ands of taxpayers. The Inter- 
I nal Revenue Service was required

“ The more reports we get, the 
more reliable our estimates will 
be,” Mr. Childs pointed out.
