“ Contracts will he in force un­
til the end o f 1961, or five years 
from the date o f  signing.

“ The ucri age put in the Con­
servation Reserve Acreage is de­
termined by the Soil Hank crops 
that have been grown on the farm 
in 1955 and 1956.

“ Soil Hank crops are corn, cot­
ton, peanuts, sorghum and small 
grains for harvest.

“ When an acreage is placed in 
the Reserve the total crops list­
ed ns Soil Bank erops are reduced 
by the amount placed in the Re­
serve. In other words it works this 
way: a farm has 190 acres base 
of Soil Hunk crops; 25 acres js 
piaeed ill tile acreage reserve, the 
limit for Soil Rank crops would 
be 75 acres during the contrart
period.

“ If the producer violates the 
contract during the five years, he 
will repay all the monev received 
under the contract with interest 
rt 0 ner cent. In addition to loos­
ing all the payments on the farm, 
the producer is subject to a pen­
alty o f  50 per cent of the annual 
payment.

“ The contract can not be term- 
innteil until the end of five years.

“ If a producer sells or looses 
control o f the farm during the 
contract period and his successor 
does not wish to continue the roll- 
tract the original producer must 
refund all tile money received.

“ Producers who sign Conserva­
tion Reserve Acreage contracts 
must plant within the allotted 
< rop acreages except wheat, which 
has a limit o f 15 acres or the al­
lotment whichever is the larger.

"The entire acreage on farms 
under rontract will he checked 
and measured for compliance and 
the total Soil Bank crops must not 
exceed the permitted base.

Dress Up Meats 
With Stuffing

With the advent o f  the holiday 
season, homemakers throughout 
the country make more of an ef­
fort to add a little extra something 
to dress up the family meals.

Cook rice in lamb broth. Drain 
rice, saving broth. Combine cook­
ed rice, celery and poultry season­
ing.

Pour remaining lamb broth over 
stuffed shanks. Cover and cook in 
a moderate oven (350 degrees) 
until heated through. Yield: 6 
servings.

Lone Holly Tree 
May Not Bear 
Berries for Yule

Planting a single holly tree isn’t 
the berries if you hope to grow 
your own Christmas decorations.

Unless there are both male and 
female hollies (staminate ami pi­
stillate trees) on your grounds or 
nearby, the greenery will be un­
adorned by fruit in the Fall. Many 
nurseries* o ffer hollies o f proven 
types that will produce an abund­
ance o f bright berries if pollinated.

Pleasing forms o f the male 
plants are available too and these 
can be relied on to produce qunn- 
titles of the needed pollen, accord­
ing to K. I. Kabel, field represent­
ative o f the Davey Tree Expert 
Co. Such male trees should he 
planted closely enough to the ber­
ry-bearers to assure active interest 
of bees and other insects important 
to pollination. F.xperts estimate 
there should be one staminate tree 
for every ten pistillate ones.

Annual shearing is good for hol­
lies after they pass their infant 
stages. This helps keep them dense 
and attractive. So the cuttings you 
bring into the home for the Yule- 
tide have double benefits.

How to Light 
Outdoor Holiday 
Displays

Everyone becomes an electrician 
o f sorts during the Christmas sea­
son, with the usual tree lights and 
possibly porch, lawn, or roof dec­
orations.

If you are planning an ambi­
tious outdoor holiday lighting dis­
play, the December issue o f Bet­
ter Homes & Gardens magazine 
says there are easy ways to save 
yourself the frustration o f faulty 
wiring, blown fuses, bulbs that 
won’t burn, and p itch es that fail. 
An article advises preparing your 
eqipnient now.

The first step is to unpack your 
Christmas light strings ami test for 
loose connections and defective 
bulbs. Wiggle the strihg at each 
lamp socket so any breaks in the 
line or in the bulb will show up 
clearly.

An idea used by commercial dis­
played is to use in hard-to-reach 
strings located in hard-to-reach 
places such as high on the tree or 
on the roof. Bulbs gel old a n d  
weak; new ones are less likely to 
bum out.

Strings o f tiny, series-wired 
(Code type C-fi) bulbs should not 
be used outdoors, advises the 
article. The sliglytly larger C-71* 
bulbs can be used Indoors or out 
and require no hunting for burn­
outs. The C -9 's bulbs, larger yet, 
work the same way and give the 
most brilliant o f outdoor displays.

Usually the manufacturer states 
on the box how many strings o f the 
bulbs can be plugged together. 
Your corncern is not about over­
loading the house circuit, but over-

When you connect a number of 
strings, the first one carries the 
current for all the others. So, if 
you wish to have more than the 
recomended number o f bulbs, 
simply use more than one extens­
ion cord, says the magazine.

For outdoor floodlights to il­
luminate Christmas displays, your 
best bet is to stick to the 150-watt 
PAR-38 bulbs. These are the wea­
therproof reflector type, like the 
kind used to light driveways. You 
can obtain 300- and 500-watt re­
flector bulbs for outdoor use, but 
those are likely to explode in a 
cold rain or snow unless protected 
by expensive fixtures. So just use 
two or more o f the PAR-38* when 
you wish more light. Indoors, you 
can use the 150-watt R-40 or 75- 
watt R-30 reflector spots a n d  
floods.
