Santa Claus Bank Robbery ...
...Occurred 29 Years Ago Today

Twenty-nine years ago to-
day Santa Claus robbed the
First National Bank of Cisco
of $12,400.

Well, it wasn't really Saint
Nick, but tales of the bank
robber who posed as Santa still
make Eastland County citizens
take a second look at every
Santa who comes to town.

It was on Dec. 23, 1927 that

four armed men robbed the
bank, taking $150,000 in non-
negotiable securities as well as
the cash. It was at noon when
the four, later identified as
Marshall Ratliff, Henry Helms,
Robert Hill and L. E. Davis,
drove into Cisco and drove
their big sedan inte the alley
on the north side of the bank
building where Ratliff, a frrm-
er resident of Cisco, on'srad
the bank dressad as  Son'a
Claus. He was ivmeadiately
surronnded by ¢ Ideay, “nl
acted his part well as  other
members of the gang entered
the bank.

As the robbers left the bank
two Cisco policemen, Officers |
Bedford and Carmichael, ar-
rived. The gunmen fatally
wounded both in the ensuing |
gun battle. As they left they
kidnapped two small girls.

A posse immediately organ-

ized and started after Qlum.l
Officers from Eastland and
other towns joined in the

chase. Finally the
were captured and
Eastland.

In an escave attempt, Rathiff
shot Deputy Tom Jones, but
was captured by Jailer Kil-
bourn before he could get out
of the jail. Jones died several
days later, and on the night he
died a multitude of men and|
boys took Ratliff out of jail
and hung him to a telephone
guy wire across the street from
the county iail.
