He was tried, convict-j 
ed and sent to Lansing Fed­
eral Prison for life Emmett 
proved to be 'a model prison­
er, and with good behavior 
and 14 years came free. Em ­
mett Dalton by grace of a go­
vernor’s pardon came to Bar­
tlesville. Okla . his old stomp­
ing ground in 1907 to marry 
his old boyhood sweetheart, 
Julia Johnson. Emmett us­
ed to loaf around and spend 
his idle hours at the o ld  
Bartlesville Daily Enterprise, 
the local Evening paper.

This writer, at that time, 
was living in Bartlesville, and 
had a paper route on the Bat 
tlesville D a i l y  Enterprise 
Most of us boys with t h e  
paper knew O l’ Emmett. In 
those days to know and speak 
to a famous or infamous (as 
you w ill) outlaw was really 
something. And in the eyes 
of us boys, Ol' Emmett was 
a real hero to be worshiped 
Us boys would try to get Em­
mett to tell us about the Cof- 
feyville robbery, but he would 
always give us a ‘s t 0 n y i 
stare* and walk away. We 
finally figured that maybe 
Emmett didn't want to talk i 
about it.

Emmett Dalton lived on j 
from his prison release and j 
made a useful citizen Em­
mett waa around Bartlesville 
for several years, and then| 
went to Calif. He died July | 
13,'37 at 66 in Holly wo o d. 
Calif He was cremated and 
came back to Coffeyville, Kan­
in an urn, to be buried at the 
scene of his early crime.
