With the biggest part of the 
heavy flooding coming through 
the mid-section’s choice sandy 
land peanut growing area, the 
biggest loss will undoubtedly 
be the washing away of pre­
cious! nches of top soil Bridge 
road, livestock and other dam­
age was great.

After-storm checks reveal 
that the less damage was sus­
tained by those landowners 
who have and are practicing 
good soil conservation mea­
sures. F E McAlister, mana­
ger of the Eastland office of 
Soil Conservation Service es­
timated this week that land 
damage would have been at 
lejse 75 per cent less had stru­
ctures on the Sabanno and 
Leon watersheds been in pla­
ce. A Sabanno Flood Control 
application is now pending and 
an on-the-secene survey is ex­
pected to be made soon in pre­
paration for protection con­
trols. Talk of a Leon program 
is also heard and perhaps will 
develop, it is reported.

The ice cream freezer, for cup white Karo, one-half gall- 
many years almost unknown on milk. 1 tablespoon vanilla.

Regardless of the type free­
zer used, the recipe basically 
is the thing.

We offer six recipes from 
county women who are noted 
for their good home-made ice 
cream F.ich recipe makes 
one gallon.

Three different recipes for 
vanilla ice cream are:

From Mrs. Opal Marsh of 
Ranger:

Separate 12 e g g s .  Beat 
yolks; add 1 cup sugar and 1 
teaspoon vanilla; beat well. 
Add one can Eagle Brand 
condensed milk and 2 tall 
cans evaporated milk. Beat 
egg white until frothy and 
fold into mixture. Pour into 
four quart freezer and finish 
filling container with water.

Mrs. Ross Hodges of Ran­
ger uses this: Bring to a boil
1 pint milk, add 6 well-beaten 
eggs mixed well with 2 cups | 
sugar. Cook u n t i l  slightly 
thickened. Remove from fire, 
add one pint whipping cream 
and two teaspoons of vanilla, j 
Pour into four quart freezer 
and add milk to fill cotanier.

From Mrs. C. L. Webb of 
Cisco: Seperate 6 eggs, beat 
yellows until lemon colored 
add 2 and one-half cups whole 
milk, 2 and one-4ialf cups 
sugar, one tablespoon corn - 
s-tarch. pinch of salt, one tab­
lespoon vanilla. Fold in beat­
en egg whites, cook until boil­
ing. stirring constantly. Re­
move from heat and cool 
Pour in gallon freezer and 
finish filling freezer with 
whole milk.

Mrs. Dale Bakker of East- 
land suggests this recipe for 
Cherry Ice Cream: Ingred­
ients 3 eggs. 1 can of evapo­
rated milk, 1 can of Eagle

If the bill passes, Repre­
sentative (leant Jones of Abi­
lene supposedly intends to tun 
a bill which would essentially 
shift the 91st District Court 
criminal jurisdiction to a Tay­
lor County Court.

"For each district there 
shall be elected by the quali­
fied voters thereof, at a Gen­
eral Flection, a Judge".

When Judge Turner M Col­
lie died in Feb., 1985, the 
Governor app o i n t e d Judge 
Fiank Spaiks to serve until 
the next g e n e r a l  election, 
which was in November of 
19M At that time. Judge 
Sparks was elec ted by the 
people to serve the remainer 
of Judge Collie's term, to wit, 
December 31, 11118 (This t< 
in accordance with the State 
Constitution’s prov i s i o n for 
filling vacancies during an 
un-expired term The regular 
term of election is four 
years )

The Constitution also pro 
vides that the office of Dis­
trict Judge becomes vacant 
when the incumbent reaches 
the age of 75, with certain 
exc ept ions.

Judge Sparks said, "My job 
is to administer the court in 
accordance with the Constit 
ution"

The Constitution provides 
the District Court exclusive 
juiisdictiun of such as divone 
cu-cs, felony cases, all civil 
cases where-in the amount in­
volved is over one thousand 
dollars, contests of elections, 
and others It has concurrent 
jurisdiction with the County 
Court in civil cases wherein 
the amount involved is be­
tween five hundred and a 
thousand dollars.

It also gives general juris­
diction over everything not 
specifically given to another 
court.

The District Judge has gen­
eral supervision over all court 
offn lals serving in the district
court

Roy Dane has served as 
District Clerk since January 
1, 1946. He said, "My respon­
sibilities are to keep all rec­
ords of the Court and of any­
thing handled by the Court; 
to collect and disburse all 
fees in each case, whether 
civil or criminal. and to han­
dle Trust Fund Monies and 
Child Support Monies.

"Court costs vary from ten 
to fifty dollars, usually This 
covers filing and issuing of 
papers connected with th e 
case. Jurors are paid by 
this office, with chunks drawn 
on the County Treasuer’s of 
fice, so a c t u a l l y  the tax­
payer of F'lUnnd Couni y 
pay the jurors. Those people 
who hire lawyers pay the law­
yers directly and tax-payers 
pay the jury. The only mon­
ey we collect is the court 
costs fur filing and issuing.

"Often tht court directs a 
person to pay a given amount 
to another person, through 
this court. In this instance, 
the person responsible for 
paying sends money to the 
Registery of tht Court. We 
then pass the money to the 
time.

"The Court does not always 
take the authority of deciding 
how the money is sent nor 
does the receiver report back 
to us how the money was 
sent. We merely act as a 
go-between for the two par­
ties

"We handle between $13,000 
and $14,000 annually for child 
support and between ten to 
forty thousand annually ■ n 
Trust Fund*”
