Abolishment 
O f  4  Boxes 
Is Considered

Expected to be considered I 
at the Monday Eastland Coun­
ty Commissioners Court meet­
ing is the possible abolish­
ment of some four voting pre­
cincts in Eastland County in 
compliance with recently re 
vired voting legislation.

The new law is quite ex­
plicit on the requirements for | 
a voting box. The pertinent 
paragraph f r o m  the Texas 
Election Code, states:

“ No election precinct shall 
be formed out o f two or more 
justice precincts or commis­
sioners precincts, nor out of 
toe parts ot two or more 
justice precincts or commis­
sioners precincts; and no elec- 
t.on precinct Shall be formed 
out of two or more congress­
ional districts or state sena­
torial districts or state repre- 
sentartive districts, nor out of 
the parts of two or more such 
districts. If  in September of 
any year there exists an y 
election precinct in the coun­
ty which does not comply with 
the foregoing requirements, 
the commissioners court shall 
make the necessary changes 
before the first day of Oct­
ober. either at a regul a r 
meeting or at a s p e c i a l  
meeting called for the pur­
pose; and the order shall be 
published as provided in Par­
agraph (a ) of this section . 
Subject to the provisions of 
the first sentence of this par­
agraph. no elect lpn precinct | 
shall have resident therein i 
less than fifty (50) nor more 
than two thousand (2,000) vot­
ers as ascertained by the 
number of registered voters 
for the last preceding presi­
dential general diction year; 
provided, however, that in  
precincts in which vo ti n g 
machines have been adopted 
for use in accordance with 
Section 79 o f this code, the 
maximum number of voters 
shall be three thousand."

There are no voting mach­
ines in Eastland Counties.

Voting boxes to be consider­
ed include Scranton, Nimrod, 
Pioneer and Kokomo. There 
are presently 12 voting boxes 
in the county.

Re-locating of the voting 
precincts probably will be 
easily decided. County Judge 
Scott Bailey said, with the | 
possible exception of Kokomo, 
where voters could easily go 
to one of two boxes.

The Pioneer and Nimrod 
boxes are presently in County 
Commissioners Precinct No 3, 
and, therefore, would be trans­
ferred to the only other box 
in that precinct — Rising Star.

The Scranton box, in Pre­
cinct No. 4, would go to Cisco, 
Judge Bailey said, and the 
Kokomo box could go either 
to Gorman or Carbon. This 
will be decided Monday, based 
on a check of the most logical

The story goes back to la. t 
year when five expensive band 
instruments were stolen from 
the Cisco Junior College band 
nail. The sheriff's depart­
ment in Eastland, througn a 
great deal of detective wuik, 
tound three of the instruments 
in Fort Worth pawn shops 
under the name of George H. 
Freed. A  local grand ju.y 
indicted one George it. Freed 
tor thett.

Shifting over to Alanta, Ga., 
the sheriff there picked up a 
man for car theft who li-'vd 
his name as Freed. Acquaint­
ed with Sublett through prev­
ious police work togemcr. tiia 
Atlanta shentf called to a. k 
if Eastland County wanted the 
man for anything.

"Yes, indeed." said Sublett. 
And a "detainer” was placed 
on the man tor prosecution ,n 
Eastland County.

Through fingerprint identi­
fication. it developed that ihc 
man in question wasn't using 
his real name, so when he w.is 
tound guilty of car theft in

Georgia, he was sentenced to 
four years in Levenwor’ h 
Prison, Kansas, he went in 
under his real name — but the 
"Freed detainer”  went right 
along with him.

But now, with the detainer 
hanging ov»r his head, he 
doesn’t get any “privileges” — 
thus the hand-written writ 
asking that the detainer be re­
moved or that he be given a 
fair and speedy trial.

But the man named on the 
writ isn't charged with any­
thing in Eastland County or 
doe.-n't have a detainer on 
him.

HOL.SE JOINT RESOLU­

TION No. 17 proposing an 
amendment to Section 49-b, 
Article 111 of the Constitution! 
of Texas, so as to authorize 
an inereass in the total amount 
of bonda or obligations that 
may he issued by the Veterans' 
Land Board to Four Hundred 
Million Dollars <$400,U00,lHHi); 
providing for the issuance of 
said bonds or obligations and 
the conditions relating thereto 
and the use of the Veterans' 
Land Fund; and providing for 
an electioi. _nd the issuance of
a proclamation therefor.

