Such use shall be a 
m atter for the discretion and 
direction of said Board; hut 
there may be no such use of 
any such moneys contrary to 
the rights of any holder of any 
nf the bonds issued and sold 
by said Board r r  violative of 
any contract to which said 
Board is a party.

“The V eterans' Land Fund 
shall be used by said Board 
for the purpose of purchasing 
lands situated in this S tate of 
Texas owned by the United 
States or any governmental 
agency thereof, owned by the 
Texas’ Prison System or any 
other governmental agency of 
the State of Texas, or owned 
by any person, firm , or cor­
poration. All lands thus pu r­
chased shall be acquired a t the 
lowest price obtainable, to be 
paid for in rash, and shall he 
a part of said Fund. Such 
lands heretofore or hereafter 
purchased and comprising a 
part of said Fund are herehy 
declared to be held for a gov­
ernm ental purpose, although 
the individual purvhasers there­
of shall he subject to taxation 
to the same extent and in the 
same manner as are purchas­
ers of lands dedicated to the 
Perm anent Free Public School 
Fund.

“The lands of the V eterans’ 
Land Fund shall be sold by 
said Board in such quantities, 
on such term s, a t  such prices, 
a t such rates of interest and 
under such rules and regula­
tions as are now or m iv here­
a fte r be provided by law to 
veteran* who served not less 
than ninety (90) continuous 
days, unless sooner discharged 
by reason of a  service-con­
nected disability, on active 
duty  in the Army, Navy, Air 
Force. Coast Guard or Marine 
Corps of the United S tates be­
tween September 16. 1940, and 
the date of formal withdrawal 
of United States troops from 
the present armed conflict in 
Viet Nam, and who, upon the 
date of filing his or her appli­
cation to purchase any such 
land is * citizen of the United 
States, is a bona fide resident 
of the State of Texas, and ha* 
not been dishonorably dis­
charged from any branch of 
the Armed Forres above- 
named and who at the time of 
his or her enlistment, induc­
tion, commissioning, or d ra f t­
ing was a bona fide resident 
of the State of Texas, or who 
has resided in Texas a t least 
five (5) years prior to the date 
of filing his or her applica­
tion. The foregoing notwith­
standing. any lands in the 
V eterans' Land Fund which 
have been first offered for sale 
to veterans and which have not 
hern sold may be sold or re­
sold to such purchasers, in 
such quantities, and <>n such 
term s, and a t auch price* and 
rates of interest, and under 
such rules and regulations as 
are now or may hereafter be 
provided by law.

“Said Veterans’ Land Fund, 
to  the extent of the moneys 
attributable to any bonds here­
a fte r issued and sold by said 
Board may be used by said 
Board, as is now or may here­
a fte r  be provided by law, for 
the purpose of paying the ex­
penses of surveying, monu- 
menting, road construction, 
legal fees, recordation fees, 
advertising and other like 
costs necessary or incidental 
to the purchase and sale, o r re­
sale, of any lands purchased 
with any of the moneys a t­
tributable to such additional 
bonds, such expenses to be 
added to the price of such 
lands when sold, o r resold, by 
said Board; fo r the purpose 
of paying the expenses of is­
suing, selling, and delivering 
any such additional bonds; and 
for the purpose of meeting the 
expenses of paying the in ter­
est or principal due or to be­
come due on any such addi­
tional bonds.

“All of the moneys a tt r i­
butable to any series of bonds 
hereafter issued and sold by 
said Board (a ‘series of bonds’ 
being all of the bonds issued 
and sold in a single tran s­
action as a single installment 
of bonds) may be used fo r the 
purchase of land* as herein 
provided, to  he sold as herein 
provided, for a period ending 
eight (8) year* a fte r  the date 
of sale of such series of 
bonds; provided, however, that 
so much of such money* as may 
he neeessarv to pay interest or 
honds hereafter issued and sold 
shall he set aside for that pur 
pose in accordance with the 
resolution adopted by said 
Board authorizing the issuance 
and sale of such series of 
bonds. A fter surh eight (8) 
year period, all of such moneys 
shall lie set aside for the re­

tirem ent of any bonds here­
a fter issued and sold and to 
pay interest thereon, together 
with any expense* as provided 
herein, in accordance with the 
resolution or resolutions au th­
orizing the issuance and sale 
of such additional bonds, until 
there are sufficient money* So 
retire all of the honds here­
a fter issued and sold, a t which 
time all such moneys then re­
maining a p art of said Vet­
erans’ Land Fund and there­
a fte r becoming a  part o f said 
Fund shall be governed as 
elsewhere provided herein.

“This Amendment being in­
tended only to establish a 
basic framework and not to be 
a comprehensive treatm ent of 
the V eterans’ Land Program, 
there is herebv reposed in the 
leg isla tu re  full power to im ­
plement snd effectuate the de­
sign and objects of this Amend­
ment, including the power to 
delegate such duties, responsi­
bilities, functions, and author­
ity to the Veterans’ Land 
Board as it believe* necessary.

Article JIT of the Constitu­
tion of Texas, and provide 
for an additional $200,000,- 
000 in bonds, such funds to 
be expended in sccordmnc* 
with instruction* and re­
quirements tha t may be pro­
vided by law.”
“AGAINST the amendment 
to extend the V eterans’ Land 
Program  by authorising the 
sale of bonds to increase the 
Veterans’ Land Fund for the 
purpose of purchasing land 
in Texas to he sold to Texas 
veterans who served in the 
A r m e d  Services of the 
United States between Sep­
tem ber 16, 1940, snd the date 
of formal withdraxml of 
United States troops from 
the present armed conflict In 
Viet Nam, which amendment 
would amend Section 49-b, 
Article III of the Constitu­
tion of Texas, snd provide 
for an additions! $200,000,- 
000 in bonds, such funds to 
he expended in accordance 
with instructions snd re­
quirements th a t may be pro­
vided by law.”
Sec. S. The Governor of the 

State of Texas shall Issue the 
necessary proclamation for the 
election and thia amendment 
shall be published in the m an­
ner and for the length of time 
as required by the Constitution 
and laws of this stats.
