“Methodist’”’ was applied to a
group of students led by the
Wesleys and George Whife-
field in the University of Ox-
ford, England, who came to-
gether for intellectual and
spiritual improvement. Their
systematic way of living mer-
ited the name which was giv-
en them by fellow students.

“On the evening of May 24,
1738, John Wesley had under-
gone his “heart warming”
experience which his brother,
Charles, had previously found.
About a quarter of nine, while
listening to Luther’s descrip-
tion of the change which God
(works) in the heart through
faith in Christ, he says: ‘I
felt my heart strangely warm-
ed. I felt I did trust in Christ
alone for salvation; an assur-
ance was given me that He
had taken away my sins, even
mine, and saved me from the
law of sin and death.” ”

The above is taken from the
discipline of the Evangelical
Methodist Church, which ser-
ves as guide and history,
church and government doc-
trine as well providing the
historical setting for today’s
Church councils and applica-
tions leading to the life in
Christ who alone has power

to redeem.
