We have had only 

four days of 100 degrees, or 
h i g h e r ,  temperatures, and 
t h e s e  occured Wednesday 
through Saturday. August 7- 
th - 10th. reaching a high of 
104 degrees o n  Saturday, 
August 10th. Since t he n ,  
the thermometer has not ris­
en over 96 degrees This was 
reached Thursday. August 
22nd. the day this article was 
prepared.

And. though it may have 
seemed hotter to you. due to 
stillness, humidity, and biting 
mosquitoes to keep you a- 
wake, the highest nighttime 
temperature so far this sum­
mer has been 73 degrees This 
occured on Friday night, Aug* 
ust 9th. just prior to the fol­
lowing day’s high of 104

However, you can f e e l  
thankful for our "relatively” 
cool temperatures. Be glad you 
do not live in, or near, Death 
Valley, California, at Green- 
lands Ranch with an eleva­
tion of minus 178 feet, be­
cause on July 10, 1913. the 
highest temperature ever re­
corded in the Continental 
United States was reached— 
134 degrees.

And, for Texas residents. 
Seymour has the doubious 
honor o f having the highest 
temperature officially record­
ed. This happened on Aug­
ust 12. 1936. when they swel­
tered under 120 degrees of 
healt.

If there are readers who 
are curious as to the World’s 
highest recorded temperature 
under standard conditions — 
well, this occurred in Azizia, 
North Africa, Sept. 13, 1922, 
when the natives endured a 
temperature of 136 degrees — 
just 2 degrees more than 
Death Valley’s in 1913.

But. so much for heat. 
Let's talk about something a 
little more cooling, rain. Aug­
ust, thus far, has ondy pro­
duced 3.53 inches for East- 
land. However, we will un­
doubtedly have more, as the 
seasons begin to change to­
ward the latter part of the 
month, and more cool fronts 
try to push into our area and 
run into the warm, moist air 
now present.

Checking back over Weath­
er Bureau records, one finds 
interesting data relating to 
rainfall throughout the Uni­
ted States, and the World. 
Of course, you must keep in 
mind that there are only a- 
bout 12,000 official rain gau­
ges throughout the U. S„ or 
an average of aliout one gau­
ge per 250 sq miles. The 
opening through which rain­
fall enters the standard gau- 
gue is 8 inches in diameter; 
and. if all the gauges in the 
U. S were concentrated in 
one large group, the total 
catchment area would be a- 
bout the size of a standard 
baseball diamond, so conse­
quently, it is almost
