4-H  Club Youths Lead 
W ay In Ag Program

The 4-H Clubs of Texas and 
the United Slates have just 
completed (Oct. 6-12) the cel­
ebration of their special week, 
National 4-H Club Week. The 
role of Texas in the National 
and Inter national 4-H Club 
program is unique in that 4- 
H Club work found its begin­
ning here.

In Jack County, Texas, a 
Jacksboro newspaper publish­
er, T h o m a s  Merrivether 
Marks, discovered that youth 
could lead the way in expand­
ing the Agricultural program. 
Mr. Marks turned to youth 
after a com contest a-fd show 
in 1907 had failed with only 3 
entries. He organized th e  
Corn Clubs of Jack County 
with one hundred and eleven 
boys participating. They were 
told how to grow corn accord­
ing to the latest recommenda­
tions. As a result the 1908 
Jack County Youth Com Show 
was a great success.

From this sprang thousands 
o f Te x a s Corn clubs. Soon 
thereafter girls were encour­
aged to grow tomatoes, can 
and sell them a-s a Canning 
Club project. This program 
exploded across the state 
These two movements were 
the beginnings of Texas and 
National 4-H. An organiza - 
tion that has grown from a 
me<alger one hundred and elev­
en members in one county in 
one state to 3 million boys 
and girls in 50 states. World­
wide membership of 4-H is 
over 5 million boys and girls.

The basic organization of 4- 
H is on the county level. East- 
land County has approximate-

s.o.s.v

ly 250 4-H club boys and girls, 
enrolled. A  large number of 
these boys and girls live in 
rural areas; however, more 
than one-third of them live in­
side city limits. The changing 
face of 4-H is toward a larger 
urban membership with pro­
jects that can be conducted in 
the limited space that is avail­
able in cities.

■nendment No. 1 — Relat- 
to the Employees Retire­

ment System of Texas and 
revising existing proviaio n s 
concerning th e  management 
of the retirement, disability, 
and death compensation fund 
for officers and employees, 
and the administration of the 
system.

ARGUMENTS
For
1. In the modern concept 

of employment, pensions are

an absolutely inde*pensable
complement of wages. As they 
are earned and contractual by
nature, not free gifts, it is 
important that public employ­
ees have confidence in the 
perpetuity of th e  retirement 
system. By establishing the 
Employees Retirement System 
of Texas as a constitutional 
agency, as proposed by this 
amendment public employees 
will have greater assurance 
that the administering agency 
will be a permanent one.

2 Adequate safeguards for 
funds available for investment 
are included in the proposed 
amendment. However, under 
its terms, it is still possible 
for the Board of Trustees erf 
the Employees Retirement Sy­
stem to place funds where 
greater returns on investment 
can be realized.

Against
1. The Employees Retire­

ment System of Texas is al­
ready a statuory agency. As 
the Board of Trustees of the

Employee* Retirement System 
and the State Retirement. Dis­
ability and Death Compensa­
tion Fund now have constitut­
ional status, it is not necess­
ary that the agency be given 
this status also. There is no 
need to lengthen an already 
bulging Constitution by add­
ing no l-essen t i a 1 provision* 
that can be effectuated by 
statute.

2. The broadened invest - 
meat authority granted the 
Board of Trustees whereby

s t o c k s  of companie* within 
the United States may be pur­
chased with money from the 
Retirement, Disability an d  
Dearth Compensation Fund is 
largely a technical change in 
that the Board already has 
comparbie authority. It is 
authorized to purchase the 
same securities that are now 
or may hereafter be permitted 
by law as investment* for 
the P e r m a n e n t  University 
Fund or the Permanent School 
Fund.
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
