New  Rules To Govern 
Highway Right-of-way

AUSTIN — Colonel Wilson 
E Speir, d irec to r of th e  Texas 
D epartm ent of Public  Safety, 
has announced th a t effective
Septem ber 1, law s passed by 
the Texas L egisla tu re  w ill ee- 
tablish new ru les o f righ t o f ! 
w ay and new ru les ft>r follow ­
ing too cloaely.

The right-of-w ay law  sets

I out four ru les governing the 
I right-of-w ay at intersections. 

Spetr urged all d rivers to  re ­
view the ru les closely, and 
no te  th e  instances m which 
they m ust stop, yield and grant 
the right-of-w ay.

D rivers at intersections con­
trolled by stop, yield o r tra f­
fic control devices m ust obey

!th e  signs. I
D rivers of vehicle* on a  sin ­

gle lane stree t o r roadw ay
consisting of tw o traffic lanes, 
upon approaching an in tersec­
tion not controlled by signs of 
a divided street or a street or 
roadw ay divided into th ree  or 
m ore m arked lanes, m ust stop, 
yield and grant th e  privilege 
of right-of-w ay to vehicle* on ' 

i the larger street.

D rivers of vehicles on un-1 
pa-ved streets intersecting a 
roadway that is paved m ust 
<top, veild and grant the right- 
of-way to  vehicles on the pav­
ed street

D rivers at vehicle* on stree ts 
ot  equal size and paving m ust
stop yeild and grant 
the privilege of im ­
m ediate use of such in te r­
section to  any o ther vet-h ide 
w hich has en tered  the in ter­
section I r o n  such d riv e r 's  
right, o r i* approaching such 
intersection from the  d riv er 's  
righ t in such proxim ity  as to 
constitue a  hazard.

Speir said the act provides 
a ru le  of evidence that in cases 
of collision, th e  person shall 
have been  presum ed not to 
have yielded the  right-of-w ay 
if th e  four conditions have not

been  satisified.

The following too cloaely 
law. as amended, w ill requ ire  
d rivers to  m aintain an assu r­
ed clear distance betw een the 
vehicle aliead exercising  due 
regard  for th e  speed of the 
vehicles and th e  tra ffic  upon 
and conditions of the stree t 
or highway. D rivers m ust be 
able to bring th e ir vehicles to 
a stop, using these guidelines, 
w ithout colliding w ith  th e  p re ­
ceding vi'luele. o r veering in ­
to o ther vehicles, objects o r 
persons on or near th e  street
