(4) Disregarding all other 
aspects except formal educa­
tion, your children could be 
the loser.

T h e  
chance of you knowing where 
your child is, and what he or 
she is doing will increase ten 
fold.

There is no guarantee that 
the acquiring of knowledge by 
the studonrt w ill be increased. 
Re-organization will create 
many problems, and unless 
dealt with skillfully, it could 
he years before the new sch­
ool becomes an educational in­
stitution.

The Carbon School System 
was visited this past year by 
an accreditation team from 
the Texas Education Agency 
in Austin; this group of ex­
perts on school accreditation 
were complimentary of our 
school, and by letter stated 
that the Carbon school w a s  
meeting all accreditation stan­
dards.

ot this matter of school re-or­
ganization. After the study of 
every phase of the program, 
then contact your Senator or 
Representative in Austin, and 
make your wishes known to 
him. Our schools destiny is in 
the hands of the Texas leg is ­
lature and the Governor.

Inter-Office Adjustment
L. G. James. President of 

Lone Star Gas Company, an­
nounced today *hat Lone Star 
has commenced preparation of 
an application which it ex­
pects to file with the Railroad 
Commission of Texas in early 
summer to adjust upward the 
Company's authorized intra­
company citv pate charge for 
gas delivered in Texas, The 
last application filed for such 
a nature by the Company was 
in December. 1958.

James said that residential 
and commercial rates would 
not be immediately affected 
by the filing with the Railroad 
Commission. After the new 
city gate charge is established 
an d  specific computations 
made for each city and town 
requests would then be filed 
for increases in individual cit­
ies and towns where they are 
justified.

James stated that the cur 
rent city gate charge is insuf­
ficient to compensate for the 
increases in expenses and in 
vestment incurred by L o n e  
Star’s transmission division 
since 1958. According to Jam­
es. Lone Star’s transmission

division has. since 1958. incur­
red substantial increases in 
the cost of gas purchased. 
Federal income taxes, other 
taxes, wages and salaries, the 
cost of debt money, capital 
construction, and the cost of 
such construction.

Lone Star’s transmission 
division purchases and gathers 
natural gas and transports it 
to the city gates on the sys- 
em. Lome Star’s distribution 
divisions receive and pay for 
gas at the city gate and dis­
tribute it to customer's prem­
ises.
