Revised Civil S tatu tes of T ex­
as. 1925 to  impound, d iver' or 
use public w aters for o ther 
th an  domestic and livestock 
purposes for w hich no perm it 
has been issued, all claims of 
w ater rights under the Irrig a­
tion A cts of 1889 and  1895 w h­
ich w ere not filed w ith the 
S tate Board of W ater Engi­
neers in  accordance w ith the 
Irrigation  Act of 1913, as am ­
ended, and all o ther claim s of 
w ater rights o ther than claims 
under perm its and certified 
filings, must be recorded with 
the T exas W ater Rights Com­
mission. Section 4 does not ap ­
ply to use of w ater for domes­
tic and livestock purposes as 
t h .  sam e is defined by Com­
mission Rules.

On or before Septem ber 1.
1969. every person claiming 
any w ater right to w hich Sec- 
tk n  4 applies shall file w ith 
*he Commission a sworn s ta te­
ment setting forth  the nature 
of the claim of w ate r right. 
C laim s to which the Section 
a rp lie s  shall be recognized on­
ly if valid under existing law 
and cn*y to  the extent of ac t­
ual application of w ater to 
beneficial use w ithout w aste 
d u ring  an v  calendar year fr ­
om 1963 to  1967. inclusive. 
However, in any case w here 
any claim ant of a riparian  ri­
ght has p rio r to  August 28. 
1967. commenced or com plet­
ed the construction of w orks 
designed to  apply a greater 
quan tity  of w ater to  benefic­
ial use. such right shall lie re ­
cognized to the ex ten t of the 
m axim um  am ount of w ater 
actually  applied to beneficial 
use w ithout w aste d u rin i any 
ca lendar year from 1963 to
1970. inclusive; provided an 
additional sworn statem ent is 
filed on or before Ju ly  1. 1971. 
F ailu re  to file the sworn s ta t­
em ent o r statem ents in sub­
stan tia l compliance w ith Sec­
tion 4 shall extinguish and bar 
any claim  of w ate r right to 
which the Section applies
