County Game Warden Ken 
neth Payne was in charge of 
the program, introduced b y 
Tip Arther, and ihe co’or nic- 
tiires were lieautiful and very 
descriptive of the abundance 
of wild life in Texas Produc­
ed by tne Parks and Wildlife 
Dent the program urges wise 
management of the natural 
resourses.

“The next few years a r e  
going to he crucial for o u r 
wildlife abundance," Fie pro­
gram stressed We will either 
preserve or deplete our wild 
life, it showed

During a question and an­
swer session. Warden Pivne 
who recently replaced Retir­
ing Ward Ho Maurice Dry. said 
that the screw worm eradica­
tion program in the Southwest 
substantially improved t h e  
deer nooulation.

Wild turkeys range about 
five to ten miles lintels they 
are being “ hunted" he said.

S E R M O N  S U M M A R Y  

By Robert W. Marsh 
"MISSING THE POINT"

(John 5:9-10)
Introduction

.. the man was healed, and he took up his pallet and 
walked. Now that, day was the sabbath. So the Jews said 
to the man who was cured, “ It is the sabbath, it is not 
lawful for you to carry your pallet ’’

Instead of the Jews’ being thankful that a man had 
been healed, they were concerned about sabbath obser­
vance. But Jesus answerd them, “ My Father is work­
ing still, and I am working.” (Jn 5:17) For Jesus human 
need took precedence over the usual rule of rest The 
Jews had missed the point. They wore giving priority to 
what was less important. They were not thankful when 
they ought to have been thankful.

We are thankful for the obvious; but what about the 
not so obvious? Before we criticize the Jews for missing 
the point, is it possible that we may miss the point as 
well? What are some things for which we ought to be 
thankful?

I. The Disobedience of a Child
Paul wrote: “ When I was a child, I spoke like a child.

I thought like a child, I reasoned like a child; when I 
became a man, I gave up childish ways.”  (I Cor 13:1!) 
But we do not become men in a moment. Adolescence, 
the process of growing up, is necessary and right, but 
a good part of the process is painful 

The child about whom we need to be concerned is 
the child who never disobeys. The commandment. 
“ Honor your father and vour mother . . .”  is not to lie 
interpreted so as to iustity continued parental domina­
tion or authority. Discipline is essential! but the point 
is this: adolescence is the time in life when we put away 
childish wavs; and disobedience is a part of the process 

The next time your child disobeys, instead of losing 
sleep, pray a prayer of thanksgiving to God that your 
child is becoming an adult; that he is taking on that 
individuality which is God’s gift to every man! We may, 
like the Jews, miss the point. We may complain about 
the disobedience and not see the greater good. This 
Thanksgiving, be thankful for the disobedience of a 
child.

II. Disappointments of Life
Paul wrote: “ I want you to know, brethren, that what 

has happened to me has really served to advance the 
gospel . . (Philippians 1:12) And what has happened 
to Paul- Paul was in prison! His ambition had been 
thwarted and his plans scratched; yet he w r i t e s :
“ . . . what has happened to me has really served to ad­
vance the gospel. . Paul  is the etnliodiment of his own 
declaration: “We know that in everything God works 
for good with those who love him . (Romans 8:28)

God can turn and often does turn our dissappoint- 
ments into joy. The ultimate evil he transforms into the 
ultimate good: the death of his Son into a victory over 
death. The disciples were as dissnppointed a band as we 
can imagine.

Think of the disapoointments of life: the job you were 
unable to obtain; the girl you wanted to marry; the 
home you could not build. But out of the disappoint­
ment, good has come

III. The Struggles of the Christian 
Paul begins practically every one of his letters with 

a praver of thanks for the church (Romans, 1 Corin­
thians, Ephesians. Philippians, Colossians. 1st and 2nd 
Thessalonians. and Philemon) And the churches to which 
Paul refers are churches undergoing difficulty and even 
persecution

Paul struggled; the early church strupeled and the 
church at its greatest moments in history struggled. “ We 
are surrounded bv a great eloud of witnesses . . ,”  |i 

The Christian life itself is a struggle. Rut suppose we 
were not conscious of our sins and our failures: suppose ' 
we assumed we had arrived- that we were in hnrmonv | 
with God’s will and that the details out lives were quite 
pleasing in God’s sight . . The very fact we recognize ' 
our need for God’s grace is reason for thanksgiving I 
“They shall call his name Jesus, for he will save the j 
people from their sins.”  ‘‘I came not to call the righteous | 
but sinners.” “Those who are well have no need of a | 
physician.”  “ Blessed are the poor in spirit . . .”

The air strins and 
feeding stations are under con­
stant threat of bombardmen* 
by fliers particularly Russians, 
who are incredibly cruel, and 1 
merciless, searching out civil­
ian stations an>> avoiding mili­
tary targets.

From the airstrips the food | 
is distributed by truck to a- 
bout 1.000 feeding stations 
where the Biafrans and their 
children obtain one meal a 
day if conditions are favorable.
