! Texas has a big place in the'big picture. There
are 48 American states. These states have a com-
bined population in 1930 of perhaps 124,000,000
Texas added to its population figure more than
125,000 annually since the census of 1920 was taken
and officially given to the American public. This is
a 25 per cent population gain. In 1920 the popula-
tion was 4,663,228; in 1930 it is 5,810,083,

This is very gratifying to The American. It is
very gratifying to the readers of all Texas news-
papers. Year in and year out these papers have
been predicting that Texas would shoot mighty

close to the 6,000,000 mark in 1930 and that Texas,

girdless of all the booming and advertising of
California and Michigan and the growth of indus-
trial centers, would at least retain its place as fifth
state in point of population. All the prophecies
have been verified by the official count of the enu-
merators named to check the growth of the United
States in population and wealth.

.

According to the count, a total of 93 cities of
100,000 or over population, housing an aggregate of
36,393,221 persons, is shown by the 1930 census
compilation. Twenty-five new names were added to
the list of 68 cities of 100,000 or over in the 1930
census. Among the 93 largest cities of the United
States are listed five Texas metropolises. They fol-
low, in their order and rank in population: Houston,
Dallas, San Antonio, Fort Worth and El Paso. This
is a marvelous showing for a comparatively new
commonwealth. Sixty-eight of the 254 Texas coun-
ties reported a shrinkage in population, although
many of the decreases were slight, Thirty-six
counties doubled or more than doubled,

Jefferson, with the important cities of Porth Ar-
thur and Beaumont, was the only Texas county to
climb into the more than 100,000 class in 1930, Har-
ris county, with Houston as the ranking city of
Texas, had the greatest population of any county,
447,800; Dallas was second with 32 ; Bexar
third fvith 294,627 and Tarrant fourth with 197,492,
It is probable that Texas will be given three ad-
ditional congressmen.

Is Making 3,500,000 Feet—

A large flow of gas at a
shallow depth has beén en-
countered a mile and a half
southwest of the famous
Gray-Hightower pool, which
is southeast of Eastuand.

The new well is the Pow-
ell No. 1 of Cranfill & Rey-
nolds which is making '3,-
500,000 cubic feet of gas at
859 feet. Production in the
Gray-Hightower pool was
struck at around 1,200 feet,
therefore this is a different
sand and opens up new pos-
sibilities.

During the boom, a well
struck this 859-foot gas pay

and the rig was burned
down.

In those days, operators
were looking for gushers

and usually were not inter-
ested in shallow productlon.

The Gray-Hightower sand
was struck during the boom
that was passed up. Years
later, this sand was develop-
ed and one well, owned by
the Panhandle, is estimated
to have produced a half mil-
lion dollars worth of oil from
the 1,200-foot level. .

In flowery language, it was sol-
enmly agreed between the lndinns
that:

* “Peace and friendship shall for-
ever exist betwecen the tribes and
bands, parties to this compact, the
ancient council fires of our fore-
fathers already kindled by our
brothers of the timbered country
shall be kept kindled and blazing
by brotherly love until their

smoke shall ascend to the spirit
land to invoke the blessing of the
Great Spirit on all of our good
works. The tomahawk shall be
forever buried, the scalping knife
shall forever be broken, the war
path herctofore leading from one
tribe to another shall grow up
and become as the wild wilder-
ness.”

This solemn treaty was at one
time in the possession of Maud D.
Jones of Wewoka—of the Jones
tepee, which is powerful among
the Seminoles—who was a daugh-
ter of Mrs. Alice B, Daves, the
principal chief of the Seminoles
for many ycars.

The tomahawk was buried, and
the treaty was kept.
