Southwestern Bell expected 
traditional long distance tel­
ephone calling between fam­
ilies and friends on Christmas
Day to be heavier than ever 
this year.

"Last Christmas, more 
747.000 long distance calls 
were plated by Texas custom­
ers." said John E. McGowan, 
Manager for Southwestern 
Bell. "This year, we expect 
that calling volume to reach 
770.000.’ ’

Mr. McGowan noted that 
peak calling periods during 
past Christmas Days have been 
9-11 a. m. and 7-11 p. m. “Sin­
ce low, holiday long distance 
rates are in effect all day long, 
customers might find their 
calls go through fastei by 
calling at other than peak 
periods, "McGowan said. “The 
noon until 6 p.m. period is 
best.”

He also suggested that Dir­
ect Distance Dailing be used 
if at all possible since custom­
ers find dailing their own calls 
is faster and the rates in most 
cases are even lower.

1 ne procedure for direct 
dialing is to dial "1", the Area 
Code lif other than your own) 
and the distant telephone 
number. When calling within 
the same Area Code, simply 
dial “ 1" and the seven-digit 
telephone number.

To meet the expected high 
volume of long distance cal­
ling. the company had 28 op­
erators who spent a part of 
their Christmas holiday at 
the switchboard in Cisco to 
handle an estimated 4100 or 
so calls. Many more calls 
were dialed directly by East- 
land customers.

Mr. McGowan added that 
should a caller encounter a 
busy signal on a direct dis­
tance call, he should hang up 
and wait a few minutes be­
fore dialing again.

To help speed calls placed 
through a long distance op­
erator, Mr. McGowan suggests 
the following tips:

Give the operator the type 
of call (station-to-station, 
person-to-person or collect).

Give Area Code and the 
number being called.

Wait for the operator to 
ask for your number, then 
give her your complete tele­
phone number.

Whether dialing direct or 
placing a call through an op­
erator. out-of-town telephone 
numbers can be obtained by 
dialing "1” , the Area Code of 
the distant city and then the 
universal information number. 
355-1212. On calls to a city 
with the same Area Code, 
dial "1” and 555-1212.
