Bake in moderate 
oven 350 degrees until done—■ 
about 30 minutes.

Roast Left of Lamb
Remove fell from leg of lamb. 

Wipe with damp cloth, rub with 
lemon and sprinkle with salt and 
pepper. Place on rack in open 
roasting pan with skin side down 
and cut side up. If fat covering is 
thin, lay strips of bacon across 
top. Do not add water. Make an 
incision and insert roast-meat 
thermometer so that bulb reaches 
center o f fleshiest part of muscle, 
taking care it does not touch fat 
or bone. Place roast in hot oven 
(500 degrees) and sear for 30 
minutes or less if bacon has been 
added. When lightly browned 
reduce temperature to slow (.700 
degrees) and continue roasting at 
low temperature until done. The 
roaet will be well done when ther­
mometer registers 182 degrees, or 
slightly underdone at 175 degrees. 
Allow about ,70 minutes per pound 
for roasting lamb.

Stuffed  Tom atoei
1 lb. pork or beef (ground), 6 

medium size ripe tomatoes, 2 
eggs, 1 cup bread crumbs (stale), 
1 tspn salt, 1 grated onion, 1 diced 
green pepper.

Boil ground meat with onion 
and pepper 1 hour with 1 cup wa­
ter (slowly). Slice top of tomatoes 
o ff taking out seeds and juice 
with tspn. Combine with egg and 
bread crumbs and salt. Boil until 
thick. Add paste mixture to cook­
ed meat. Stuff each tomato and 
place in baking dish. Bake in oven 
886 degrees until tomatoes are 
tender.

Pork and Noodles en Casserole
2 lbs. ground lean pork shoul­

der, 1 cup strained cooked toma­
toes. 2 cups cooked noodles. 1 
medium sized onion diced, 1 tbl. 
spoon sugar, 1 medium sized green 
pepper, diced, 1-2 finely chopped 
American cheese, 3 tblspns but­
ter. break crumbs, salt, pepper.

Fry onion and green pepper in 
butter until onion is yellow. Add 
ground pork and cook, stirring 
from time to time until slightly 
browned. Add sweetened strained 
tomatoes, noodles and cheese. 
Season with salt and pepper. Pour 
into a baking dish and bake in 
moderate oven 350 degrees for 
30 minutes. When almost done, 
sprinkle with grated cheese and 
return to oven. Bake until cheese 
is melted and crumbs are browned.

Spanuh Pork Chops
Pork chops, cut thick; 2 tblspns. 

shortening, 1 small green pepper, 
1 medium size onion, flour, 1-2 
cup chili sauce, 1 tspn W orces­
tershire sauce, 1 clove garlic, 1 
tblspn sugar, salt and pepper.

Have chops cut double thick­
ness. Dredge with flour and brown 
on both sides in hot shortening in 
skillet which has been rubbed with 
cut clove of garlic. Remove chops 
and put in green pepper and fine­
ly chopped onion. Cook gently un­
til tender. Then add chili sauce, 
Worcestershire sauce and sugar. 
Replace chops, dipping sauce over 
them. Season with salt and pepper. 
Cover closely and cook slowly un­
til tender—about 45 minutes. 
Serve with sauce.

1 pt. cooked chicken (diced), 

1-2 cup asparagus tips, 1-2 cup 
peas, 1-2 cup chopped celery, 1-4 
cup chopped pecans, 1 small bot­
tle stuffed olives.
