Uiona Products Company, pioneer 
canning firm  in the Lower Bio 
G rande Valley, a t an approxim ate 
cost of $150,0110, according to  I.ee 
Akin, president of the concern.

Akin said a new plant would in­
built on the site of the old Carroll 
College property in the W est Mc­
Allen industrial section a t a cost 
of $ 10,000. not including th e  cost 
of the land nor the p resen t foun­
dations fo r the college building 
which was never completed.

The new plant will have a ca­
pacity of 500,000 cases o f canned 
goods yearly , said to be the largest 
in the en tire  sta te  and by fa r the 
largest in South Texas.

The plant will he in operation 
by O ctober and will process g rape­
fru it juice, g rap e fru it hearts, 
green beans, tom atoes, spinach, 
black-eyed peas, cream ed peas, 
k rau t, lima beans, ami o ther valley 
vegetables. F ru it and vegetable 
processing will be carried  on 
sim ultaneously in the p lant instead 
o f  during the seasons as before, 
the g rea t size of the plant making 
these operations possible.

Kionu has operated in the Lower 
Bio G rande Valley fo r the past 
seven years and has increased the 
size of its p lant nearly every year 
since its establishm ent. It was

The sta tem ent alleged McGehee 
killed his wife and children with a 
club. When McGehee attacked 
Patton , Patton  took the club away 
from  the intoxicated man and 
killed him.

Patton  disrobed the bodies, ac­
cording to the sta tem en t, placed 
them in boiling vats used fo r cook­
ing meat. L ater he took the re­
m ains and burned them in a log 
fire in an a ttem p t to  destroy all 
evidence.

P atton  first was questioned in 
1932. shortly a f te r  neighbors no­
ticed the McGehees were not a t  
the Patton  home. The fa rm er was 
taken  to  Dallas, questioned eight 
days and released when au thori­
ties w ere unable to shake his story 
he knew nothing of the fam ily 's 
w hereabouts.

A few figures will show the 
m agnitude o f this rapidly grow ing 
movement. F or the consum er co­
operatives as a whole, it is fig- 
tl?4d th a t there  are  now about 
(1,000 in the country , with a mem­
bership of 1,800.000. Last year 
they did a to tal business estim ated 
a t J3fio.000.000.

Among these a re  about 2.000 cn- 
op gas and oil station groups, with 
m ore than  .‘>00.000 members. It is 
estim ated th a t these groups are 
tu rn in g  back in patronage divi­
dends about $8,000,000 a year and 
ttlJ num ber o f trucks operated  by 
them  runs into the thousands.

Farmer* Join Movement
• fiom t of the most pow erful farm  , 

organizations have taken up con , 
<umer co-operation as the m ajor! 
item^on^then~^program-- They are

welding th e ir mem berships into co 
hesive co-operative organizations.

One of the biggest fe rtiliber fac­
tories in the U nited S tates is con­
trolled by a co-operative group. Its 
feed mills range from  the little 
ham m er mills, scattered  through 
Ohio. Indiana. Michigan, and Illi­
nois to  the big m odern p lants own­
ed in Buffalo.

There are  co-op issurance com­
panies. T here a re  co-operative 
credit banks with millions o f dol-j 
lars on deposit and so banked that 
these funds can be used only for ! 
co-operative purposes.

There are  fo u r big oil blending 
plants scattered  through the west, 
serving thousands o f co-op mem­
bers. They own their own tank  i 
cars on the railroads, th e ir fleets j 
of tank trucks on the roads. Yes. 1 
the co-ops have very defin itely  | 
come to America.

The idea o f consum er co-opera­
tion was born in Ilochdale. E ng­
land. more than  90 years ago. At 
th a t tim e 28 poor w eavers, weary I 
o f  listening to political promises. ;

desperate  over the ir own poverty 
and m isery, decided to do some­
thing about it them selves ra th e r 
than wait fo r the s ta te  to act.

They saved th e ir money fo r a 
year. At the end of th a t time they 
Imd $140. They put this into a 
stock of those comm odities which 
all must buy. They ren t ed a store, 
ami the idea o f consum er co-opera­
tion was born.

* • •
U n d e r  D e m o c r a t i c  R u le

These w eavers laid down cer­
tain revolutionary rules. They 
threw  overboard the old stock vot­
ing system in favor o f more demo­
cratic rule. No m atte r how many 
shares of stock a mem ber might 
own. he could have bu t one vote.

The second ru le, was ju s t as! 
startling . C apital was to have no] 
share in the profits. C apital, like: 
labor, was put on a fixed w age . 1 
Shares should always sell a t par 
and draw  the legai ra te  of in te r­
est.

W hat to  do with profits caused 
a th ird  rule to be draw n up. It is

this rule, more than anything else, 
th a t has been responsible fo r the 
phenomenal grow th of consum er 
co-operation during  the last few
years.

