In a brief open letter, John D. 
McRae replies to the criticism 
published Sunday.  •by Dr. H. B. 
Tanner of his political article 
published last Friday. Judge Mc-
Rae Writes: 

Dr. H. B. Tanner, City, 
Dear Dr. Tanner': 

If you will read my article 
again you will readily see that 
you are included in the political 
class whom I did not hope to 
reach with my appeal. You were 
born and reared in the North and 
in a Republican environment; and 
it is just as natural for you to 
view the subject under discussion 
from the standpoint of a North-
ern 'Republican as it is for me to 
view it from the standpoint of a 
SOuthern Democrat. 

And furthermore, Doctor, you 
may scrutinize my article as 
closely as you will and you will 

never had negro domination in 
the South but once and that was 
in the Carpetbag days which was 
inaugurated, fostered and main-
tained by the Republican party. 

You are a good man ancla  I 
have a very high esteem for you 
personally; but I oever hoped, 
and do not now hope, to reach 
the political class of which you 
are a member by the article crit-
icised by you, nor by any other 
appeal I might make lbased upon 
the same grounds.

Coverts and Food 
For Game Birds 

As this is "hunting time" 
throughout' a large part of the 
United States, interest attaches to 
information furnished by one of 
the government departments de-
signed to secure a greater degree 
of protection for upland game 
birds. It is pointed out, by the 
Agricultural Department that bib-
whites frequently use coverts -of 
rose, alder, bayberry, sumac and 
blackberry bushes, and dense banks 
of honeysuckle. These plants •fur-
nish food for the birds, but they 
should be supplemented by others 
more exclusively adapted for the 
purpose.' The quail is especially 
fond of mulberries in addition to 
those previously mentioned. 

Among valuable seed bearing 
plants are Japanese clover, beggar 
lice, buckwheat, .sorghum, broom-
corn, kafir corn, ' millet, Whea, 
wetches, cowpeas, and any plants 
of the pea family producing small 
seeds. These are sown. -in large 
quantities in cultivated areas 
known as feed patches. The seeds 
or milk pea, partridge pea, hog 
peanuts, wild !bean, and smart-
weeds, are important natural foods 
of the eastern quail, but their 
growth should be encouraged only 
where they will not become weed 
pests. 	• 	", 

Western quail are fond of the 
seeds of sumac. but clover, alfila-
ria, lupines, nape thistle, and tur-
key inellein, but ,where these 
plants are likely to. become nui-
sances the food species recom-
mended for the eastern quail will 
serve.' The -Hungarian partridge, 
like the bobwhites thrives in open 
country, where often the chief cov-
er is furnished by growing crops, 
hedges, or brushy feric rowss. Im-
proved coverts for the bird may 
be made, however, by planting 
much as recommended for quail. 

Farmers Hunt 
More Than City 

Men, Figures Show 
The farmer more, perhaps, than 

the city man, is a hunter, for the, 
man on a farm has more oppor-
tunities to hunt, as frequently all 
lie need do is pick up a gun and 
walk o few hundred yards from 
the farmhouse to find game. Be-
cause of that fact, it is likely that 
most of the shotsguns owned in 
the United States are in the hands 
of ,rural dwellers. 

Further, taking the country as 
a whole, it is on farms that most 
of the game birds and game ani-
mals are to be found. But, of 
course, state-awned lands provide 
for the enjoyment of shooting by 
thousands of gunners. Usually, 
shooting is better on public lands 
than on the average farm. How-
ever. the farm can and should be 
as good a place for small game, 
especially birds, as a state-owned 
tract. Stiresthe official and unof-

of control of "vermin"—as the nas 
thrill enemies of game are called. 
Absence of necessary cover 'is also 
a factor both in mortality of game 
and in' failure to attract wild life 

Ito farms. This condition is large-
ly due to the destruction of natur-
al cover by farming operations. 
These observations are based on 
the composite opinion of spoils-
men in various parts of the coun-
try. 

