Insm]latmn‘of g large amount
of automatic refrigerating equip-
ment is being made aboard the
Leviathan, now in port. The in-
stallations are being made in the
fore and aft sections, remote
from the central refrigerating
plant, which was designed to sup-
ply refrigeration for the .entire
vessel.

The central refrigerating
tem circulated cold brine to all
parts of the liner through sev-
eral miles wof piping. Recently
some of the pipes

sys-

sary to either replace them or to
install small unit refrigerating
systems in distant parts of the
ship. Engineers decided upon the
latter plan as being cheaper and
in other ways more desirable.

Several months ago a small
household Frigidaire was placed
in the private quarters of Capt.
Harold A. Cunningham, who com-
the flagship of U. 8.
Lines. An ice cream cabinet was
installed in the “A” deck pantry.

CIVILIAN BAN

Acute Shortage of Pilots
Possible Relaxed Re-

strictions.

WASHINGTON.—Faced by an| ‘

acute shortage of pilots in nd\dl
aviation, thL navy department is
considering several plans by which
civilians may " be taken directly
into the flying service.

Until now navy regulations have
not permitted a civilian to enlist
for aviation duty but this may
shmtly be changed because of the
navy’s desire to build up the avia-
tion personnel to compare with the
regular service,

Opportunities for civilians to
obtain naval aviation training
have been limited in the past ow-
ing to the requirement that a pilot
must first enlist in the regular
navy service and take his chanccs
on being assigned to aviation.

Twelve hundred aviation pilots
are required under the five-year
air expansion program which will
terminate in 1931. Prospects of
obtaining this number under the
present plan of enlistment ave
“distinctly discouraging,” Acting
Secretary Edward B. Warner said.

Plans for expanding the naval
reserve in order to provide more
cligible recruits for aviation are
also being considered. It is prob-
able, also, that so far as prac-
ticable without in any way dimin-
ishing safety and technical re-
quirements, the way will be paved
for more enlisted men and reserv-
ists to obtain commissions.
