TAFT'S FINANCIAL VIEW

SAGE HAS BEEN COMPLETRED
RECEIPTS WILL IMPROVE,

INTERNAL REVENUE BOOMING

$299.5860.000 of Panama Canal Bonds
Authorized But Not Yet

Issued.

Warhington, Dec, 1.—The financial
portion of the President’'s messhge has
been completed., 1t was taken up at
some length at yesterday's sessiom of
the Cabinet. The Panama Canal bond
situation and other features engaged
close attentlon.

Yesterday's figures show a working
balance In the treasury of $26.533,680,
though the total balance In the gen
eral fund, which Includes this work
Ing balunce In the treasury oflices,
the balance In banks and In the
treasury of the Philippine Islands
and other detalls Is placed ut $82,079,
472,

Yesterday's exceas of all dlsburse
ments over all receipts is $252, 747, but
the excess of all disbursements ovel
all receipts so far this fiscal year Is
only $44.206966 as agalnst $94,772,308
for the same period in the previow
fiscal year.

The Internal revenunes receipts are
booming. Upward of $25,000,000 fos
the current fiscal yoar is expected from
the corporation tax and the estimates
for the various departments of the
Government have been heavily cut
As to the Panama bond mentioned
in the discussion there are $290,569,000
of these bonds authorized, but not yet
{ssued.

The sum of $97,060,848 represents
the balance expended out of the gem-
eral fund of the treasury reimbursable
from proceeds of bonds mot yet sold.
“Whils existing laws authorize $375,
200,980 In Panama bonds, only $84,
$31,980 have ever been lssued.

His foreman, Fred Slatber, ls & German
stone mason, The wages of the men are the one
debt whieh Mr. Schwars does not intend to neg-
lect and his men are pald every Saturday as if
they were working for a wealthy contractor who
had thousands to back his operations. To do this

the bullder bas had to rely upon the kindness of .,

That $6,000 that has siready been put Into the
work was gathered moatly from the contributions
of friends all over the country. Other pastors
have taken up benefit collections, a friend in In-
diana sent 5200, and the congregation has con
tributed far beyond what might be expected from
thelr means. Mr. Schwarz made a house-to-houss
campaign of four days down in Riley, Kan.  and
rilsed $200 in that way. One of the church trus-
tees. who declared when the project was bagus
that be would not do anything to ald it, has a)
ready given §100, and others have given $100 nnd
§200  contributions. Churches bave promised
contributions that will probably average 326 each
and several bundred dollars more Is expected
from that source.

“If 1 just had 36,000 more 1 could finish "™
says the minister, and he seems not to lack faith
that the $6.000 will come as It Is needed.

Mr. Schwarz's unique undertaking has sttract
ed considerable attention and promises of finan-
clal nssistance have come In from various parts
of the country. These douations to & most wor
thy cause are for the most part in small amounts,
but are none the lesa appreciated by the ener
kctie pastor and the socouragement thus re
celved has had no Hittle part in helping along the
Ecod work.
