New Dishes to Relieve
The Monotony of Meals |

By JOSEPHINE B. GIBSON

OMETIMES we hesitate to try

a4 new dish because we are
afraid it will not appeal to the
rest of the family, and we go on
cooking the old standbys until our
meals fall into a rut.
