Thursday, May 22

WICHITA FALLS, Tex., May* 20 
Former governor James E. Fcrgu 
son will learn Thursday whether or 
not Ills name can be printed on tho 
Democratic primary ballot.

The special state supreme court 
appointed to act on Ferguson’s 
plication for a mandamus against 
the state Democratic executive com 
mittce will set in Austin Thursday, 
according to Judge Alex H. Britain 
of Wichita Falls, a member of the 
court. Arguments and briefs have 
been received and considered, and 
the decision will be handad down 
Thursday.

It will bo tho second supreme 
court action on the qualifications of 
a candidate, the regular supremo 
court having ruled Saturday that 
Thomas B. Love has a right to a 
plgce on the ticket. I

Without applying to the com­
mittee for a ballot place, Ferguson 
went directly to the high court. His 
political status is somewhat doubt­
ful, due to tho fact two special acts 
of tho legislature were passed ou 
his qualifications.

When Ferguson was impeached 
as governor and ousted, he auto­
matically lost his right to hold of- 
fico. Subsequently, an amnesty 
act was passod during tho gover­
norship of his wife, and his right 
to hold office was restored. When 
Mrs. Ferguson was defeated for re- 
election, another legislature repeal­
ed the amnesty bill. Ferguson 
contends the repeal act is uncon 
stitutional.

DALLAS, Tex., May 19—Wheth­
er Bishop James Cannon Jr., of

Delegates to the conference lor 
and against the stormy petrel of 
Methodism were disturbed by ru­
mors as to what action would be 
taken, as the time for the report 
approached.

it was reliably reported this 
morning that Bishop Cannon sent 
a communication tor the committee, 
throwing himself on the mercy of 
that body. It was also reported 
that foes of the Virginian will 
again go before the committee 
again anxious to forestall any 
report that might be favorable to 
him.

Cannon’s friends are known to 
have appeared before the investi­
gators to urge that no trial be 
voted for Cannon. Members of 
the body arc divided, some favoring 
censure o f the bishop, and some 
staunchly in favor of endorsing 
him.

The conference this morning 
decided to start voting Tuesday 
morning on the three new bishops 
to be chosen. The election will be 
held by sc ret ballot, and without 
nominations, and with majorities 
required for selection. Scattering 
votes for favorite friends made it 
unlikely the new bishops will be 
chosen in the early ballots.

The conference adopted a reso­
lution today in behalf of the 3,000,- 
000 members it represents ex­
pressing gratitude to President 
Hoover for his efforts toward pro­
hibition enforcement and urged 
that the present congress tighten 
the Enforcement machinery.

“ We also commend you for your 
efforts in behalf of world peace, 
and pledge to you our active and 
continued support for a reduction 
of armaments,” f the resolution 
said. “ The achievements of the 
London conference on naval arm­
aments was not as substantial as 
we had hoped for, however, some 
important objectives were reached 
and we trust others will be achiev­
ed at future conferences.”

Dr. A. C. Miller of Arkansas de­
manded from the floor of the con­
ference today that the report of 
the committee on temperance and 
social service be made immediate­
ly, and was informed that a few 
details required the committed’s 
consideration before it reported 
finally.

Josephus Daniels, former secre­
tary of the navy, is chairman of 
the committee. The differences 
between him and Bishop Cannon 
have split the conference into two 
factions.

City Officials

Pay Their Taxes

The city officials called atten­
tion this morning to* the fact that 
only 11 days remained in which 
city taxes could be paid without a 
penalty being added.

Selection Of 
Jury Starts In 

Murder Trial
Defendant Charged With 

“ Gravel Pit”  Murder of 
Jack Johnson at Cisco on 
April 1

Nine jurrors had been selected in 
the Danny Leach case, at 3:09 
o ’clock this afternoon and it was 
said that testimony would probably 
be started before the cud of Die 
day.

The case w’as moving along faster 
than had been expected and by two 
o ’clock jurors had been selected, 
only five being refused for service 
out of the first panel of 12 men 
that were questioned.

Judge George L. DavenporV was 
on the bench in the 88th district 
court this morning when the case 
of the State vs. Danny Leach, 20, 
of Cisco, was called. Leach is 
under indictment, charged by the 
grand jury with the murder of 
Jack Johnson, 37, of Golden, Colo­
rado.

Leach entered the courtroom be­
fore the trial started, accompanied 
by a deputy sheriff. He was dress­
ed in a dark blue suit of modern 
cut, with a handkerchief in the 
breast pocket. Leach is a debon- 
aire youth, rather slight o f build 
with blonde hair, which he wears 
brushed straight back. Two small 
adhesive plaster bandages were on 
his neck and right jaw. A slight 
swelling was noticeable under the 
bandages.

Both the State and the defense 
announced ready for trial when 
the case was called and tho jury 
panel was called. County Attor­
ney Joe H. Jones, assisted by 
deputy county attorneys Grady 
Owen and W. B. Collie, began 
questioning the first prospective 
juror shortly after 10:30. After 
a few questions by the county at­
torney he was turned over to the 
defense attorneys for further ques­
tioning. Frank Judkins and Oscar 
Chastain arc the attorneys for tho 
defense.

It is thought by court attaches 
that the jury will not be complet­
ed until late in the afternoon, as 
175 men had been called on the 
special venire. Fully half of these 
were excused by the court on legal 
and business excuses.

Leach took a keen interest in 
the questioning of the jurors as 
they were called to the witness 
stand. He displayed little interest 
in the proceedings o f the count un­
til this point but drew his chair 
up close to the defense attorneys 
and. sitting out on the edge o f his 
chair, he listened closely to the 
questions and answers.

Stations are located on the Old 
Spanish Trail, southwest of Giryin 
and just o ff its intersection 
with highway 90, in Pecos 
County, at Girvin, and another be­
tween Fort Stockton and Alpine, 
near Alpine. There are others 
too, in the Dig Pend country, but 
these are seen on the trip between 
here and Alpine.

Each station is marked with a 
U. S. flag and signs appear on the 
roadside a few hundred feet west 
of the stations which instruct the 
passerby to stop pfor inspection.

At night the lights are turned 
on in front of the little houses 
which are used by the agents and 
they stey into the road to halt the 
motorist.

Just how many representatives 
of the underworld and lawless cle­
ment; just how many gallons of
liquor, and just how many other 
iliscoverics out of their line have 
been made no one knows, and they 
are not expected to tell.

Keeping chick mortality below 10 
per cent is largely a matter of 
sanitation, according to Doctor Jull. 
The first thing necessary is to get 
eggs or chicks from breeding stock 
that has been tested for bacillary 
white diarrhea. In the second 
place, be sure that the incubation 
of the eggs has been carried out 
under the most sanitary condition 
possible. Then the brooder house 
should he carefully disinfected and 
the litter replaced two or three 
times a week. Clean feed, fed in 
clean troughs, is another important 
factor in reducing chick mortality.

o f heel-sweep once to each middle.
