A few are being held for 
more information and individuals 
who have received cards to come 
in should do so at once in order to 
get all applications approved as 
early as possible.

This program is for low-income 
farm families, that is families 
making $400 or less gross cash 
income, a part o f which is deriv­
ed from the farm or farm labor. 
I f  you are u bona-fide farm fami­
ly, are eligible to take part in 
this program, and have not made 
application for matttess, do so at 
once. June 15th is the dead line 
for getting the applications in.

The cotton is arriving in the 
county daily and when the tick­
ing arrives the program will start 
in the work centers over the coun­
ty.

The following communities have 
been approved as work centers 
and committees have worked out 
the equipment needed for the 
making o f the mattresses: A la­
meda, Rising Star, B lu ff Branch. 
Dan Horn or Scranton, Morton 
Valley, Kokomo, Desdemona. 
Other centers can be arranged for 
if the people in the community 
will make arrangements for build­
ings and equipment and notify 
Miss Ruth Ramey, county home 
demonstration agent.

A  meeting will be called and 
committees worked out to be in 
charge o f the work. Only 12 cen­
ter.-, will be in operation at any 
one time, but as soon as one com­
pletes the work there another will 
be opened. The first centers ready 
for work and approved will be 
opened first and on down the line.

“ Tell your neighbors o f the 
program and ask all who are elig­
ible and need a mattress to get 
th.- application in at once,”  Miss 
Ramey said ‘ ‘application blanks 
will be muiled you if you are not 
able to come in to sign. Send 
card to the home demonstration 
agent and blank will be sent by 
return mail."

LONDON.— Every soldier should 
be provided with a steel breast 
plate as well as a steel helmet, 
says Dr. Kenneth Walker, Harley 
Street physician, and captain o f 
the R.A.M.C. in the World War.

Thousands o f men died in the 
trenches in the last war by being 
hit in the chest with tiny frag­
ments o f grenades or shells. Sixty 
per cent o f the wounded who ar­
rived at the casualty stations were 
hit by projectiles other than bul­
lets.

It took the government two 
years to sanction steel helmets. 
Having accepted the principle that 
it is worth while protecting the 
head from projectives o f compara­
tively low penetrating power, why 
not extend it to other even more 
vulnerable parts o f the body? asks 
Dr. Walker.

Miss M.ibei T. ltouidman. secre­
tary o f the American Red Cross, 
has made the following appeal to 
the people to contribute to the 
present movement to obtain funds 
for the relief o f war sufferers:

the national nominating conven­
tion has switched political inter­
est to the state campaign.

All entries in the statewide rac­
es must be in registered mail, ad­
dressed to the State Democratic 
Executive Committee Chairman or 
secretary before midnight, June 3.

The statewide races are: U. S. 
senator, governor, lieutenant gov-f 
emor, attorney general, comp­
troller, treasurer, agricultural 
commissioner, railroad commis­
sioner, state school superinten­
dent, chief justice state supreme 
court, associate justice state su­
preme court, judge court o f crim­
inal appeals.

Next step toward selection o f 
democratic candidates for these 
offices will be taken on June 10. 
The state democratic executive 
committee will meet in Austin at 
that time and certify the candi­
dates to the various county com­
mittees.

The county committees will 
meet one week later and by lot 
decide the order in which the 
names o f candidates shall appear 
on the ballot for each county.

By leaving this drawing to the 
county committees, no candidate 
is given the advantage o f having 
his name first or last on all the 
ballots for the primary election to 
be held on July 27. First and last 
places are considered the most 
favorable places to catch the votes 
o f undecided or indifferent bal- 
loters.

It is possible that the June 10 
meeting of the state democratic 
executive committee may also sub­
mit the question o f return to state 
wide prohibition to be voted upon 
in the July 27 primary.

Advocates of a return to pro­
hibition claim they will have the 
required number o f signatures to 
demand such a referendum. The 
referendum, o f course, is not e f­
fective to enact or defeat prohi­
bition plans. I f  a majority o f the 
votes are for the proposal it be­
comes a party platform pledge. It 
was made a party demand once 
before but legislators followed in­
stead the demands o f their partic­
ular districts and defeated the 
proposal.

While the democratic primary 
election will not be held until 
July 27, voting will begin on July 
7. The election law permits per­
sons who are going to be absent 
from their voting precincts on 
election day to procure ballots in 
advance by making affidavit that 
they will be gone. Such ballots are 
given to the county clerk between 
July 7 and July 24 and by him 
sent to the proper voting place.

Based on poll tax payments 
made this year, it is expected that 
more than 1,000,000 ballots will 
be placed in the voting boxes on 
July 27. A candidate who obtains 
a majority o f all votes cast for 
the office he seeks, will become

majority the two with high votes 
will contest in a run-off primary 
election to be held August 24. The 
majority nomination is required to 
make their W a l  nominations by 
majority or plurality vote.

Beside the filing and voting 
dates, a candidate must also keen 
track o f the various days when he 
must file with the secretary o f 
state a report o f his campaign ex­
penditures.

