One of Nine

James Lee Michael Eakin, 15, 
grandson of Mr. and Mrs. Carl 
Eakin of Ranger, was killed in­
stantly Saturday near Kenedy, 
Texas, in what has been describ­
ed as one of the worst car acci­
dents in Texas history when nine 
people were killed in a head-on 
collision.

James Lee, who had been living 
with his step-father and mother, 
Mr. and Mrs. Henry Moas, of 
Ingleside, was fieing taken by the 
Moas family to Kerrville where 
they were going to carry out an 
annual custom, which was putting 
James on a bus to visit his grand­
parents ,in Ranger.

The Moas car, a brand new 1957 
model which was making its first 
trip anywhere, was in a head-on 
collision with another car on an 
open stretch of highway on a 
bright, dry afternoon, and every­
body in it was killed including 
Mr- and Mrs. Moas, James Lee, 
a 2-year-old daughter, and even 
e. pet dog, all of whom were killed 
instantly, and 5-year-old Leslie 
Moas died of his injuries Sunday 
morning.

Warden’s Finish 
Panhandle Area 
Antelope Count

AUSTIN,— The total count of 
antelope in the Panhandle area 
of Texas this year showed a de­
crease over a similar count last 
year, but more bucks are present, 
according to the- Director o f Law 
Enforcement of the Texas Game 
and Fish Commission.

The count was made by Pilot 
Warden Frank Hamer, Jr. and bio­
logist Bob Van Cleave. They flew 
57 hours in making the cheek, and 
counted 1564 antelope. On a simi­
lar count last year Hamer check­
ed 1822.

This showed a decrease o f 299, 
with 205 antelope killed on the 
Panhandle hunt in 1956.

“ In 1956 there were 563 bucks 
counted in the area,”  Hamer said. 
“ There were 205 taken on the 
hunt, leaving- 358. This year there
during the third quarter, 13-day 
allowables being set July and Aug­
ust.

“ However, with recent discover­
ies and some more good prospects, 
we hope to be able to make our 
discovery rate compensate for re­
ductions in allowables.”  *

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEG­

ISLATURE OF THE STATE OF 
TEXAS:
Section 1. That Section 51a of Ar­

ticle III of the Constitution of the State 
o f Texas be amended, to read as fol­
lows :

“ Section 51a. The Legislature shall 
have the power, by General Laws, to 
provide, subject to limitations and re­
strictions herein contained, and such 
other limitations, restrictions and reg­
ulations as may by the Legislature be 
deemed expedient for assistance to, and 
for the payment of assistance to:

“ (1) Needy aged persons who are 
actual bona fide citizens of Texas and 
who are over the age of sixty-five (65) 
years; provided that no such assistance 
shall be paid to any inmate of any 
state-supported institution, ^phile such 
inmate, or to any person who shall not 
have actually resided in TWtas for at 
least five (5) years during fne nine (9) 
years immediately preceding the appli­
cation for such assistance and contin­
uously for one (1) year immediately 
preceding such application; provided 
that the maximum payment per month 
from state funds shall not be more 
than T*jtfcnty-five Dollars ($25) per per­
son ; arid provided further that no pay­
ment in excess of Twenty-one Dollars 
($21) shall be paid out of state fund* 
to an individual until and %’nless such 
additional amounts are matched by the 
Federal Government.

“ (2) Needy blind persons who are 
actual bona fide citizens of Texas and 
are over the age of twenty-one (21) 
Tears; provided that no §uch assistance 
»hall be paid to any inmate of any state 
BiJpported institution, while such in­
mate, or to any person who shall not 
have actually resided in Texas at least 
five (5) years during the nine (9) 
years immediately preceding t^e ap­
plication for such assistance and con­
tinuously for one (1) year immediately 
preceding such application.

“ (3) Needy children who are actuar 
bona fide citizens of Texas and are 
under the age of sixteen (16) years, 
provided that no such assistance shall 
be paid on account of any child over 
one (1) year old who has not con­
tinuously resided in Texas for one (1) 
year immediately preceding the applica­
tion for such assistance, or on account 
of any child under the age of one (1) 
year whose mother has not continuously 
resided in Texas for one (1) year im­
mediately preceding such application.

“ The Legislature shall have the au­
thority to accept from the Federal Gov­
ernment of the United States such
needy ag-ed, needy blind, and needy 
children as such Government may offer

further, that the total amount of monejp 
to be expended out of state funds fB** 
such assistance to the needy aged» 
needy blind, and needy children shall 
never exceed the sum of Forty-seven 
Million Dollars ($47,000,000) per year.

“ The Legislature shall enact appro* 
priate laws to make lists of the recip­
ients of aid hereunder available for 
inspection.

“ Supplementing legislative appropif-
ations for assistance payments au­
thorized by this section, the following 
sums are allocated out of the Omnibus 
Tax Clearance Fund and are appro­
priated to the State Department of 
Public Welfare for the period begin­
ning December 1, 1957 and ending
August 31, 1959: Four Million, Nine 
Hundred Thousand Dollars ($4,900,000). 
for Old Age Assistance, One Hundred, 
Seventy-Five Thousand Dollars ($175,- 
000) for Aid to the Blind, and Five 
Hundred, Twenty-five Thousand Dollars 
($525,000) for Aid to Dependent Chil­
dren Such allocations and appropria­
tions shall be made available on the 
basis of equal monthly installments 
and other wise shall be subject to tLe 
provisions of currently existing laws 
making allocations qnd appropriations 
for these purposes."

