Due to an anticipated over­
crowded condition in the West 
W ard Elementary School, it is now 
apparent that one section must be 
moved from West Ward to South 
Ward for the 1957-1958 School 
year, Supt. Wendell Siebert an­
nounced today.

It has been impossible to make 
a decision until first grade regis­
tration was complete, and it is now 
evident that it will be necessary 
to have three sections of the tirsc 
grade, he said. Approximately 70 
pupils are now registered for the 
first grade for the 1957-58 school 
term.

Membership in all grades has 
been carefully checked and pre­
sent plans are to move one-half of

normal dependents shall be eligi­
ble to receive commodities even 
though their income exceeds the 
limits mentioned previously.

Building Leased
The Court has already leased the 

ground floor o f the Masonic Hall 
building- for $40 a month and 
hired J. J. Porter of Cisco to ser­
ve as adminstrator. His beginning

cost for the. food itself is 20 cents 
a year for each citizen participat­
ing.

County Judge John Hart said

He said ap­
plications for the foodstuff are 
not yet being-taken.

Judge Hart also pointed out 
that all foods, listed as surplus are 
not always available.

The list shows 
four pounds of butter, five 
pounds of cheese, nine pounds of 
nonfat dry milk, six pounds of 
lard or shortening, eight pounds 
of dry beans, six pounds of rice, 
10 pounds of cornmeal and five 
pounds of flour.

Belgium Congo
Described by 
Ex-Missionary

A retired Presbyterian mission­
ary to Africa told Eastland Lions 
-Tuesday that the Belgium Congo 
never has temperature readings of 
more than 85 degrees, and that the 
weather remains about the same 
during, the entire year.

“ I’ve suffered a lot more from 
the heat this1 summer in Cisco than 
I ever did in Africa,”  R. F. Cleve­
land t o l d  t h e  mem­
bers. R e v .  C l e v e l a n d  
spent 43 years in Africa do­
ing- missionary work. He said 
tilings have greatly changed since 
he first went there, “ especially in 
the last 10 years.”

The guest speaker, introduced 
by John Goode, said Belgium 
rulers “ formerly did things to 
the natives, now they do things 
for them .

He said he had seen the Belgium 
Congo advance from- the iron age 
to the machine age in just one 
generation. The area is rich in 
minerals, including copper, uran­
ium, diamonds and gold, he de­
clared.

Rev. Cleveland said missionar-1 
les had given the natives a written | 
language for the first time, and ] 
“ the response of the people has 
been wonderful.”

Describing- his first work in A f­
rica, Rev. Cleveland said he found 
the native men “ not fond of 
work.”  He said they felt that 
work was for women. A common 
expression of the natives was, 
‘Work and Americans were born 
in he same day.”

Polygamy is a common practice 
in the area, Rev. Cleveland ex 
nlained, and many of the natives 
have several dozen wives. “ The 
wives do their work,”  he explain­
ed, “ and the men’s richness is 
determined by the number of 
wives he has.”

Palatial public schools, built or 
building in many American com­
munities, will not provide enough 

.classrooms for students nor ade- 
I quate pay for teachers and are 
j creating an intolerable tax burden,
| writes Holman Harvey in a Sept- 
. ember Reader’s Digest article, “ Do 
I School Pupils Need Costly Palac- 
je s?”

Harvey says if the trend toward 
dream palaces for public schools 
is not reversed, the country will 
not make up its shortage of 200,- 
000 classrooms, and school dis­
tricts will go deeper into debt.

“ A school board in the far 
west,”  he writes, “ recently put up ! 
a high school containing a $750,- I 
000 gymnasium with bleacher seats | 
from which 3000 spectators might 
watch the basketball games. In the 
Middle West a $300,000 auditor­
ium was built into a new high

school. At the same time, grade 
school children in both communi­
ties were limited to half-day 
schooling. Money spent on t h e  
splendid gym would have built 
some 30 new classrooms; t h a t  
spent on the auditorium, 12 class­
rooms.

The American people last year 
spent over two billion dollars to 
build school-houses and out of this 
money got only some 60,000 new 
classrooms. Dr. James MacConnell, 
director of the School Planning 
Laboratory at Stanford University, 
says: “ The waste of taxpayers’ 
money in school building is fantas­
tic.

But in many communities the- 
tide is turning against luxury 
school building. Solidly construct­
ed classrooms are being erected at! 
under $25,000 by eliminating the I 
fancy trimmings, . using standard [ 
factory-made, windows, doors, cab- j 
inets, fixtures and often panels. 
This compares with the $40,000' 
and up per classroom that some 
lavish schoolboards have spent.

Aiding the trend toward a sensi­
ble economy is the National Coun­
cil on Schoolhouse Construction 
with headquarters at Peabody Col­

lege for Teachers, Nashville, Tenn. 
It,;; secretary is Dr. William Mc- 

; Clurkin. A recent president of this 
group, Dr. William Fleshei of Ohio 
State University, exemplified its 
arguments by referring to a huge 

lauditoium built into a new school: 
j “ Here is a big auditorium, and 
you have an assembly maybe once 
every week or two, and then you 

.hold commencement theie in the
spring. The space is used only five
or ten percent of the time. I would 
rather see them take a gym and 

! just put chairs in there. You can 
buy folding chairs for a lot less 
than you can build and maintain 
this aditorium with its overstuffed 
stats.”

