The Words above were written in 
1789 by a great man.— Thomas 
Jefferson.. He was looking back on 
centuries of British history to find 
advi'ce to guide the United States. 
Out of that history, he came to 
the conclusion that “ the opinion of 
12 honest . jurymen gives still a 
better hope of right”  than any oth­
er method of determining; t h e  
truth in a criminal case.

It is time to think about Thom­
as Jefferson. Clever lawyers have 
finally devised an adroit method 
to by-pass the jury system. They 
are’ attempting to -write this meth­
od into the law under the name of 
“ civil rights.”  .

In its present form, the “ civil 
rights”  bill would:

Enable a Federal D istrict At-

Enable the Federal ju d g e  to 
issue an in junction  against the 
acts which the A ttorn ey G ener­
al SU SPECTS may happen.

Enable the Federal ju d g e  to 
decide W IT H O U T  A  JU R Y  
when the in junction  has been  
violated.

Enable the Federal ju d g e  un- 
• der C R IM IN A L contem pt p ro ­

ceedings W IT H O U T  A  JU R Y  to 
assess fixed jail sentences and 
fines.

In other words, the Federal 
judge— in each individual case—■ 
makes the law, decides when it has 
beam violated, tries the defendants 
and fixes the penalties. Ail of this 
takes place without a jury.

An amendment has been drawn 
by three Senators —  O’Mahoney 
of Wyoming, Kefauver of Ten­
nessee, Church of Idaho. All three 
are “ liberals.”  All three believe 
in voting rights. BUT THEY AL­
SO BELIEVE A MAN SHOULD 
NOT BE BRANDED A CRIMINAL 
WITHOUT THE OPPORTUNITY 
TO STATE HIS CASE BEFORE 
A JURY.

That is the sole issue involved 
in the jury trial amendment. No - 
body objects to the courts having 
full power to enforce legitimate 
decrees and orders. Nobody ob- 
ieets to adequate safeguards for 
the right to vote.

But many of us object to de­
vious schemes to convict men and 
women under CRIMINAL con­
tempt without trial by jury. That 
is why we support the O’Mahoney- 
Kefauver-Church' amendment.

I hope you agree with me. I 
hope you will let me know wheth­
er you believe this is the proper 
course.

PROPOSED CONSTITUTIONAL  
AMENDMENT TO BE VOTED

HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION NO.
2 proposing, an amendment to Article 
III, Sectiori ,51a of the Constitution of 
Texas, so as to increase the limit on 
the maximum monthly payment to 
needy aged persons from state funds 
and on the total yearly expenditure 
out of state funds for assistance to 
needy aged,! needy blind, and needy 
children; and allocating and appro­
priating additional sums, supplementing 
current legislative appropriations, for'; 
payment of assistance grants.
BE IT RFtfJLVED BY THE LEG­

ISLATURE OF THE STATE OF
T E X A S ;
Section 1. That Section 51a of Ar­

ticle III of the Constitution of the State 
of Texas be amended, to read as fol­
lows

“ Section 51a. The Legislature shall 
have the power, by General Laws, to 
piovide, subject to limitations and re­
strictions herein contained, and such 
other limitations, restrictions and reg­
ulations as may by the Legislature be 
deemed expedient for assistance to, and 
for the payment of assistance to:

“ (1) Needy aged persons who are 
actual bona fide citizens of Texas and 
who are over the age of sixty-five (65) 
years; provided that no such assistance 
shall be paid to any inmate of any 
state-supported institution, Mrhile such 
inmate, or to any person who shall not 
have actually resided in Tytas for at 
least five (5) years during fne nine (9) 
years immediately preceding the appli­
cation for such assistance and contin­
uously for .tfne (1) year immediately 
preceding /such application; provided 
that the maximum payment per month 
from state funds shall not be more 
than T*flw.*nt3f-five Dollars ($25) per per­
son ; a îd provided further that no pay­
ment in excess of Twenty-one Dollars 
($21) shall be paid out of state funds 
to an individual until and ynless such 
additional \arho,unts are matched by the 
Federal Government.

“ (2) Needy blind persons who are 
BCtual bona •fide citizens of Texas and 
are over tlae age of twenty-one (21 ) 
years ; provided that no such assistance 
{hall be paid to any inmate of any state 
exported institution, while such in­
mate, or to any per&rn who shall not 
have actually resided in Texas at least 
five (5) years during the nine (9) 
years immediately preceding t*e ap­
plication for such assistance and con­
tinuously for one (1) year immediately 
preceding such application.

