We are making good progress in
“restocking’’ our ranges with grass
this summer. Soil soaking rains in
April and May gave land owners
their best opportunity in years of
bringing the better grasses back to
their range land. After the heavy
rain was over in May some ranges
with extra good cover were soaked
over ten feet deep. Even those
with only light cover were wet
about five feet.

Our better deep rooted grasses
have taken advantage of this mois-
ture for unusually prolific growth.
Shallow rooted spring grasses such
is Texas grama and annual needle
grass have made little more than
their normal growth, being over
shaded in many places with weeds.
Shallow rooted grass have also suf-
fered some what from a lack of
rain in June and July.

Weed growth has been tremend-
cus this = summer particularly
broom: weed and sneeze weeds, on
almost all rangeland.” While most
weeds have little grazipg value,
many times they may be taken as
¢1 indication of progress in range
improvement. Weeds usually cover
bare ground and improve soil con-
dition for future grass growth.

Range - deferment is consid-
ered essential while seed is being
wade for natural reseeding of na-
tive range. Even a few animals in
4 pasture will almost always top
all the seed heads of most good
grasses while they are in the soft
dough stage. ;

"'onkaways Were mild, and in the
main, hlendly it is not surprising
that ' reinforcements i were fre-
quently drawn from this 1eserva—
tion for raids against the “treach-
erous, thxevmg, _murderous Com-
anches. Five hundred of the latter
were fed at the upper reservation
'bWLthé""
horses ‘and’ cattle, but it is “esti-
mated that’ 2000 Were roaming the
Westeln prairies ‘as wild and un-
tamed as:the eagle in the clefted
rock of:the highest peak.

‘The Comanches chafed under re-
straint and longed for the freedom
of the.plains =~ perhaps. ‘for the
freedom ‘ofthe Scalpmg krife; In
1856 a few darmg ones stole slyly
out and made raids on+the white
settlements. In the eally spring of
1857 the raids were renewed with
sudden vigor, and were continued
throughout: the year.

An expedition, commanded by
Colonel Rip Ford, was sent out by
the State in April, 1858, against
a band of hostile Indians located
on.  the Canadian. Riyer.  One
hundred friendly Indians from the
lower reservation, which: was un-
der the command of Captain L. S.
Ross, joined in. The Indian scouts,
having located the enemy, the
Comanches, were attacked at day-
break May 12, 1858, the :allies
leading the charge.

The Comanche chief, Prohebits

| Quasho, called “Iron Jacket,” from

the scaled coat of mail he wore, be-
heving, it is said, that his armor
bore a charm, rode in front, incit-
ing his followers to deeds of brav-
ery by his own cool daring. The
bullets fell. around him; still he
rode unhurt. At last an Anadarko
chieftain among the allies, sent a
well-directed rifle - bullet . which
prerced the charmed armor, and
Iron Jacket fell' to rise mo. more.
The Comanches fled in wild con-
fusion, and several prisoners were
captured, among them, No-po, the
small son of Prohebits Quasho.
This was known as'the battle of
Antelope Hills.

Some months later, Oct. 1, 1858,
the same force again surprised the
Comanches at their homes just at
sunrise. Lieutenant Van Camp and
several soldiers were killed.  The
loss of the Indians was heavy. In
this battle a: Caddo ally recaptur-
ed a little white girl whose identity
has not been determined..

Notwithstanding the  fact that
the Indians had agreed that any-
cne found off the reservations
would be shot, the year 1858 had
barely ended when they were' in
Erath County stealing horses. From
the years 1855-1859—the  time
when the government was attempt-
ing to herd the Indians, feed them
and keep peace with them—there
was continued and serious trouble
between them and the white citiz-

of shaped notes. ‘And some of
the singing heard then was the
finest and prettiest music ' this
side of heaven, with all deference
to that fellow from Ontario who
has the out-of-tune saxes that
play dance music so well

One reason so many people in
our part of the cotntry years ago
were such good ' singers was due
to economic condition of that time.
Nobody had much money and few
if any had enough to buy a musi-
cal instrument to satisfy their
love for music. So, that meant
that most of our people had to
be content with expressing them-
selves musically by singing.

This fact alone probably ac-

counts for the phenomenon of so
many good gospel quartets today
being in the South while one sel-
dom: finds a quartet that origin-
ated in a Northern state. Singing
seems to be a good Southern heri-
tage,
As a result, of these = singing
schools and the peoples’ love of
oood music Our Town has produc-
ed some very good singers. = And
as a result of these good singers
we in turn have produced some of
the best vocal groups assembled
anywhere.
