STATE MAY WIN PROPERTY
WHEN WILL: IS LACKING

Made your will? If not,
State of Texas may wind up as

owner of your estate upon your
death. Under our statutes, the es-
tates of persons having no heirs
who die intestate revert, or ‘‘es-
cheat”’, to the State.

Such provisions have been car-
ried over from the English com-
mon' law. There, under such -cir-
cumstances, the estate escheated
to the British crown. The theory of
the process is that the sovereign
(or State), having been the origin-
al owner of all lands before they
were parceled out to individuals,
is entitled to a return of such
lands when the possibilities of leg-
al inhertance have been exhausted.

This idea has been expanded to
imclude personal property as well
as real estate. It also applies in
the case of a person absent for a
term of seven years and not known
to exist who leaves no heirs and
no. will.

other and your children. Many
people do fall into this category.

In event of a catastrophe result-
ing in death for you and your en-
tire immediate family, no legal
heirs would remain. Therefore if
you had no will, your property
would go to the State. In prepar-
ing a will, it is possible to provide
' for such an eventuality.

In this hypothetical case, you
would probably want to designate
some friend as executor, to take
care of all necessary arrangements
and then distribute the estate ac-
cording to your wishes. .

On the other hand, if you have
plenty of possible heirs, a will
could be used to designate which
of them shall participate in the div-
ision of the estate, And even if
you wish your property to be dis-
tributed entirely in accordance
with our statutes of descent and
distribution as explained in prev-
ious columns, a will can perform
useful functions. Among other
uses, a will could provide for an
orderly and economical partition
of your property, preventing any
waste of the assets by heirs impat-
ient for a settlement.

What happens to property which
escheats to the State? Following
certain required legal formalities
and court proceedings, all escheat-
ed lands are set apart to the Perm-
anent Free School Fund - of the
State; and‘may be leased and’isold
by the Land Commissioner under
certain regulations. Escheated per-

HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION NO.
2 proposing an amendment to Article
III, Section 5la of the Constitution of
Texas, so as to increase the limit ‘on
the 'maximum monthly payment to
needy aged persons from state funds
and on the ,total yearly expenditure
out of state funds for assistance to
needy aged, needy blind, and needy
children; and allocating and appro-
priating additional sums, supplementmg‘
current legislative appropriations, ior
payment of assistance grants.

BE IT RF‘)LVED BY THE LEG-
'}‘SIS(AATUR‘:‘ OF THE STATE OF

Section 1. That Section 5la of Ar-
ticle IIT of the Constitution of the State
;)f Texas be amended to read as fol-
ows::

“Section 51a. The Legislature shall
have the power, by General Laws, to
provide subject to limitations and re-
strictions - herein contained, and such
other limitations, restrictions and reg-
ulations as: may by the Legislature be
deemed expedient for assistance to, and
for the payment of assistance to:

‘(1) Needy aged persons who are
actual bona fige citizens of Texas and
who are over the age of sixty-five (65)
years; provided that no such assistance
shall be paid to any inmate of any
state-supported institution, while such
inmate, or to any person who shall not
have actually resided in Taxas for at
least five (5) years during fne nine (9)°
vears immediately preceding the appli-
cation for such assistance and contin-
uously. for one (1) year immediately
preceding such' application; provided
that the maximum payment per month
from state -funds: shall not be more
than Ta#nty-five Dollars ($25) per per-
s0n ; u,nd provided further that no pay-
ment in excess of Twenty-one Dollars
($21) shall be paid out of state funds
to an individual until and gnless such
additional amounts are matched by the
Federal Government.

for Old" Age Assistance, One Humndred,
