This has been effected through 
installation Of a variety of dust j 
and fume collectors, industrial 
stokers, overfire jets -and an as­
sortment of other devices.

While United Spates industry 
spends upwards of $120 million an­
nually on pollution control equip­
ment, many sources of air cont­
amination can be corrected at little 
or no cost.

AUSTIN Texas railroad .ex­
penditures contribute nearly a 
half billion dollars a year to the 
state’s economy.

A total of $445,197,441 w a s  
paid in salaries, state taxes and 
for fuel and the purchase of 
thousands of other items ne’eded 
to run Texas trains in 1956.

In announcing the total expendi­
ture in Texas, Quin Baker, chair­
man of the executive committee 
c f the Texas Railroad Associa­
tion, pointed out that salaried of 
railroad men are spread over all 
but a handful o f the 254 counties 
in the state.

He added that purchases of ma­
terial, equipment and supplies are 
also made in all sections of Texas.

Supplies and equipment which 
the various companies were un­
able to purchase in Texas amount­
ed to an additional $187,186,035, 
Laker said.
