Tins is a most signficant fact that 
fish cultureists have learned by 
experience in recent years.

Pond fertilization was first be­
gun in America about 1938. For 
a time technicians recommended 
delay in applying' fertilizer “ until 
tie spring rains are over” . Farm­
ers waited until May or June. 
Hundreds were disapponted be­

cause the bluegills quit growing 
after the second year. Now it has 
been shown that even April fertil­
ization is-too late to obtain satis­
factory bluegill growth.

Bluegills begin to spawn 
May or June. Within two or three i slowed down the 
weeks after the eggs hatch, th 
thousands, of little bluegills are 
eating all the spare food. When 
that happens their parents cannot 
get enough to grow even with 
full water fertility, yet they con­
tinue to hpawii ’all summer and 
until the first chilly nights in the 
.fall-usually- October. During this 
summer the production of bass is 
high. They are growing rapidly 
on the thousands of little bluegills 
which are the chief bass food.

When bluegills stop spawning 
in the fall, the bass continue their 
heavy consumption of bluegill 
fingerlmg-s. As the bass reduce the 
number o f fingerling. bluegills, 
the adult bluegills begin to grow—  
slowy at first, then more rapidly.
Growth is slow again during the 
colder days of winter, as fish feed 
very little in cold temperatures.

Then when the water begins to 
warm a little, bluegills are ready 
to grow larger; but only if the 
water is fertile enough to grow a 
let of microscopic creatures that 
are an essential part of the food 
cycle. A pond owner who waits 
until late spring to renew his 
pond’s fertility cannot expect big 
bluegills. The season when, they 
grow most rapidly is only 100 to 
120 days, usually February to 
June.

If runoff water from spring 
rains is too much for early spring 
fertilization, the watershed is too 
big and in many instances the 
owner can divert the water around 
the pond. In most cases, however, 
the loss of fertile water from the 
pond is not as serious as was once 
thought. A fishpond owner in any 
case may have to lose a little fert­
ilized water to get his bluegills ro 
.grow to a. profitable size.

‘T o  get the, first three to five 
applications in quickly, fertilize 
every week or ten days as you be­
gin the years program of water 
culture” , are the SCS instructions.
“ Fertilize until a white object can­
not be seen 12 to 14 inches deep”

Another tip .for good fish pond 
management— don't just fish bass.
1 lieie is a lot of” fun and good 
eating in the fat bluegills in a 
pend and it keeps the pond In 
good condition to fish for them.
Many ponds that got overpopulat­
ed with 'bluegills have not been 
fertilized properly and have had 
enought- bluegills caught. Bass 
fishing alone in a pond is not good 
water management. ■
