KEEPING
POSTED

We are all familiar with the
acvise to ladybugs to “fly away
hgme.” But, how would you like
the job of counting how many
lagdybugs had escaped from a bad-
ly-wrapped package containing
50,000 of these brightly-colored
beetles.

Such a thing actually happened
olice when dadybugs were being
air-mailed for use as destroyers of
plant lice and scale insects. Ten
thousand ladybugs in this particu-
.ar -shipment were caught and sent
on.

L he Eastland postoffice
and does frequently ship ' day-old
chicks, queen bees and honey bees,
curtles and soft shell crabs, when
properly packed and protected.

These and a few other harmless
live creatures may be sent through
the mails. But as a general rule,
animals may not be mailed.

One exception is live scorpions.
The law  specifically provides
that these poisoncus insects, whose
bite can be fatal to young child-
ren. may be shipped—under strict
nackaging regulations—to certain
laboratories that use scorpions to
produce an antivenom  for scorp-
ion bites. .

. And, speaking of unusual ship-
ments through the United States
mails, the largest sum of money
ever mailed inveolved = shipments
between July 25, 1940 and Jan-
uary 3, 1941, of $9,055,884-644.
¢ in gold bullion from New York
City to Fort Knox, Kentucky.
This shipment, representing much
of the free world’s gold stored
for safety in this country, took

5 train loads of 337 bullion cars
i addition to the cars carrying
personnel assigned to guard the
gold enroute. The total weight of
the shipment was over 18 million
pounds, made up of 872,827 bars
of gold in 37,404 boxes each of
which weighed about 500 pounds.
