W e w ould’ 
say  you r vote a t  you r p recinct con­
ven tion  is a  lo t more im portan t 
th a n  it is a t  a  p rim ary  election. 
T h a t’s because so few  persons 
tu rn  ou t fo r the conventions.

P recinct conventions a re  held on 
th e  day o f the p rim ary  election. 
T h a t will he July. 26 (probably  a t 
2 p .m .). I f  you vo te  a t  a  certa in  
p rec inct, you have the  rig h t to  a t ­
ten d  th a t pi)ecinet’s convention.

H ere in E astland  p rec inc t con­
ven tions a re  held in the courthouse 
and a t  city  hall. You know which 
of these is you r p recinct. E lse­
w here around  the county  the con­
ventions are  usually  held n ea r the 
voting  precinct.

W hat goes on a t  one of the con­
ventions?

F irs t o ff  the  conventions are  
called to o rder by th e  p rec inc t 
D em ocratic chairm an, or, in his 
absence, iJy any qualified  voter. 
T he convention then  elects its own 
p iennanent o fficers— a chairm an 
and  a  secretary . I t then  selects its 
delegates to  the C ounty D em ocra­
tic  Convention and tran sac ts  such 
o ther business as it  m ay desire, in­
cluding resolutions on p a rty  pol­
icy or p la tfo rm , p re fe ren ce  fo r 

, p a rty  nom inees, etc.
T h a t m ay no t sound im portan t 

te  you, b u t in th e  long ru n  the 
outcom e of the p recinct conven­
tions decide w h a t fa c to r will ru n  
th e  D em ocratic P a rty  in Texds.

One m ore tip : I f  you class your­
self as a C onservative, Loyalist, 
M oderate o r any  o ther title , you 
had b e tte r  do some pre-convention 
w ork if you expect to accom plish 
anything. F o r the fig h t is usually 
won before  the convention.

W hat should you do? Decide 
who you w an t fo r ,a  chairm an and 
secre ta ry  and w hat, if any, reso lu­
tions you w an t pushed th rough . 
The re s t isn’t  so easy. You get 
enough vo ters who ag ree  w ith 
you to vote the same w ay ybu do.

Some folks h e re  in E astland  
have a ttended  conventions and 
come aw ay com plaining abou t un­
fa ir  tactics. The same is tru e  
a round  the sta te . T h a t’s w hy we 
h e a r so m uch ta lk  abou t ethics 
th is year.

W e have a ttended  most of these 
conventions, and we haven’t  noti­
ced any th ing  u n fa ir  abou t them . 
W e have ju s t noticed th a t  one 
group , and one group  alone, has 
organized.

I f  you’re, not -willing to w ork fo r 
you r cause, then  it cou ldn 't be 
m uch of a cause.

The M ajestic T heatre  in E ast- 

land has a  fabu lous h istory . The 
th e a tre  was bu ilt in the early  
days of the oil boom by C. U. Con­
nellee and orig inally  nam ed the 
Connelle-e T heatre .

W hen it was bu ilt i t  w as even 
la rg e r than  the p resen t M ajestic, 
its  orig inal seating  capacity  was 
som ething like 1,700 or 1,800, 
w hich is “ some th e a tre ” fo r the 
tdw n the' size of E astland.

In rem odeling th e  build ing ju s t 
a f te r  the last w ar, the In te rs ta te  
Company enlarged and  re a rra n g ­
ed the lobby to the build ing in 
sucli a  m anner th a t the actual 
sea ting  capacity  was som ew hat re ­
duced.

The! old Connellee T hea tre  was , 
a showplaee o f showplaces. I t  was 
bu ilt in the days of Vaudeville and 
the trav e lin g  road shows and  it was 
equipped to tak e  care of both of 
them . U nder th e  th e a tre ’s - stage 
w ere am ple dressing room s fo r the 
la rgest and m ost spectacu lar of 
the New Y ork shows and all of- 
them  th a t came to Texas in those 
days tried  to m ake it  to  E astland, 
as E astland  was considered one of 
the best show tow ns in all of Am­
erica.

W ith so m any .oil-field w orkers 
here  m aking good m oney as there  
w ere then  the show business 
couldn’t  be any th ing  b u t good if 
the perform ance wjas good. The 
radio was . then  in th e  crystal set 
sta te  and of course! television was 
only on the draw ing  boards or in 
the im agination  of some b rillian t 
electrical engineer.

E astland  go t the best of the road 
shows to p lay in its am usem ent 
emporium-. The Connellee' w a  s 
com plete w ith upper and low er 
boxes from  which' one could look 
righ t down on the stage. Im m edi­
ate ly  in fro n t of the stage w as the 
orchestra  w here a re'al orchestra  
played the best music of the- day. 
And backstage as well as dow n­
stage w ere the spacious dressing- 
rooms. The th e a tre  had a  stage 
th a t was as fine  as any, in the 
land. I re'm ember one show th a t 
cam e to tow n fea tu red  some per­
form ing  elephants. Thp-se elephants 
perform ed alive on the Connellee 
T heatre  stagd.

