Be Observed
Here Friday

|
! Arbor Day will be observed in
proclamation issued by Governor
Price Daniel. The proclamation
'reads as follows: :
‘“‘I'exas derives many benefits
- from its trees—as ‘a forest crop,
as a2 raw material for its industr-
ies, as protection for its soil, and
as cover for its wildlife. The con-
tinved progress of our State is in

this forest wealth.

“In recognition of these facts,
the 51st legislature by resolution,
requested the Governor of Texas
to issue an appropriate proclam-
ation encouraging proper obser-
vanse of the third Friday of Jan-
uary each year as Arbor Day.

“The Texas Forest Service and
Tlexas Forestry Association are
sponsoring a Statewide educational
campaign to encourage the plant-
ing of trees, the perpetuation of
our forest resources and the pre-
vention of forest fires.

“Therefore, I, as Governor of
~exas, do hereby designate Fri-
day, January 17, 1958, as Arbor
Day in Texas and recommend due,
observance thereof by all citizens
and particularly urge that = the
schools of the State hold appropri-
ate exercises in this regard.”

That may sound fantastic, esn-
ccially when we are.able to mail
any letter from Eastland to! any
other: city in North America for
only 3 cents an oune. And for only
& cents more, you can send it wir
wail.

Our early postal service  did
charge the 8 cents for a short
trip of 30 miles, and the rates
were based on  the numebr cof
sheets of paper in the letter.
Weight of the letter had nothing
to do with the cost.

The sheet could have been very
large, but is still went at the min-
‘imum letter rate, while a letter
cunsisting of several sheets of
‘paper was charged several times
ax  much. .

It’s also interesting to mote
that in those early days, (around
1789 and, for some years later)
postage = was collected not from
the person sending the letter, but,
tfrom the person on the receiving
end.

named Texas Polio Mother of. the

Year for the 1958 March of Dimes.

Nomination of Mrs. Crouch was
announced by Gordon McLendon,
Texas chairman for the 1958
March of /Dimes, who described
the 37-year-old mother as “sym-
bolic of the hundreds of Teéxas
mothers who have courageously
and successfully: battled crippling
polio to return to active and use-
ful living.”

Selected from a large group of
nominees  submitted by = Texas
county chapters of the National
Foundation; for Infantile Paralys-
is, Mrs. Crouch typifies, McLen-
don said, what a combination of
determination and - rehabilitation
techniques can accomplish for the
victims of the pre-Salk vaeccine
polio war.

Though  confined to a wheel
chair by the after-effects ofi a
polio attack, Kathryn Crouch now
serves successfully as homemaker,
and as executive secretary of the
El Paso County Chapter of the
National Foundation for Infantile
' Paralysis. :

It is a dual role, she says, ‘“that
seemed impossible eleven years
ago.”

She remembers that ‘like most
people, I thought polio was some-
thing that happened to somebody
else. It wouldn’t happen to Kathy
Crouch.””

When it did, it began with ‘“the
worst headache I ever had.” A
few hours later, in August, 1946,
Kathy Crouch, mother of one child

mitted to a Port Arthur hospital.
Although her case was diagnos-
ed as polio and her right leg com-
