When folks in Eastland County 
talk turkey, it’ s not that they’re 
agreeing with each other neces­
sarily. They’re actually discussing 
the two-legged bird—an industry 
that will gross turkey growers in 
this West Central Texas county 
about $1 million this year.

By the close of the year, nearly
225,000 topis and he’ns— averag­
ing about 20 pounds each—will 
have been marketed through Ran­
ger or the newly established co­
operative at Marlin in Falls Coun­
ty. Earlier in the year growers had 
hope’d to get between 23 and 26 
cents-, a pound, but Eastland Coun­
ty Agent, J. M. Cooper now be­
lieves -the price may be- less.

“ I’d say 23 cents a pound is a 
conservation estimate,”  Cooper ad­
ded. “ One re’ason the price is o ff 
this year is because there are too 
many turkeys in storage.”

Although turkey growing is 
profitable in good years, it is at 
best a risky business. Not only do 
growers have to worry about pric­
e's from yeah to year, but they 
have to keep an eye out for dis­
ease. This year, for example, dis­
ease killed hundreds o f birds.

Another complication has been 
the' heavy rains, which killed 
thousands of turkeys. One grower, 
Hardie Tidwell, who operates a 
'1000 acre farm between Desde- 
moiia and Ranger, returned from 
a trip and found , 2000 young 
turkeys had gotte'n wet and died 
during a heavy rainstorm.

“ But that’s the turkey busi­
ness,”  Tidwell said.

Just what is the turkey busi­
ness? First, let’s look at Eastland 
County as a turkey growing area, 
and then at two turkey ranches for 
a better understanding of prob- 

. lems and profits.
County Agent Cooper pointed 

! out several things that make the 
j area excellent for turkey growing.

“ The clitnate is good and we' 
i don’t get much dew,”  he said.

“ Feed companies have also contri­
buted much to the growth in sug­
gesting feeding management. They 
also helped out financially when 
tight years came along.”

Cooper said that the Central 
Texas Turkey Growers Associa­
tion, which was founded in 1952, 
has done much for the industry. 
“ It’s given help in Ways you can’t 
express. The membe'rs meet once 
a month and discuss mutual prob­
lems. They give aid to each other 
when- disease hits and suggest bet­
ter management methods when the 
need arises.”

The climate County Agent 
Cooper referred to earlier is a 
semi-dry one. Eastland County is 
as close' to West Texas,as you can 
get without being there. Normal 
years are dry, with an average 
yearly rainfall o f a little over 27 
inches. Turkeys like this, being 
susceptible to he'avy rains such as 
those which battered this area this 
spring.

Blevins Urges 
Payment of Poll 
Tax by

• not necessary that the poll tax be
notarized.

2. The blind, de'af and dumb; the 
, permanently disabled; those who 
I have lost a hand or foot; and vet- 
Jerans with.40 percent or,more dis- 
, ability are no longer exempt from
the payment of poll tax.- The'y 
must pay, the. $1.00 state levy—  
that part of the poll tax going in- 

! to the state school fund. However,
! a county may exempt such persons 
from paying the 75-cent part of 

| the poll tax.
3. Membe'rs of the Armed Forc- 

| es may now vote, but only in the
! county of residence prior to enter-' 
[ ing their present terms of service.

. Temperatures, ranging on the 
average from 44 degrees in Janu­
ary to 83 in July, are generally 
favorable to turkey growing. An­
other advantage is the rolling ter­
rain and sandy soil, which drains 
well when rainfall is not too 
severe.

Two 4-H Club turkey programs 
also help keep thd young folks in­
terested in the traditional Thanks­
giving bird. One is the Kincaid 
Turkey Program, directed by the 
county agent’s office. This year the 
Kincaid program gavd ,96 poults 
each to 14 boys and girls.

The other program, sponsored 
by Sears, Roebuck & Company, 
gives three boys 60 turkey poults 
each. Again supervision is un­
der ounty Agent -Cooper a n d 
Assistant County Agent Curtis 
Boase. One of the rules is that 
boys and girls participating in the 
program must show their turkeys 
at the county and state fairs, if the 
birds can qualify '.

