|day:. The team of men will move 
into the tri-city area this week to 
make the' study and give their 
.recommendations.

Such a plan has been put for­
ward for some time by citizens of 
the three towns. Only weeks ago 
the Eastland Rotary Club urged 
the telephone company to take' 
such a step. The Cisco Rotary Club 
quickly followed suit.

W. H. McAnally, area manager, 
revealed the planned survey. He 
said the Bell crew would che'ck in­

to the situation and determine if 
it would be financial}' possible.

Under such a plan residents of 
the three Eastland County cities 
would be able to make calls from 
one town to the other without pay­
ing a long distance charge. At pre­
sent it costs 15c to make a three 
minute call, station to station, 
from Eastland to either Cisco or 
Ranger. The charge’ for a three 
minute person to person call is 
35c. From Ranger to Cisco, or 
from Cisco to Ranger, the present 
station to Station charge is 25c for 
a three minute call and 45c for a 
three minute person to person call. 
None1 of the charges quoted above 
include federal taxes.
Under the plan proposed by citiz­

ens from the three cities, there 
would be one telephone book for 
all of thd cities.

M. A. Treadwell of Eastland is 
secretary.

The four committees met sep­
arately in Eastland High School

Classrooms. Next meeting- of the! 
group will be held the last week, 
in February and a meeting 
open to the general public is slated 
for early March, according to 
Mrs. Josept M. Pel-kins of East- 
land, county chairman. Secretary 
o f the county group is Mrs. Rich­
ard Donovan of Cisco. H. R. Gar­
rett, county school superintend­
ent, is consultant to the commit­
tee and Virgil E. Moore of East- 
land is publicity chairman.

All members o f the committee, 
including representatives of Car­
bon, Cisco, Eastland, i Goran, Ol­
den, Rising Star, Ranger, Scran­
ton and Desdemona districts, were 
presented with 37-page guide 
books prepared by the Hale-Aiken 
Committee of Twenty-four.

Beginning' her talk with a des­
cription o f the proper tools for 
securing flowers, Mrs. Horton 
then explained methods of keeping 
flowers fresh or reviving them.

Violets, maidenhair fern and 
new greenery take their water 
from the flower bud, she said, and 
will survive much longer if im­
mersed in water for a short per­
iod. She received a number of com­
ments of surprise from the infor­
mal audience when she told of 
hard-stem flowers which will stay 
fresh longer if their stems are 
first placed briefly in boiling wat­
er

In discussing containers, the 
speaker stressed the importance of 
appropriateness as to texture. 
Coarse textured flowers, such as

zinnias, are more attractive in a 
heavy, informal container such as 
earthenware, she said.

Roses, on the. contrary, she 
elaborated, should always be in 
crystal or sliver for “ they deserve 
the very best.”

Mrs. Horton then described the 
various designs, giving their nam­
es and suggesting techniques for 
achieving them. She also gave 
methods for preparing foliage for 
dry arrangements-.
