Expanded Farm |
Housing Program
Revealed by Cole

An expanded farm housing
loan program, designed to speed
up farm building . construction
improvement as well as act as
an additional anti-recession meas-
ure was announced today by
Walter T. McKay, Farmers Home
Administration state director, ac-
cotding to Homer P. Cole, the
ageney’s local county supervisor.

Now an owner of a farm in agri-
cultural 'production, on which the
operator plans to produce at least
$400 worth of farm commodities
for sale or home use, may qualify
for the percent long-term: hous-
ing loan provided that he meets
other standard eligibility require-
ments.

Formerly an eligible "applicant
had to ‘own a farm that produced
a more substantial.part of the
operator’s annual cash income.

Ioans may be made to build,
imnrove or repair farm houses or
other essential farm  buildings,
and to provide water for farm-
stead and hansehold use. Cole said
that in addition to financing ma-
jor construction the loans funds

The recént arrest of some 16 Eastland County teenage
boys once again makes us:realize that adults who work
with our communlty S youth deserve all the assistance we

can help meet many other needs
for farm and farm home moder-
ization ‘such as adding bathrooms,
utility rooms, better kitchens, and
many other improvements to the
home as well as to farm service
buildings. While tenants and farm
lahorers are not eligible, the own-
er may borrow to do the constru-
ction work or make improvements
for them.

The loans are made to farm
owners who need credit to finance
building improvements or repairs,
but find that adequate credit is
not available through banks ov
other regular credit : chanpnels.
The interest rate is four percent
and loans may be arthorized over
periods up to 33 years.

Eligibility for loan assistance
is determined by the three-mem-
ber County Farmers Home Admi-
nistration committee, and appli-
cations are now being accepted in
FTHA county offices. X

(Continued frown Page One)
school of that system to Oklahoma
State University. This change of
names, by the way, was more ex-
pensive than the layman would
think. Oklahoma State mailed a
new diploma to every graduate of
Oklahoma A and M stating that
this replaced the one originally is-
sued by that institution.