IT RESOLVED BY THE
LEGISLATURE OF THE
STATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1. The* Section 49-b. 

Article III of the Constitution 
of Texas, be amended so that 
the same will hereafter read 
as follows:

"Section 49-b. By virtue of 
prior Amendments to this 
Constitution, there has been 
created a governmental agency 
of the State of Texas perform­
ing governmental duties which 
has been designated the Vet­
erans' Land Hoard. Said Board 
shall continue to function for 
the purposes specified in all 
of the prior Constitutional 
Amendments except as modi­
fied herein. Said Board shall 
be composed of the Commis­
sioner of the General I.and Of­
fice and two (2) citizens of 
the State of Texas, one (1) of 
whom shall be well versed in 
veterans’ affairs and one (1) 
of whom shall be well versed 
in finances. One (1) such citi­
zen member shall, with the ad­
vice and consent of the Sen­
ate, be appointed biennially by 
the Governor to serve for a 
term of four {4) years; but the 
members serving on said Board 
on the date of adoption hereof 
shall complete the terms to 
which they were appointed. In 
the event of the resignation or 
death of any such citizen mem­
ber, the Governor shall ap­
point a replacement to serve 
for the unexpired portion of 
the term to which the de­
ceased or resigning member 
had bem appointed. The com­
pensation for said citizen mem­
bers shall lie as is now or may 
hereafter lie fixed by the 
Legislature; and each shall 
make bond in such amount as 
is now or may hereafter be 
prescribed by the Legislature.

"The Commissioner of the 
General I.and Office shall act 
as Chairman of said Board 
and shall lie the administrator 
of the Veterans’ Land Pro­
gram under such terms and re­
strictions as are now or may 
hereafter be provided by luw. 
In the absence or illness of 
said Commissioner, the Chief 
Clerk of the General Land Of­
fice shall tie the Acting Chair­
man of said Board with the 
same duties and powers that 
said Commissioner would have 
if present.

"The Veterans’ Land Board 
may provide for, issue and sell 
not to exceed Four Hundred 
Million Dollars ($400,000,000) 
in bonds or obligations of the 
State of Texaa for the purpose 
of creating a fund to be known 
as the Veterans’ I-and Fund, 
Two Hundred Million Dollars 
($200,000,000) of which have 
heretofore been issued and 
sold. Such bonds or obligations 
shall be sold for not less than

par value and accrued inteiast; 
shall lie issued in such forms, 
denominations, and upon such 
terms as are now or may here­
after be provided by law; shall 
be issued and sold at such 
times, at such p'aces, and in 
such in: Ilmen.s as may I
determi' 1 by id B ard; avd 
shall bear a r te or >-ates of 
interest as may be fixed by 
said Board but the weighted 
average annual interest rate, 
as that phrase is commonly 
and ordinarily used and under­

“ Said Veterans’ Land Fund 
shall consist of any lands here­
tofore or hereafter purchased 
by said Board, until the sale 
price therefor, together with 
any interest and penalties due. 
have been received by said 
Board (although nothing here­
in shall be construed to pre­
vent said Board from accept­
ing full payment for a portion 
of any tract), and of the 
moneys attributable to any 
bonds heretofore or hereafter 
issued and sold by ssid Board 
which moneys so attributable 
shall include but shall not he 
limited to the proceeds from 
the issuance and sale of such 
bonds; the moneys received 
from the sale or resale of any 
lands, or rights therein, pur­

“ AH moneys comprising a 
part of said Fund and not ex­
pended for the purposes hirein 
provided shall lie a part of 
said Fund until there s:e suf­
ficient moneys therein to re­
tire fully sli of the h ii Is here­
tofore or hereafter issued and 
sold by said Board, at which 
time all sueh moneys remain 
ing in said Fund, except such 
portion thereof as rnay be 
necessary to retire all such 
bonds which portion shall he 
set aside and retained in said 
Fund for the purpose of re­
tiring all sueh bonds, shall be 
deposited to the credit of the 
Gereral Revenue Fund to lie 
appropriated to such purposes 
as may i*» proserilied by law.