They decided th a t the man who 
spent his money over the counter 
m ade the profit possible. T here­
fore , all profits m ust be given back 
to the consum er m em ber in ratio 
to  th e ir purchases fo r the year. 
They called this a patronage divi­
dend. •

In o ther words, p ro fits vanished. 
W hat looked like p rofits w ere but 
the unexpended portions of the 
consum er's dollar and m ust go 
back to  him.

T hat was 90 years ago. Since 
then  the British co-operative move­
m ent has grown into thousands of 
m odern stores. These stores have 
set up the ir two big wholesale 
houses, one in Scotland, one in 
England. These wholesalers in 
tu rn  have moved back tow ard pro­
duction.

They own more than  150 fac to ­
ries and mills. They buy the ir 
own w heat in Canada, handle it 
th rough  the ir own elevators, grind 
it in th e ir ow n-m ills, bake it  in 
th e ir own bakeries, and deliver it 
to  the consum er in th e ir own 
trucks.

« •  *
Biggest Business in Britain

The co-operative movem ent has 
become the la rgest single business

in G reat Britain. Its banking 
business is second only to th a t of 
the Hank of England. H alf of the 
fam ilies of England and Scotland 
are  m em bers o f co-op societies. 
And the idea is spreading fa s te r 
every day.

The idea moved to Sweden, 
where practically every commodity 
was controlled in price by a 
monopoly. Since 1918 the Swed­
ish co-operatives have broken or 
b rought into control every tru s t 
in Sweden.

T heir Consum er Co-operation is 
fast becoming the national econom­
ic order. It sets the prices fo r 
most commodities. And it is run 
by the people them selves. The ! 
Swedes call it economic democ­
racy.

It w ent to Denmark and rem ade 
th a t little  country . F inland im­
ported it and became a dem ocratic 
comm onwealth even before she 
came from  under Russian rule. To­
day no less an au tho rity  than  the 
p residen t of the Rank of Finland 
gives co-operation the m ajor share 
o f the credit fo r banishing the de­
pression from Finland.

* * *
Come* to America .

Now it has come to America. 
There have been co-operatives in 
Am erica before. The h istory  of 
American business is strew n with 
th e ir w reckage.

B ut th is latest co-op activity  is

based squarely on the success o f 
the movement in Great Britain and
Scandinavia. American farmers 
have taken  hold of the Idea, and, 
encouraged by their initial success, 
a re  pushing on, doing more and 
more things co-operatively.

Millions o f them are  beginning 
to talk  about economic dem ocracy, 
about a new economic order which 
they are  building them selves.

The movem ent cannot be laugh­
ed off. American business must 
face the challenge of the co-ops 
squarely and not a ttem p t to  min­
imize the ir im portance if private 
business hopes to m eet the issue.

F or the co-ops represen t a revo­
lution in buying habits. The peo­
ple are  discovering th a t they can 
run  business fo r them selves, can 
govern and control it dem ocrat­
ically. And, what is more to  the 
point, th a t they can snvc the p ro f­
its fo r themselves.

*  *  •

Force Changes in U. S.
In doing all these things, the co­

ops are  forcing certain  changes 
upon American business. The co­
op idea is taking hold.

It may mean th a t the people 
through the ir co-operative organ i­
zations are  going to cap tu re  the 
m ajor part of the retail business 
o f the nation. O r it  may mean 
th a t they are  going to  force A m er­
ican business to  reform  along co­
operative lines.

In any event, the co-ops have 
come to work deep and fa r-reach ­
ing changes. One cannot evade 
figures. And the figures o f co-op 
gains are  being w ritten up fo r all 
to  see.

The 
leaves contain some ozallc acid 
and should not be used, but they 
have such a small amount that 
after cooking the oxalic content Is 
nil.

Aside from Us pleasantly tart 
flavor which naturally stimulates 
the appetite, rhubarb Is a good 
source of Important food elements, 
ll  has phosphorous, that constitu­
ent so necessary for strong teeth 
and sound bones, and the essen­
tial vitamin C.

Be careful not to over-cook. 
V’ltamin C is destroyed if subject­
ed to loo great heat for too long 
a time and as little water as pos­
sible should be used because the 
rhubarb is very Juicy

Add Sugar After Cooking 
When you make sauce, be sure 

not to add the sugar until the 
plant is tender Not long ago a 
hbusewlfe said It took so much 
sugar to make the sauce sweet 
enough for her family to eat that 
she couldn’t afford to use the 
plant 1 found that she was cook­
ing the sugar with the sauce Add 
sugar just before taking off the 
fire Then let come to the boil­
ing point and remove at once. 
This makes a deliciously sweet 
and delicately flavored sauce 

For rhubarb tapioca cook the 
fruit In tapioca and water, adding 
sugar when tender, or the tapioca 
can be cooked separately and 
poured over rhubarb arranged in 
a buttered baking dish and the 
whole baked thirty minutes In a 
in,'ll. i.ite mi'll Serve with sugar 
and cream or with a custard 
sauce.