Many are of the belief that the 
situation could be greatly improved 
by eduction efforts- along the line 
of instruction as to the kinds dt 
cover required for various species 
of game. Concerning the subject 
of cover, the department of agri-
culture Farmers' Bulletin No. 
152,71 states: tates: 

favorite resorts of upland 
game fowl have long been known 
as coverts, no doubt On account of 
their being admirably adapted' to 
covering or concealing the birds. 
Such coverts are usually charac-
teriZed by an abundance of low 
but dense and stiff or thorny 
shrubberY, together with luxuri-
ant  growths of grasses and weeds. 
These plants supply also an im-
portant Part of the food of the 
birds.

this week when Southern •Metho-
dist University:from Dallas, Texas, 
plays the Army at West Point. 

The first team *am TeXas ever 
to invade the East, .S. M. U: will 
bring a dazzling pass attack which. 
has sent many great teams, in the 
southwest and middle west hurtling 
to defeat during the' past five 
years to pit against Army's veter-
an eleven. 

The S. ilI. U. Mustangs crushed 
Missouri's powerful eleven , last 
fall with.  an aerial offensive that 
rolled . rip 32 points—one:of the 
largest scores ever amassed against 
a Missouri team. The 1927 Mis-
souri Valley chapions beat North-
western the .next Saturday, 34 
to 19. 

In .the last five years S. M. U. 
has lost only four gaMes and 
stands second to. Notre Dame in 
games won and lost over that pe-
riod. From 1923 through 1927, the' 
Mustangs have scored 936 points 
to their 'opponents'  222 points. 
Only Texas A. and M.. (twice), 
Oklahoma University. and Center-
yna College have beaten S. M. U. 
during the past five. years. The 
Mustangs have played eight in-
ternational games during that pe-
riod and lost only one, to Oklaho-
ma, 9 to 0, in 1925. .

The Mustangs have other star 
backs in Ross Love. a 790 pound 
battering ram; Pat Knieff, a rue 
ged half-back with a penchant for 
slipping off tackle; and Ira Hop-
per, a indefatigable fullback who 
is a great defensive player.

Sprinkle each slice with 
salt and pile one on top of the  

other. Cover with a weight and 
let stand half an hour. Drain. 
Dip in fine cracker crabs, egg 
slightly beaten and again in 
crumbs. Saute in butter, brown-
ing first on one side and then on 
the other. Stir one or two table-
spoons ,  flour into' butter left in 
frying pan. Blend thoroughly and 
slowly add one or two cups of 
milk; stirring constantly, Bring 
to the boiling point and serve with 
tomatoes.

ACCUSED HEAR 
DEATH DECREE 
IN VARIED WAY.  

Four "f" es in Eastland 
CounA' Has Jury Given 

eath Verdict. 

y BOYCE HOUSE 
How does a man act when he 

hears the words from a jury that 
mean he is to he strapped in the 
electric chair or hanged by his 
neck until he is dead? 

E. V. Allen, convicted Satur-
day for the Carbon bank robbery, 
leaped to his feet and glared at 
the jury as he muttered incoher-
ently.- He was so weak when he 
reached the jail that he had to be 
helped up the steps. 

Henry Helms, the gunman who 
stood at the side door of the Cisco 
bank and with his two guns fought 
a duel that cost two officers their 
lives, was, sitting last spring with 
lowered head and eyes directed at 
the floor one Sabbath morning as 
church bells were chiming when 
the verdict was- read in his case. 
This was the attitude he had main-
tained throughout the trial and, 
as the grim words were uttered, 
not a muscle moved, not a touch 
of color came or went in that face 
which was as though carved of 
marble. The eyes were not lifted. 
The piercing scream and choking 
sob of his wife did not cause so 
much as the flutter of an eyelash 
on his part. 