The law purports to be very 
strict about these expense state­
ments and goes so far as to pro­
vide that a candidate failing to 
comply can have his name kept 
o ff the ballot for the general elec­
tion. When an attempt was made 
to enforce this provision, how­
ever, the Fourth Court o f Civil 
Appeals at San Antonio ruled 
that this could not be done for a 
constitutional officer, because the 
constitution states all the qualifi­
cations and limitations.

Most of the elective statewide 
offices are constitutional offices.

The expense limit permitted for 
candidates for governor and U. S. 
senator is $10,000 and for other 
statewide officers and congress­
men the permitted expenditure is 
$2,500. Four-fifths o f the money 
may be spent in the first primary. 
A statement o f the expenses must 
be filed not more than 30 and not 
less than 25 days before the first 
primary, or between June 27 and 
July 2. Another report must be 
filed not more than 12 days nor 
less than eight days before the 
election, and a final statement 
must he filed within 10 days a f­
ter the election. The statements 
must be sworn.

Unofficial results o f the elec­
tion are gathered by an organiza­
tion formed by newspaper pub­
lishers known as the Texas Elec­
tion Bureau. Its returns usually 
designate the winners election 
night, unless the races are partic­
ularly close. The election bureau 
tabulations are issued thereafter 
until there can be no doubt o f the 
results. The official canvass o f the 
first primary election will be 
made by the 9tate democratic ex­
ecutive committee on Aug. 12. 
The official canvass o f the re­
turns c f the run-off election will 
be mr.de Sept. 9. The winning 
candidates will be formally nomi­
nated at the state democratic con­
vention to be held on Sept. 10. 
The place for this convention is 
to be selected by the executive 
coinm’ttee at tis meeting in Aus­
tin, June 10.

The Nazi high command said to­
night that the allied forces trap­
ped in Belgium and Northern 
France were fighting a gallant 
but hopeless” battle and must 
surrender or be destroyeo within
0 few hours.

The allies claimed that strong 
rear guard actions were being 
lought to cover evacuation o f 
troops through the port ol Dunk­
erque and indications were that a 
considerable portion o f the army, 
estimated at 500,000, have been 
evacuated.

The Germans claimed to have 
taken the Belgian ports o f Ostend 
and Zeebrugge and the French city 
o f L illi.

The British said their planes had 
shot down 22 German bomber* 
over Dunkerque today, without a 
single loss to the allies.

Even the allies admitted that 
the Battle o f Flanders was a Ger­
man victory, but the French 
claimed the Germans were ex­
hausted from their offensive and
1 sd suffered heavy losses, includ­
ing 2.000 tanks and mote than 
half o f their 4,000 first-line planes.

The French were strengthening 
the new line south o f the River 
Somme and the British indicated 
that shipping might be diverted 
front Londton to the Southwestern 
ports.

One favorable spark for the 
allies was the announcement that 
British forces had taken the 
Norwegian Arctic port o f Narvik, 
after seven weeks o f fighting.

The Nazi high command declar­
ed that after the Battle o f Fland­
ers the lull Nazi force will be 
turned on the British Isles.

The French said the Nazi troops 
have been using trains of gliders 
behind their bombers, to drop 
troops in the northern part o f 
France.

The whole thing has been confined to 
xumors and speculation. Jhat is where it should stay.

The whole American'system of government is deeply, 
grounded in a simple mechanism. This mechanism is not 
jjrovidod by the Constitution, but it is so simple and prac­
tical that it has operated without a break since Washing- 
ton’s second term. It insures that the voters must have a 
choice of both candidates and programs.

When tlie voters have chosen, the winning < andidate.! 
party and program are to run the government. The other 
party remains in opp< sition. a constant critical check on 
Ute party in power. If 1 h*• party in power does not do well, 
the other can always offer a program that will suit the 
voters better And if the voters see “a better'ole,” they can 
always go to it via the ballot box

*. * * I
• The coalition idea proposes that we abandon all this.
It proposes that the p-esent Democratic government take 
in an appropriate numbejr of sympathetic Republicans so 
that both ( arties w ill be represented in the government at 
once. There would be no opposition, no check against the 
acts of the administration, no alternative to which the vot­
ers could turn if they do not liKe what is being done.

It is conceivable that in some desperate national em -' 
ergency this might have to be tone. And yet the United 
States has survived some pretty desperat ■ crisis w ithout it.
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There is no need for formal coalition now. As Alf Lan- 
don has said, “ party politics stops at the water’s edge.” 
Republicans will undoubtedly give complete support to 
policies once launched. But they should reserve the right 
to offer alternate polii ies while decisions are still in the 
making. And in the meantime life at home goes on. Criti­
cism of domestic policies are still vital.

This does not mean that men like Landon and Frank 
Knox should not be informed as to what goes on, and 
should not co-operate in every proper way. But to destroy 
the two-party system with a coalition government is a ; 
thing to which even Britain in i*s desperate hour of need  ̂
has not yet come. Our own need has not yet reached any 
such urgency.