Sec. 2. The foregoing Constitutional 
Amendment shall be submitted to the 
qualified elector* of Texas at an elec­
tion to be held throughout the Stats 
of Texas on the 5th day of November, 
1957, at which election there shall be 
printed on such ballot the following 
clauses;

“ FOR the Constitutional Amendment 
incBeasing the limit on the maximum 
monthly payment to needy aged persons 
from state funds from Twenty Dollars 
($20) per month to Twenty-five Dol­
lars ($25) per month subject to certain 
conditions for payment in excess of 
Twenty-one Dollars ($21) per month 
and on the total yearly expenditure out 
of state funds for assistance to needy 
aged, needy blind, and needy children 
from Forty-two Million Dollars ($42,- 
000,000) per year to Forty-seven Mil­
lion Dollars ($47,000,000) per year, and 
allocating and appropriating additional 
sums, supplementing current legisla­
tive appropriations, for payment ef 
assistance grants."

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Newly Discovered Cave Is Now 
Great Wonder of Modern World

One of the great wonders of the j state-owned Bank of the Republic
has operated the mine. Aboutmodern world —  a massive under­

ground cathedral carved complete­
ly from salt —  has been known to 
nan only eight years but already 
i i attracting more than 200,000 
\ isitors annually.

The Cathedral of Our Lady of 
the Rosary, deep in an ancient salt 
nine near Bogota, Colombia, is 
less than seven hours from the U. 
fj. on the Latin American routes 
of Braniff Airways. Larger than 
lfotre Dame, its glistening gray 
salt walls will comfortably hold 
5000 worshipers.

The vast salt mine of Zipaquira 
is located thirty-two miles from 
Bogota near the village of Zi­
paquira- When the. Spanish con­
quistadors first came to South 
America in the 1,6 th century, the 
Indians showed them the mine, but 
there is historical evidence that 
Colombia’s earliest peoples had 
worked the salt deposits for many 
centuries before.

For the past several years, the

eight years ago miners working in 
the deep tunnels came upon a 
great cavern. It was long and 
broad and high. Gigantic squarish 
columns, spaced in planned sym­
metry, perfectly balanced the high 
roof.

The cavern so resembled a 
cathedral that the people decided 
to establish a place of worship 
there. Work began in 1950 and 
more than .$300,000 has been spent 
to mold the existing wonder into 
a beautiful cathedral-.

A visitor can either drive his 
car through one of the long twist­
ing tunnels down to the cathedral 
or walk several hundred feet from 
another entrance. More than 50 
miles of lighted tunnels zigzag 
through the known parts of the 
mine. In front of the cathedral is 
parking space for 200 ears,

From the grilled entrance gates, 
three naves stretch 400 feet to 
the altar area. The main altar is

dominated by a large cross sil­
houetted against the dark gray of 
the salt crystal walls. To the right 
is a chapel where Mass is cele­
brated twice on Sundays and on 
Saturdays and Feast Days- In a 
niche on this altar is an image of 

j Our Lady of Rosario, the patron 
of miners, in whose honor t h e  
cathedral was dedicated in 1950. 
There are nine other altars and 
innumerable shrines.

Soft fluorescent lighting playing- 
on the natural salt crystal accents 
the beauty and depth of the giant 
chamber. Two great supporting- 
columns are about thirty feet 
square and the naves approximate­
ly 73 feet high. The floor area of 
the Cathedral is more than 28,- 
000 square feet and covered with 
a locally made ceramic tile, A pipe 
crgan was flown from Italy in 
1956 and assembled within t h el 
mine.

When the Cathedral is finished, 
its capacity will be doubled to ac­
commodate 10,000 people. In the 
meantime, the mine continues to 
be one of Colombia’s most valuable 
assets, and in 1956 produced more 
than 172,000 tons of salt.

Tours to the mine and Cathe­
dral can be arranged for visitors 
to Bogota through Bra niff’s o f­
fices in the Hotel Tequendama. 
Via Panama, the airline operates 
first class and tourist service to 
Bogota from the Miami gateway. 
Through service from New York 
and Washington to Bogota is 
flown by an inter-change agree­
ment with Eastern Air Lines.

Atoms for Peace 
Display Set for 
Fair at Waco

“ Atoms for Peace” — unique and 
elaborate display developed by the 
U. S. Atomic Energy Commission

One of the outstanding portions 
of the 82-panel display is an ex­
planation, in simple terms, of 
what the components of the atom 
are, what a chain reaction is and 
how it is carried out, what radio­
isotopes are and how they are 
produced, and how these radio­
isotopes are used in the fields of 
medicine, agriculture, and indus­
try.

No scientific background is 
necessary for visitors to under­
stand this fascinating exposition 
of the grow,th of this amazing 
field of science. The graphic panel 
and “ island”  displays in the “ At­
oms for Peace” exhibit are readily 
comprehensible to school children 
and adults alike. By pushing a 
button, ithe spectator can see just 
how a chain reaction works; by 
pushing another button, he can 
operate a 16-foot model of an at­
omic energy plant for producing 
electricity; a third button activat­
es a visual and audible explana­
tion of the use o f radioisotopes in 
plant - fertilization studies.