Millions of Americans owe 
their safety and the enjoyment of 
our national parks to a small band 
of dedicated men. Some 360 
National Park Rangers, with the 
help of 600 seasonal Rangers, are 
protecting 23 million acres and 
about 54 million visitors annually. 
And their task is .getting bigger 
each year—T9'56 had nearly five 
million more visitors than 1955.

Don Wharton reports on the 
Rangers in an August Reader’s 
Digest article titled, “ The Rugged 
Rangers of Our National Parks,” 
condensed from Travel. Rangers 
are stationed from Hawaii to 
Maine and from1 the ' ’tropical 
Everglades to subarctic . - Mount: 
McKinley in Alaska. . ':

Thetave'rage Ranger is 41 years' 
old, a college graduate and has 
spent several summers as a Sea- 
'sonal 'Ranger before receiving a 
permanent appointment.- H i s  
shoulder patch showing the out­
lines of a mountain, a tree and a 
buffalo is a symbol of his profi­
ciency as an emergency mountain- 
climber, trained fire-fighter and 
expert tracker.
. He travels by horse or dog 

team, sometimes using ovfer-snow 
equipment such as weasels and 
snow cats. In emergencies he can 
call in a helicopter or a plane with 
trained “ smoke-jumpers”  to fight 
forest fires.

In the summer, the Rangers us­
ually limit their tracking to child­
ren. There are about 35 lost child­
ren a week in Yosemite alone. 
Most o f them are found quickly, 
but some require intensive search­
es.

IMany mountain climbers , owe 
their lives to Rangers. In 1955 
four Rangers rescued a badly 
hunt, yo.ung- woman who’d fallen 
60 feet while‘ climbing the Yose- 
mit.ejs steep.'.Washington Column.

I GIVE YOU TEXAS 
By Boyce House

One of the richest men in Amer­
ica many years ago built a mansion 
in Port Arthur, when the future 
city was little more than a village, 
but never occupied the palatial 
home; his wife even declined to set 
foot in it.

This has always been an intrigu­
ing mystery— but to this chronicler 
in 1945 George M. Craig, Port 
Arthur bank president, explained 
it in one word:

Mosquitoes!
In 1899, Arthur Stilwell, buil­

der of the .Kansas City Southern 
Railway, brought a group of mil­
lionaires to the new town, which 
bore his name and which he had 
founded as the terminus of his 
railroad. In the group were John 
W. (Bet-A-Million) Gates, Isaac 
Elwood, inventor and manfacturer 
of barbed wire, and James Hop­
kins, vice president of the Dia­
mond Match Company.

Craig, then manager of the Port 
Arthur Land & Town-site Com­
pany, sold lots to Gates and El- 
wood, who built winter homes side, 
by side, at a cost of many thous­
ands of follars: After the Elwwbd 

had been, completed, Mr.i

new home, Mrs. Elwood made no 
move to get. out of the surrey. Her 
husband asked, “ Do you want to 
go in?” She turned and, with a 
wan smile, replied, “ Ike, I think 
that place we have in Florida is 
good enough for me.”

So Craig turned the carriage 
around and they returned to 
Gates’ private car. Upon alighting 
from the surrey, Elwood asked the 
group, “ How much am- I offered 
for my . Port Arthur, home? 
Someone humorously started the 
biddnig at $100; someone else 
raised it to $1,000 and the price 
went up until Hopkins bid $10,- 
000. “ Sold!”  cried Elwood.

The new owner suggested that 
Craig and his family occupy the 
home, rent free, and the offer 
was. accepted. Several times, Craig 
asked Hopkins to name a price 
for the property but he pan-ied 
the requests. On one visit, Hopkins 
and his family were guests of Mr. 
and Mrs. Craig for a week. Mos­
quitoes again were bad and so the 
ladies remained indoors while Hop­
kins, Gates and Craig Went duck- 
hunting'. Craig tried again:

“ Uncle Jlnimv’V - (the affect­
ionate way his younger friends ad­
dressed Hopkins)— “ Will you
trade your house, for Texas Com­
pany, stock with a par value of
sio ,o o o ?”

This was in.-th'e early days: of 
the Texas Company but the stock 
was worth about $12,000. The
match magnate showed interest 
but 'suggested, they wait until he 
could talk the matter over with 
his family. Next morning,he called 
at Craig’s desk in the bank and 
accepted the offer.

An interesting sidelight is that 
’ if Craig had retained the Texas 
Company stock and had exercised 
the rights a stockholder had to 
acquire additional stock as the 
company expanded, his holdings 

.in the company would have been 
around a million dollars. So when 
he visited the company’s main of­
fices about 1944, he was introduc­
ed all around as “ the man who 
lives in a million-dollai: house in 
Port Arthur,”