“ (3) Needy children who are atftuaj 
bona fide citizens of Texas and are 
under the age of sixteen (16) years 
provided that no such assistance shall 
be paid on account of any child over 
one (1) year old who has not conr 
tinuously resided in Texas for one (I7 
year immediately preceding the applica­
tion for such assistance, or on account 
of any child under the age of one (1 ) 
year whose mother has not continuously 
resided in Texas for one (1) year im­
mediately preceding such application.

“ The Legislature shall have the au­
thority to accept from the Federal Gov­
ernment of the United States such 
financial aid for the assistance of the1’ 
needy aged, -  needy blind, and needy 
children as such Government may offer

not inconsistent w^th restrictions here­
in set for^h; provided However. that the 
amount of such assistance out of state 
funds to each person assisted shall 
never exceed the amount so expended 
out of federal funds; and px*ovided 
further, that the total amount of money 
to be expended out of state funds fftr 
such assistance to the needy aged, 
needy blind, and needy children shall 
never exceed the sum of Forty-seven 
Million Dollars ($47,000,000) per year.

“ The Legislature shall enact appro­
priate laws to make lists of the recip­
ients of aid hereunder available for 
inspection.

“ Supplementing legislative appropri­
ations for assistance payments au­
thorized by this section, the following- 
sums are allocated out of the Omnibus 
Tax Cleawfc»ce Fund and are appro­
priated to the State Department of 
Public Welfare for the period begin­
ning December 1, 1957 and ending
August 31, 1959: Four Million, Nine 
Hundred Thousand Dollars ($4,900,000b 
for Old Age Assistance, One Hundred, 
Seventy-Five Thousand Dollars ($175,- 
000) for Aid to the Blind, and Five 
Hundred, Twenty-five Thousand Dollars 
($525,000) for Aid to Dependent Chil­
dren Such allocations and appropria­
tions shall be made available on the 
basis of equal monthly installments 
and other wise shall be subject to tLe 
provisions of currently existing laws 
making allocations and appropriations 
for these purposes."

Sec. 2. The foregoing Constitutional 
Amendment shall be submitted to the 
qualified electors of Texas at an elec­
tion to be held throughout the State 
of Texas on the 5th day of November, 
1957, at which election there shall be 
printed on such ballot the following 
clauses ;

“ FOR the Constitutional Amendment
increasing the limit on the maximurti 
monthly payment to needy aged persons 
from state funds from Twenty Dollars 
($20) per month to Twenty-five Dol­
lars ($25) per month subject to certain 
conditions for payjnent in excess of 
Twenty-one Dollars ($21) per month 
and on the total yearly expenditure out 
of state funds for assistance to needy 
aged, needy blind, and needy children 
from Forty-two Million Dollars ($42,- 
000,000) per year to Forty-seven Mil­
lion Dollars ($47,000,000) per year, and 
allocating and appropriating additional 
sums, supplementing current legisla­
tive appropriations, for payment ot 
assistance grants.”

“ AGAINST the Constitutional Amend­
ment increasing the limit on the max­
imum monthly payment to needy aged 
persons from state funds from Twenty 
Dollars ($20) per month to Twenty-five 
Dollars ($25 > per month subject to 
certain conditions for payment in ex­
cess of Twenty-one Dollars ($21) pqr 
month and on the total yeafrly ex­
penditure out of state funds for as­
sistance to needy aged, needy blind, 
and needy children from Forty-two 
Million Dollars ($42,000,000) per year 
fo Forty-seven Million Dollars ($47,- 
000,000) per year, and allocating and 
appropriating additional sums, supple­
menting cufrent legislative appropria­
tions, for payment of assistance grants.**

Sec. 3. The Governor of Texas shall 
issue the necessary proclamation for 
the election and this Amendment phall
be published as required by the Con­
stitution and laws of this State.

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, Oldsmobile to Celebrate Sixtieth 
4 Birthday; Looks Back Over Firsts

Oldsmobile, America’s oldest 
automobile manufacturer, will 
celebrate its 60th birthday Aug­
ust 21.

It was 60 years ago on that 
date that the board o f directors 
authorized General Manager Ran­
som E. Olds to build a horseless 
carriage “ in as nearly perfect a 
manner a possible.”

Result of that directive was the 
first Oldsmobile, which later be­
came the selling rage of the coun­
try in the early 1900’s. The cur­
ved dash runabout of that era was 
the grandfather of the Oldsmobile 
of today.

The one!-cylinder, open-air 
curved dash runabout jiounced, 
bounced and often backfired but 
it ran, and that was enough to 
start putting America on wheels.

Later, hundreds of other auto- 
. mobile companies were organized,

Continuing its pioneering role