Among the perfo rm ers who 
have played a t the C onnellee was 
M argare t Anglin, who died in 
T oronto, O ntario , las t Ja n u a ry  7. 
She was 81 years old a t  the tim e 
of her passing.

The old Connelle'e ac tua lly  had

its best days befo re  the invention 
of sound pictures. The building 
w as no t originally  w ired fo r sound 
as we now know it and w hen sound 
was f i rs t  in troduced  on t h e  
sound tra ck  of- the film  th e  m an­
agem ent had to  go to considerable 
e'xpense and troub le  try in g  to  over­
come the acoustical problem  c rea t­
ed by the in troduction  o f the new 
film  medium. This d ifficu lty  w as 
no t com pletely corrected  to  t h e  
sa tisfaction  of all in terested  peo­
ple until the  building was re'model- 
ed into the p resen t M ajestic The­
a tre .

In the old days the m anage­
m en t used to ru n  a cowboy pic­
tu re  and  a seriel on S atu rday  
m ornings fo r  us school kids. A d­
mission'was a dime. One serie'I they  
ran  was a th r ille r I never will fo r­
g e t by the nam e of the “ G reen 
A rcher.”

This was a- ha ir-cu rle r th a t al­
w ays rose to a high pitch of sus­
pense' and  excitem ent ju s t before 
the flash : “ C ontinued n ex t w eek” 
appeared  on the screen.

M a jo r W ilson E. Speir, Com­
m ander o f Region No. 4 o f the 
D epartm en t of Public S afety , an ­
nounced today  th a t  Texas m otor­
ists m ay be lined up fo r  blocks 
befo re  M otor Vehicles Inspection  
S tations as the A pril 15 deadline 
nears  fo r  ob tain ing  safety j in­
spection stickers fo r cars and 
trucks.

“ Only 125,000 vehicles have 
received th e ir  sa fe ty  inspection 
stickers, ou t o f the one-half mil­
lion reg istered  vehicles in D epart­
m ent o f Public S a fe ty ’s Region 
No. 4 ,”  said C aptain R. M. H am ­
m ett, C om m ander of M otor Vehi- 
o'e Inspection Service. “ A bout ten 
weeks rem ain  in .which to obtain 
1958 inspections and th ere  a re  
375,000 vehicles still to  be in­
spected in the 49 counties of R e­
gion 4 .”

“ O ur Texas law  requ ires th a t 
m otorists have the sa fe ty  inspect­
ions1-s tickers on all reg istered  
m otor vehicles by  m idnight, A pril 
15. In  addition , all tra ile rs  reg is­
te red  in Texas which exceed 4000 
pounds 'g ross w eigh t m ust have 
safe ty  inspection stickers ,” H am ­
m ett said. C aptain  H am m ett 
poin ted  ou t th a t alm ost every 
tow n has a num ber o f m otor in­
spection sta tions . a n d  h e  
added th a t m otorists will be able 
to  g e t quick service and  avoid 
the last m inute  rush  by having 
vehicles inspected early.

Turkey Prices

T urkey  prices the f i r s t  h a lf pf 
1958 will ije dom inated by tlae 
large, sto rage  stocks now on hand, 
F. Z. Beanblossom, extension poul­
try  m arketing  specialist, w arned  
FaStland C ounty grower’s recently .

T u rkey  cold sto rage  holdings on 
-Nov. 30, 1957, w ere  221, 720,000 
pounds com pared to  194,000,000 
pounds on th e  sam e date  in 1956. 
This is an increase o f 14 percen t 
'and is 45 p ercen t above th e  1952- 
56 average holdings fo r the end of 
N ovem ber, says Beanblossom.

A ccording to la te s t reports, 
s ta te  and national tu rk e y  o rgan i­
zations a re  increasing th e ir e ffo rts  
in the prom otion of tu rk ey  sales 
or. a 1 year-round  basis, says the 
specialist. This special em phasis 
p  i year-round  sales shohld help re ­
duce the e ffec t o f these large 
stocks on the p rice th a t  tu rk ey  
producers m ight receive in 1958.

In  1957 considerable em phasis 
was given to  the expected large 
crop, points ou t Beanblossom. As 
a resu lt, m any  f a rm e rs ' changed 
th e ir  production  p lans to the 
ex ten t th a t  tu rk ey  p roduction  was 
reduced som ewhat, especially a t  
toe close of th e  hatch ing  season. 
Even thoug-h prices in 1957 w ere 
low, th ey  m ight have been much 
low er had fa rm ers  n o t given con- 
dera tion  though t to  the outlook.

Because of ■. th e  low prices in 
1957, p ro fits  w ere lim ited to  the 
ex ten t th a t grow ers will probably 
reduce production  in  1958, al- 
tnouglv financing  and feed  suppl­
iers m ay tem per th e  decline.

A fte r  la te  sum m er of 195S, 
tu rk ey  prices w ill re f le c t next 
y ea rs  ou tpu t. W ith a continued 
s trong  dem and and if  production  
Vs no ticeably  low er th an  in 1957, 
p r i c e s  t o  p r o d u c e r s  
s h o u 1 d b 'e h i g h e r  than  
ir.