Don Kincaid, who operates a 
turkey, farm near Cisco,, is one of 
the growers who hope' that pro­
grams such as these will continue 
to keep the turkey industry thriv­
ing in Eastland County. And if the 
industry can continue the pattern 
set in the last seven ye'ars, when 
the business tripled in size, t h e  
prospects appear bright.

But with the silver lining, there 
are also the numerous problems 
which make turkey growing a risky 
business:

One of the earliest problems, 
naturally, is hatchery sanitation. 
Hardie Tidwell outlines his disease' 
prevention, program as a two-step 
process:

1. Eggs are dipped . in chemical 
solution to get bacteria o ff the 
shell.

,2. As the eggs are' hatching, 
they are fumigated with a form­
aldehyde and permanganate solu­
tion' as a disease killer and pre­
venter.

“ This gives the poults a good 
start’ and helps keep the disease 
in your flock at ’a minimum,” 
Tidwell pointed out.

Kincaid’s operation is a little 
different since he is not only rais­
ing turkeys himself, but is in the 
hatchery business with his father, 
Alvin, and brothers, .Aubrey and

“ This was a bad year for bot­

ulism because of the rain,”  Tid­
well said. “ Brush grew fast and 
feed would get wet, decay, and 
then be e'aten by the turkeys.”  He 
prescribed permanganate and po­
tassium as a remedy.

Hexamitiasis, or “ hex,”  is an­
other killer among turkey diseases. 
It is a disease of the lower in­
testine. Tidwell has found t h a t  
bluestone and vinegar administer­
ed for seven days, followed by 
three days o f fresh water, the'n 
five more of bluestone and vineg­
ar, generally cure the birds.

Cannibalism is another big prob­
lem, particularly when the turkeys 
are put on the range after they’re 
eight weeks old. /

Kincaid keeps his birds separat­
ed in pens on his farm while' Tid­
well uses his feeder method of se­
paration. The feeder method is in­
itiated when the flock is first put 
to rang'd. Feed bins are lined up 
and the turkeys select one to eat 
from. The bins are then moved to 
various scattered locations and the 
turkeys go with their particular

Robert.
He' points out that incubators 

are fumigated before the trays of 
eggs are placed in them. The eggs, 
too, are dipped in solution to in­
sure cleanliness.

Culling poults before the young 
birds are sold or turned into the 
brooder houses is another import­
ant step. Tidwell culls his poults 
when they are six hours old, pri­
marily to remove any infectious 
diseases. He also culls out de­
formed or otherwise unsuitable 
birds. '

Since the Kincaids are also in 
the hatchery business, they must 
select 10,000 breeder hens to sup­
ply 'eggs. Selection is made when 
the birds are 20 to 24 weeks old 
and is a four-step process:

1. No hens are selected from

flocks with any disease. . 
health records are required,

2. Blood samples are drawn 
from those selected.

3. Hens are banded with num­
bers and blood samples are sent to 
labs at Stephenville or Texas A & 
M College for testing.

4. Consideration is given breast 
width, height, weight, and other 
characteristics that might predict 
the turkey’s offspring.

Disease is always a major hazard 
in turkey raising. One of the East- 
land County 4-H Club boys was 
headed for  a fine turkey season 
when botulism hit his flock. In no 
time, he lost over half his birds. 
Botulism is a food poisoning the 
turke'ys get when they eat decayed 
matter.

Hardie Tidwell had a round of

utmost importance. Tidwell, for 
example, even uses an air-condi­
tioned panel truck and station 
wagon to deliver poults to custo­
mers.

“ Turkeys can’t stand extreme 
heat whe’n bunched close togeth­
er,”  he explains. “ The air condi­
tioning is just added insurance 
that they will be in good condi­
tion when they arrive.”

The turkey grower can begin to 
get some' idea of his expected prof­
it only when he sees how many 
birds he will have.

An average bookkeeping record 
looks something like this: it costs 
12 cents a pound in feed, thre'e 
cents a pound for keep as a poult, 
and two cents per pound for 
brooding, medication, and labor. 
That’s a total of 17 cents per 
pound per turkey by market time. 
Last year, market price's ranged 
between 23 and 26 cents per