After he had returned to jail 
however, Helms was not so calm. 
He paced restlessly up and 'down 
'his narrow cage and little sleep 
did he' enjoy that night. His case 
is now on appeal. 

Bob Mohler, who was found 
guilty of killing Hugh Maples, one-
armed service car driver of Cisco, 
was called from his cell on mid-
night one Saturday to hear the 
late Judge E. A. Hill read the 
verdict of the jury sentencing him 
to death. Mohler, naturally pale, 
did not alter in color nor did he 
utter a sound. He shot one glance, 
as swift as the fang of a rattle-
snake darting forth, in the direc-
tion of the jury Without shifting 
his head, and then directed his 
gaze again straight forward. • 

Back at the jail, a prisoner ask-
ed "What did they give you?" 
Mohler laconically answered, "All 
they had." 

He obtained a new trial and is 
now -serving 99 years in prison. 

The first man in the history of 
Eastland county to listen to • a 
death verdict was Sam- Grant, 
convicted,of the killing of an old 
stranger. Judge Thomas L. Blan-
ton was presiding over the court. 
Immediately after the verdict was 
read, Grant rolled a' cigarette and 
risked,  H. E. Lawrence, deputy 
sheriff at that time, for a match. 
The judge did not permit smoking 
and as the prisoner began puffing 
at the cigarette, Blanton said, 
There will be no smoking in the 

courtroom." Grant continued, 
undisturbed. When the judge re-
peated his command, Grant turn-
ed lazily to Lawrence and said, 
"I'd better quit or he'll put me in 
jail." 

Grant received a new trial and 
was given a life sentence. He 
escaped from prison and tradition 
says he made his way to Mexico 
and was an officer under Panch6 
Villa. 

There have been only four 
death verdicts in the county's his-
tory. This writer was present 
when two of them were read-the 
one in the 1Vldhler case and the 
one in the Helms case. 

Of the four death sentences, 
two have been returned this year. 
Neither of these historic trials 
was held in the courthouse as last 
spring the Old temple of justice 
was being torn down when Helms 
was tried and at present the new 
building is not yet ready for occu-
pansy. Helms was tried in the 
city courtroom in Eastland's• muni-
cipal building before Judge George  

wood when the Lions went down 
before Dublin, '7 to 0, after having 
roundly out-played the class B 
team for much of the game. Bad 
snapbacks from center lost pre-
cious ground for Brownwood, and 
good defensive work by the Lions 
center could not fully made up 
for these lapses. 

°Gilliam, Brownwood's backfield 
ace, did some pretty stepping. On 
the first play of the game, he hit 
the line for a short gain and on the 
next play pranced around right 
end for 18 yards. He followed 
this, two plays later, with a seven-
yard run. At this point, the Dub-
lin defense stiffened and, aided by 
the first of numerous bad snap-
backs, the visitors were able Lo 
gain the ball on downs. After 
Dublin had punted,. Gilliam went 
off tackle for seven and Taylor 
plower the line for the same dis-
tance. Taylor smashed through 
for six and Hicks skirted end for 
17 yards. The interference run-
ning of.the Lions caused comment 
for its effectiveness. But after 
reaching threatening position, the 
Brownwood team could go no fur-
ther. 

The lone touchdown of the 
game came net& the end of the 
second quarter. Dorsey of Dublin 
recovered the ball when the Lions' 

, center passed over Hicks' head. A 
line play, then a 15-yard pass, 
Brown to Whitten, put the ball on 
the two yard line. Stewart plung-
ed it over and Brown kicked goal. 

Neither team threatened to 
score during the second half and 
most of the ground-gaining was 
done by Dublin. Brown, Dublin 
punter, outclassed the Lions' kick-
er. Stewart starred on both of-
fense and defense for the winners. 
Taylor and Gilliam did good work 
defensively and offensively, for 
Brownwood. 

Jene Wagner of Rader, who 
viewed the game, comments re-
garding Brownwood: 

"Brownwood has some nice 
young players. Gilliam and Scott, 
16 and 17 years of age respective-
ly, stand out. While Scott's pass-
ing was at fault, he is a fine rov-
ing center and, with his passing, 
perfected, will make one ,of the 
outstanding centers of this dis-
trict. Brownwood shows the ef- 

fects of Woodward's coaching al-
ready and some of- his plays re-
mind us of Kirkpatrick at his best. 
They are showing -fine blocking 
and interference and next year 
will make somebody step to catch 
them. Both teams played excep-
tionally clean football and the 
game was' bard 'fought through-
out." 

GRID ELEVENS 
ON COAST FACE 
BANNER SEASON

SAN FRANCISCO.-The most 

exciting Pacific coast Conference 
race in years, with a bit of inter-
sectional rivalry thrown in for 
good measure, is predicted for this 
season. 

Stanford, California and the 
Southern C,alifornia Trojans point 
to an array of veterans as the 
first pigskins start soaring, while 
other schools in the ten-team loop 
also boast championship aspira-
tions. 

Leading the dark horse contin-
gent are the husky Idaho Vandals, 
who disputed first' honors last year 
with Stanford and U. S. C. Eleven 
fast and heavy veterans are on the 
rosier of Charles-Erb, who teach-
es the Vandals a dangerous brand 
of the game he mastered under 
the late Andy Smith at California. 

Oregon State, coached by Paul 
Sehissler, who in general follows 
the Notre Dame style of play, 
takes the field centered. around 
Howard Mlaple, a quarterbacl• 
whose running attack last fall rat-
ed,  hi mall-conferenee honors. The 
Aggies last year lost to the lead-
ing coast teams only by. the slim-
mest margins and northern critics 
declare they have additional stren-
gth this season. 

Washington, Washington State, 
Oregon and Montana all start the 
season with nnknown power. On 
each of these elevens, important 
positions - through graduations 
and other losses of personnel-
must be intrusted to untested ath-
letes. 

Coach Enoch Bagshaw of Wash-
ington appears hardest hit of all 
the western coaches. Seventeen 
of his Huskies were lost by fac-
ulty rulings or the diploma route. 
• Washington State's most promi-

nent absentee in little "Butch" 
Meeker, the midget quarterback 
who guided the Staters for three 
years. 

*University of California at Los 
Angeles, elected to the conference 
last fall, will bow into the circle 
against several Conference foes 
with a light' team. Captain Joe 
Fleming, stellar broken-field run-
ner, is consideredthe Bruins' chief 
hope, against fast company. 

For the first time in several 
years football prospects at Cali-
fornia are bright. The Bear op-
timism is kindled by. the fact that 
17 letter men and several veter-
ans who dropped from college will 
report to Coach•"Nibs" Price. 

Howard Jones at U. S. C. has a 
bevy of veterans including Jesse 
Hibbs, captain and 'tackle; Don 
Williams, flashy but fragile run-
ning mate of Morley 'Drury last 
year, and Russell Saunders, a 
smashing back, who was groomed 
in the fading days of last fall as 
Drury's successor in Jones' "one-
man" offensive system. 

Stanford, according to Glenn 
"Pop" Warner, famed coach, has 
"more good material than any 
other squad in my 33 years of 
coaching." 

Considering Warner's usual 
gloomy comments until the game 
is over and won or lost, the Car-
dinal followers are backing Cap-
tain "Biff" Hoffman, fullback, 
and his veteran aides, with early 
season enthusiasm and confi-
dence. 

Three of the Pacific schools 
have games scheduled with repre-
sentative eastern elevens. 

Stanford mets West Point in 
New York in December. The Tro- 

jans, smarting under two one-
point defeats in two years, enter-
tain Notre Dame at Los Angeles 
on December 8, and Coach Schiss-
ler will lead Oregon state east to 
play NOw York University.on No-
vember 29.
